HOBSON NOT TO BE RETIRED

Naval Board Reports That He Is Physieally

Capable of Active Servioe.

WaASHINOTON, Jan. 24.—Naval Constructor
Richmond Pearson Hobson recently applied
to the Navy Department for retirement
from active service on account of the con-
dition of his eyes, and he was examined
yesterday by the Naval Retiring Board in
this city. The board reported to the De-
partment to-day that Mr. Hobson was
physically capable of per forming active ser-
vioe and recommended that he be assigned
to duty. The Secretary of the Navy is
without authority to overrule this report.
Mr. Hobson is nominally on duty at Charles-
ton, 8. C., as the officer in charge of the
naval exhibit at the Cotton States Expo-
sition, and he will probably be di to
return there .

Hobson came to Washington from
Charleston last week to file his application
for retirement. To THE SUN reporter who
saw him at that time he declined to say
anything about a report that he intended
to retire or resigo from the service in order
to enter politios, and another report that
he would apply for a long leave of absence

ALBANY, Jan. 24-—The fourth week of
the session of the Legislature ended to-day
without anything of importance having
been done. To-day's session was the
usual Friday morning afair, and in the
Senate the attendance was o sgpall that no
one wanted to raise his voice for fear the
echo would frighten him. From present
appearance, the Legislators will get away
earlier this year than in some years past,
and beat the record for adjournment made
in 1%98, which was March 20. Speaker
Nixorr thinks the Legislature will adjourn
on some day between March 15 and 20, and
ean see no reason why it should be other-
wige. All of the measures which are known
as the Governor's bills, with the exception
of the bill abolishing the local boards of
managers of the State charitable and re-
formatory institutions and centralizing
the ocontrol of these institutions in the
State Board of Charities, have been intro-
duced. Hearings have been given on the
bills taxing mortgages and foreign cor-
porations and thesea measures are now
being perfected and amendments con-
sidered, and the bills may be reported to
the Senate some day next week.

In the Assembly to-day the amended
bill abolishing the local boards of managers
of the State hospitals was reported. The
bill will be reprinted and will have to lie
on the members' desk three days hefore
it can come up for passage, which will be
Thursday of next week. Despite the fact
that the Republican-majority is so great
in the lower house, the bill is destined to
have rough sledding in that branch of
the Legislature and, as it has not been
made a caucus measure, there will be a
number of defections from the Republican
ranks when the roll on final passage is
oallod. The minority leaders think the
bill, if passed, will be amended further,
but this the Republican leaders deny, and

gay that the bill as now amended will be |

passed, and that they have met the op-
ponents of the bill more than half way in
their objections.

The canal situation is somewhat peculiar,
owing to the fact that some of the members
from the canal counties are ('ip;mwd to
the bill in its present form he tribu-
taries to the Erie Canal are not to be im-
proved and the representatives from these
counties do not support the bill in its present
form.

DAIRYVMAN SECRET.

$100,000 Was Offered Him to Put Polson
in President Lincoin's Cream.

WasniNaToN, Jan. 24.—Through the
death in this city vesterday of James Alman,
a wealthy and respected resident of Wash-
ington, the seal of silence has been removed
from the lips of his friends and their dis-
closure of the dead man's well-guarded
secret adds another and interesting chapter
to the story of the plots which culminated
in the assassination of Abraham Lincoln
by John Wilkes Booth.

Thirty-six years ago Alman owned a
dairy in Washington and President Lincoln
was one of his customers, One morning
in the early part of April, not quite two
weeks before the President was assassi-
nated, as Alman was going his rounds he
was stopped by two men who asked if he
didn't want to make $100,000. Alman
thought at first that they were joking,
but replied that he certainly did. Then
one of the men asked Alman if he could
koep a secret, and being answered in the
affirmative drew close to Alman and said:

“Well, my man, here's $100,000 in good
money. Every cent of it is yours if you
will take this little box of powder and put
it in the cream you serve 1o President Lin-
coln this morning. Pour out the cream
in the measure and put this powder in it
Nobody will ever suspect anything, and
the $100,000 is yours. "

The man then displayed an immense roll
of money, which he said amounted to $100,-
000, and offered it to the dairyman. But
Alman refused to listen, and when the men
tried to argue the matter with him he
whipped up his horses and left them curs-
ing in the middle of the street. Alman
did not entirely lose the idea that the men
had been trying to joke with him, despite
their earnestness of manner, until he heard
of the assassination of President Lincoln
by Booth. Mr. Alman never had a doubt
that the men who approached him were
two of the fellow conspirators of Booth and
Payne, and that only the failure of all plots
to effect the death of Lincoln by hidden
means had resulted i the tragedy in Ford's
Theatre

They Opened Up Again Afterward, but He
Has Evidence to (lese Them Later.
Seven cheap dives on the lower Bowery

—places where tinny pianos,stale beer and

bad tobacco smoke are the chief features

—were raidek last night by the police,

acting under insjructions of Inspector

Cross, who had received the approval of

Commissioner Partridge and District At-

torney Jerome in singling out these par-

ticular places. Thirty-two prisoners were
taken, among them the proprietors of all

the dives except two, and the ralders ool-

lected a erowd which blocked the trolley

cars for nearly an hour

The places raided were the Columbia
Hotel at 1 Bowery, where Thomas Bear-
man, tha proprietor, and three women were
arrested; a saloon at 9 Bowery, where two
men and three women were taken; the
Little Atlantic Garden at 15 Bowery, where
four women were taken; a saloon at 23
Bowaz, where three women were taken;
the “Little Jumbo," at 118 Bowery, where
Joseph White, proprietor, and five women
wore taken; the saloon at 121 Bowery,where
William J. Flynn, proprietor, and five
women were arrested, nud the Hotel Dubin
at 308 Rroome street, where Morrie Du-
binsky, the dlafml proprietor, and three
women were nabbed.

The evidence against these places, In-
® r Cross said, was vollected two or
three weeks by the detectives of the
Eldridge street station, in which precinet
all the places raided are situated. The
arrests were all made on warrants issued
yeeterday by Magistrate Zeller.

The raiders started out at 9:30 P. M.
There were fifty court policemen under
Capt. Walsh of the Eldridge street station
and five patrol wagons in the force, fhe

recinot detectives had been stationed i

he places already. The foroe under Capt.

Walsh split up into seven detachments,

one for each place, and all the raids were |

made at practically the same moment.

At no place was any opposition encountered.

The doors were closed, the persons named

in the warrants picked out and put in the

patrol wagons and the rest of the inmates
releasod.

In every case the places opened up again |
for business as soon as the raiders had
taken their prisoners to the Eldridge street
station. Ine or Cross said he didn't
care about that; his purpose had been to
get evidence which would close the places
effectively later by the forfeiture of their
licenses.
