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GRAVE SENATORS IN A PASSION

EXCITING DEBATE OVER THE
PRILIPPINE (QUESTION.

Wasminogyox, Feb. 0.—The Senate to-day
in one of its old-time excitements,
and for some three hours the chamber
was the scene of a good deal of disorder
and passionate display. The bill for a
tariff for the Philippine Islands
was up for consideration, and after some
important amendments had been made
to it, a discussion sprang up, based on a
report from the War Department ou a
resolution calling for a copy of a recent
statute enacted by the Philippine Com-
mission for the punishment of treason and
sedition in the islands, The statute was
read in full, and was denounced by Mr.
Hoar (Rep., Mass.) as harsh and cruel,
and as requiring the mother to inform
against her son, or the son to inform against
the father. He declared that any Govern-
ment which should enact such a law in the
United States would be at once hurled
from power,

Mr. Foraker (Rep., Ohio) answered this
denunciation by reading the section of the
Constitution and the laws of the United
States on the subject, which contained
similar provisions.

Mr. Hoar sald that the two cases were
entirely unlike, and, besides, that he did
not approve of those sections of the Revised
Btatutes.

Aftor some angry colloquy between the
two Senators, Mr. Tillman (Dem. 8. C)
broke into the fray ard iodulged in some
excited exclamations, concluding with the
statement that the Philippine statute was
*damnable doctrine * This led Mr. Foraker
to inquire of the South Carolina Senator
in a epirit of sarcasm on which side of the
struggle his sympathics were.

*My sympathies,” Mr. Tillman shouted,
hammering his desk fiercely, *are with the
Filipinos in their struggle for freedom.”

*Undoubtedly they are,” Mr. Foraker
retorted in passionate tones, “and such a
declaration would bave rendered the Revised
Btatutes (as to troason) which I have read
applicable to him if he were not protected
by his position as Senator.”

The manner and the words caused a
sensation among the spectators in the
galleries, who would have applauded
if they had not been restrained by the
presiding ofoer.

The discussion was then opportunely
diverted into another channel by Mr. Raw-
lins of Utah, but Mr. Foraker for the re-
mainder of the session was the object of
a running fire of questions from Messrs.
Bacon and Clay (Dems., Ga.), Rawlins
(Dem., Utah), Patterson (Dem., Col.), Car-
mack (Dem., Tenn.), and Teller (Silver Rep.,

Col.), to whom he replied with some warmth.
Mr. Hoar brought the controversy to a
close with a passionate defence of his po-
sition on the Philippine question, during
which he asserted that he was as great a
lover of the flag as the Senator from Ohio.

The scene, too, had ite humorous points,
partioularly in the insistence by the pre-
siding officer (Mr. Pettus of Alabama)
that Senators should observe the rule, and
not interrupt one another without per-
mission and without first addressing the
chair. He rebuked one or two Senators
for violating the rule, and he peremptorily
ordered - another to take his seat.

Before this colloquy occurred the Senate
was considering the Philippine tariff bill

Mr. Lodge (Rep., Mass.), chairman of
the Philipp Committee, explained the
amendment by him some time
and now modified by inserting after the

word “exported” the word * tly,” so
as to make the clause read “but all articles,
the growth and product of the Philippine
Islands, now admitted into the United
States free of duty and exported directly
from said islands to the United States for
use and consumption therein, shall be here-
after exempt from any export duties ime
posed in the Philippine lslands.”

The amendment as a whole was agreed to.

The second section of the bill as mnended
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The lust amendment reported by the

committee was the insertion of a new sec-
tion as follows:

Section 7.—That merchandise ‘n bonded
warehouses or otherwise in the custody and
control of the officers of the customs, upon
which duties have been paid, shall he en-
titled, on shipment to the Philippine Islands
within three years from the date of the original
arrival, to & return of the duties paid, less
1 per centum, and merchandise upon which
duties have not been rnld may be uhlv‘»‘d
without the pcrment of duties to the Phili

ine Islands within sald perlod, under suc

onds and regulations as may be prescribed
by the Secretary of the Treasury.

TRYING TO GET TOGETHER.

Efforts of Republicans in Congress to Har-
monize on Cuban Rellef Question.

WasHivoron, Feb. 6.—An earnest effort
Is being made by Republican Senators
and Representatives on both sides of the
Cuban question to get together and agree
upon the terms of a bill that can be approved
inadvance by all of the factions, and passed
without a party fight on the floor of the
Benate and House. President Roosevelt
s very anxious that this shall be done,
and it is now admitted by the leaders on
both sides—that is, those who represent
beet sugar States and those who do not—
that some kind of & measure can be drafted
that will ineet with general approval. No-
body seems to know as yet just what the
basis of compromise will be, but there
seems to be no longer any doubt that Cuban
tariff concessions will be granted.

It is known that the Committee on Ways
and Means is willing to frame and report
to the House a bill of some kind as soon as
the bill reducing the internal revenue war
taxes is disposed of week after next, and
there are Indications of a better feeling
in the Senate also. The Michigan Benators,
who are perhaps the most outspoken in
opposition to fzmr concessions to Cuba
that would seriously affect the beet sugar
industry, had a talk with the President
this morning and found him anxious for
harmony among the Republicans in both
houses, but they did not learn, as some
other callers at the White House claim to
have done, that the President ia any less
eager now than he was when Congress met
for the enactment of legislation granting
the much-needed relief to Cuba.

Senators Spooner and Allison, who are
strongly of the opinion that, however great
the needs of Cuba may be, there should
be no legislation that would strike at the
beet sugar industry of the United 8tates
and cause a split in the Republican ranks
that might endanger the success of the
party in the elections for the Fift v-eighth
Congress, are consulting their colleagues
as to the advisability of a bill that would
harmonize the conflicting interests, by
providing for a drawback to Cuban planters
of 25 or 30 per cent. of the tariff duties paid
on imports into the United States, and giv-
ing to the{rrmlumru of beet sugar in this
country a direct bounty for a like amount.
This tentative proposition has not been
formally conside yet, but has been the
subject of a great many conferences at
both ends of the Capitol, and is raid to con-
tain, at least, the basis of a settlement of
the question of tariff concessions to Cuba.
There is no longer any doubt that relief
will be granted to Cuba, and that whatever
bill is will originate in the Ways
and Means Committee of the House. But
even the members of that committee and
the leading Republicans of the House do
not know yet what the terms of this bill

will be.

REDUCE DUTY ON CUBA'S SUGAR.
Chamber of Commerce Adopts a Memorial
With Some Opposition.

The Chamber of Commerce considered
many topics yesterday. It instructed its

Executive Committee to prepare a bill to

clear the Supreme Court calendars in Man-
hattan and Brooklyn of untried cases, and
then it tock up the tariff on Cuban products.
A report of the Committee on Foreign Com-
merce urged the adoption of a memorial
to Congress for a “substantial reduction”
of the tariff duties upon Cuban sugar and
tobacoo, to be followed by reciprocal tariff
arrangements,

Daniel McKeever suggested making it
*reasonable reduction,” in the phraseclogy
of President McKinley

Thomas Clyde said that President Palma
had been quoted as saying thata reduction
to be of any use must be 50 per cent, Mr.
Clyde doubted if the domestic sugar in-
dustries could stand that. He wanted
to know if the committee believed that such
a reduction should be made whether or not
the domestic industries could stand it.

Abram 8. Hewitt sald that Mr. Clyde was
wrong in assuming that reducing the duty
would reduce the price of sugar The
amount of the reduction would be added
to the price of Cuban sugar and that was
where the planters would benefit, Their
product was too emall to affect the price of
sugar here. He himself had invested in

WE GET THE ISLANDS ON THE
PAYMENT OF 85,000,000.

Title to Crown Lands, Publie Bulldings,
Fortifications, &e., Is Conveyed to
the United States-—Islanders FHave
Two Years to Declare Their Alleglance.

WasriNaToN, Feb. 6.—A vote of the peo-
ple of the Danish West Indies is not a con-
dition precedent to the ratification of the
treaty between the United Btates and
Denmark for the sale to this Government of
St. Thomas, St. John and 8t. Croix. The
treaty does not provide for a plebiscite.
The sum to be paid for the islands is $5,000,
000 as previously reported. The following
is the full text of the treaty, although the
injunction of secrecy has not yet been
removed by the Senate:

The United Btates of America and his
Majesty, the King of Denmark, being desirous
of confirming the good understanding which
exiets between them, have to thet end ap-
pointed their plenipotentiaries: The Presi-
dent of the United States, John Hay, Secre-
tary of State of the United States, and his
Majesty, the King of Denmark, Mr. Constan-
tin Brun, Commander of Dannebrog and
degorated with the Cross of Honor of the
same order, his Majesty's Chamberlain and
Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Plenl-
potentiary at Washington, who, having
mutually exhibited their full powers, which
were found to be in due form, have agresd
upon the following articles:

ARTICLE 1.

His Mafesty the King of Denmark agrees
to cede to the United States, immedlately
upon the exchange of the ratifications of
this convention, the {slands of Bainte Thomas,
Bainte John and Bainte Croix, in the West
Indies, with the adjacent islands and rocks,
comprising in said cession all title and claims
of title to the territories in and about said
{slands over which the crown of Denmark
pow exercises, asserts or clalma jurisdiction

This cession conveys to the United States
the said islands and appurtenances in full
soverelgnty, entire and unencumbered, ex-
cept as stipulated in the present convention,
with all the dominion, rights and powers
which Denmark now possesses, exercises,
asserta and claims therein; it being here-
after understood and agreed that the cone
summation of said sesslon does not import
the transference to the United States of the
financial claims now held by Denmark against
the colonlal treasuries of the islands, it being
agreed that these claims are all together
extingulshed in consequence of the cession,
And it I8 moreover understood and agreed
that the United States will assume and con-
tinue to discharge from the time of the cession
the obligations heretofore incumbent upon
the Danish Government toward the Sainte
Thomas Floating Dock C(..upany and the
West Indla and Panama Telegraph Company.

No responsibility of any kind whatsoever
{s incumbent on the Danish Government,
nor on the United States Government, as
to the guarantee which, conformably to the
ordinance of June 16, 1876, the Colonial
Treasury of Saiute Crolx has assumed with
regard to the payment of an Interest of &
per cent. per annum to the holders of the
shares of the Sainte Croix “Fallessukker-
kogierer® Company, Limited,

ARTICLE 1T

The aforesaid title conveys to the United
States the absolute fee and ownership of
Eublle. Government or crown lands, public

uildings, ports, harbors, fortifications, bar-
racks, and all other public rog«rty of every
kind and description belonging to the Govern-
ment of Denmark, mﬁethor with every right
and appurtenance thereunto appertaining,

TAXATION IN THE PHILIPPINES.

Gov. Tarft Explains the System as Applled
to Cltics —The Tarifm,

WasmiNoTON, Feb. 6.—~Gov. Taft, Presi-
dent of the Philippine Commission, continued
this morning, before the Senate Philippines
Committee, his story of the oondition of
things in the archipelago and of the progreas
that is being made in the organization of
provineial and local civil governments.

Mr, Carmack, reading from Gen. Mao-
Arthur's report as to the united action of
the Filipinos against the American oocupa-
tion, in which intimidation and terrorism
had counted for much, but not for all,
asked Gov. Taft whether that was a correct
statement,

Gov. Taft replied: “I do not agree
with that statement. I believe that the
great majority of the people throughout
the islands were anxlous for peace and
were willing to aocept the sovereignty
of the United States, and that it would have
been utterly impossible to continue the
guerrilla warfare, which is now continued
in two provinces, without the system of
terrorism, assassination and murder. In-
&0 far as that differs frorp Gen. MacArthur's
report, I differ from him. That is all.”

to the question of taxation
the Governor said that the plan ot the
commission was to have no internal sys-
tem of taxation,

There never had been, he said, a land tax
in the islands, and that fact he attributed
to the influence of the friars, who owned
400,000 acres of the best land of the islands,
and of the rich Spanish owners of haciendas.

The commission had estabiished a land
tax, but he did not think it would produce
much for years to come. There were
65,000,000 acres of cultivable land in the
jslands. The oommission, he said, taxed
the land against the owner, andl if no owner
turned up, the land was taxed against the
person in possession, who would thus gain
an inchoate right to the land. As to the
taxation of real estate in cities, he said
that the rates fixed by the comrnission were
14 and 2 per cent. for the first, second and
thrrd years. The assessment in Manila
was about completed, and would probably
not exceed $30,000,000

“While we should be glad," Gov. Taft
continued, “to have free trade with the
United States to carry on tie progress
of l‘r‘lra:‘l'lure in the islands, we cannot
fail to ize that it would not be fair for
us to impose a revenue tax on goods from
the United States, and then ask for free
trade on goods from the islands into the
United States. A revenue (ax f{or the
aup{vort of the Philippine Government
{8, in our 'udﬁmam,nh.oluwly LeCessary .
I do not think that the Government can
be supported by direct taxation.

“We framed a tariff,” Gov. Taft con-
tinued, “and eent it to Washington. In
that tarif we fixed all at specific duties
v 'h a view of avoiding frauds. With
regard to hemp, I do not think anything
can be done, for the chief trade in hemp
is with London. All the hemp that can
bul drlbed in the Philippine Islands can be
sold.”

SCHLLY DECISION SOON.

President Roosevelt May Announce It
on Saturday Next.

WasmyaroN, Feb. 6.—All indications
polnt to action by President Roosevelt
in the Schley case before he leaves Wash-
ington on Monday next for Charleston.
It was said to-day, however, by one of
the r..n who are aware of what the Presi-
dent is doing, that he did not see how Mr.
Roosevelt would be able to dispose of the
case before Monday. The general ex-
pectation of those who have some knowl-
edge on the subject is that the President
will announce his decision on Saturday,
the day on which Rear Admiral Sampson
will reach the retiring age. .

Mr. Roosevelt is devoting every minute
he can poesibly spare from his other pressing
duties to the consideration «f the case and
it is understood in official circles that he
intends that his action shall be a final official
disposition of the Schley controversy.
In addition to securing the views of most
of the Santiago Captains on the question
of command in the battle with Cervera's
fleet, he has personally obtained opinions
from junior officers who participated in
the engagement, and has a mass of infor-
mation on hand to assist him in reaching a
eonclusion on the contentions of Admiral
Sohley in his appeal to Executive consid-
eration.

While the President has talked freely
with some of his advisers about the matter,
he has not definitely said what his action
will be. It is evident, however, from what
has developed within the past few days,
