The publication of the official stenographl
minutes of the recent meeting of the Nation
league has caused another hubbub among
the baseball magnates Two magnates made
the statement yesterday that the minutes
had been “doctored” by semebody. By
comparing the published minutes with coples
of the original, these magnates charge that
several important points at issue have been
left out, including Brush's remarks about
the Muckenfuss letters, the Louisville Sun.
day dutes, Freedman's speech  explaining
the jockey-ball plaver license systemn as
embodied in the trust scheme hatched at the
Red Bank conference, (ol Rogers’s harmony
. h and facts relating to the Nn.w York
club’s obligations to the League When A.
G, Spalding requested Young to print the
minutes and give them out, the latter readily
promised to do o Later he demurred,
because, as he explained, he had been advised
! by his “New York lawyer” that ha would be
in contamnpt of court if he took such action
Five days ago Young sent printed coples of
the minutes to each Teague President, but
emitted to send the document to Spalding
Believiug that the miinutes had been held up
gpalding in response to a letter from his
New York representative, James E Sullivan
whoe had been delegated to give the minutes
to the press, sent a long reply in which he
outiined the minutes with surprising accu-
racy In this latest Spalding letter is the
following, which will be news to baseball
readers

“In the directors’ meeting (the directors
consisting of Messrs. Freedman, Brush, Soden,
Dreyfuss and Young), Mr. Andrew Freed-
man made the usual motion that the report of
Treasurer Young, which 18 usually the first
business taken up, be laid on the table until
the nssessment made on the New York club
should be straightened out (which later was
referred to the League itself). This motion
was promptly seconded by Mr. Brush,

“Mr. Young announced that the New York
olub was in arrears to the League treasury
for over $2,000 on account of operating ex-
penses, and exclusive of the unpaid & per
cent. assessment.

“Mr. Freedman then presented a LIl for
$15.000 for rent of Manhattan Field for 1601,
and I believe Mr. Brush made a motion that it
be paild. Mr. Young stated the League had
no money in the treasury, that it was in-
debted to him for about $2,000 which he had
pald out of his own pocket, anticipating the
New York elub would liquidate its indebted-
ness for operating expenses, which it had
failed to pay, although repeatedly dunned

for it
*] understand that Mr. Freedman exprossed

the opinion that the guarantee fund of §12,000

which was placed in the League several years
L. ago for & specific purpose, should be used
[ toward liguidating his Manhattan Field bill
of $15,000, all of which I belleve Mr. Brush ap-
proved and clalmed that this guarantee fund
was available for suol purposes.

“Aside from awarding the championship
