bably from seventy-five to 100 insurance
companies will be represented at to-mor-
row's meeting. Over 100 companies are
fncluded in the lotwes. 10 is now said that
the Germania will be the heaviest loser and
that the amount it will be out is not far
from $250,000. A prominent insurance man
here said to-day thit the St. Paul probably
would come next \vith lotses aggregating
$150,000. From theswe surns the amounts
fnvolved run all the \ray déwn to $8,000 and
even below that figure,

Mr. Edwin Quackesbush, Secretary of
the Paterson Insurance Club and of the
Underwriters' Association, was inclined to
place the amount of the insurance losses
higher and the amount of property loss
lower than in former estii nates,

“1 believe that the loss to the ingurance
companies,” he said, “will exceed $4,000,000,
but I think $8,000,000 an excessive figure
for the property loss, which, iu my opinion
will not exceed $6,000,000 by very much.
The insurance loss is divided, I believe,
between all of 120 companies,”

The military authorities are in exclusive
control of the burned district to-night,
and only passes countersigned by Capt.
Ross, who is in command «d the battalion,
are recognized by the sntries. Passes
have been issued indiscriniinately by the
Mayor, Sheriff and Chief of Police, but
these are not good to-night. It is to get
over the difficulty of having so many passes
out that the new &rder was made.

This order went into effect at 7.30 to-
night. A few minutes later Sheriff Sturr,
Chief of Police Graul and City Comptroller
Donahue were arrested as they were trying
to pass through the lines. They had no
military passes. The sentry anlled out
the corporal of the guard and the three
officials were about to be marahed up to
the armory when Col. Campbell and Col,
Parker appeared on the scene and secured
their redease.

A speaial meeting of the Boardd of Alder-
men was held to-night, and it decided
by a unanimaus vote to prevent e erection
of wooden btildings in the buraed district.
Alderman Close said the city af Paterson
wanted no boom-town shaniies. The
question arose on the application of Park
Commissioner Hugo Munser for permission
to erect a temporary structure on part of
his property on Market street in which to
carry on his liquor business until he can
erect a permanent building.

It was also reported that the owner of
the property at the corner of Straight street
and Sixteenth aveunue had started to-day
to run up a wooden building there without
asking permission.

During the discussion it was said that
there would be a multitude of applications
for permission to put up temporary build-
ings, as there are not enough empty stores
near the business centre of the city to ac-
commodate the business men who have
been burned out. It would no doubt be a
hardship for the present to prevent these
men from resuming business, but if such
permissions were given the centre of the
city would be filled up with wooden shanties,
and a great mmny of them would not be
removed for years. If the Aldermen, it
was argued, shwuld set their faces firmly
against this just now everybody would
start building permanent structures at
onoe, and the land is so valuable that the
owners can afford to do this.

The Aldermen were unanimous in their |

sotion. The application of Mr. Munser
was refused, and the building inspector
was ordered to tear down the building
which has been started on the corner of
Straight street and Sixteenth avenus,
Paterson is beginning to crawl out from
under the ruins and stand erect. The
city maintains the sanwe spirited etaud
against accepting outside assistance which
it took from the first. Offers of assistance
from as far away as Kansas came pouring
in yesterday, and it was not all mere oflers,
Cash and checks to the amount of over
8500 came to the Mayor before noon ves-
terday, all of which he returned with thanks
to the senders.

If it is a mechanic who has lost his tools

we will give him money to buy new tools
with, or if it is a small shopkeeper or a
milliner or so, some one engaged in any

little industry that has been wiped out,
we will supply money with which to buy
a stock and set up a shop again, This money
we lend without interest and of course
without security. We take the note of the
borrower for it, not that we care for the
note or care whether it is ever pald or not.
We take the notes because there are many
who will not accept our assistance unless
they put themselves under obligation in
that way. They are honest people, who
are u to doing business in a business
way and paying their debts. It is to rave
their own self-rospect and not lower their
dignity in their own estimation that we
NE# the notes, or will take them as soon as
the form we have drawn up comes from the
printer. We are working quietly andthe
names of those whom we help are kept
sacredly secret

The safes of the City Treasurer and City
Clerk were opened in the ruins of the City
Hall to-day and their contents found un-
injured. There was very little money
in the Trearurer's safe as deposits were
made on Saturday at noon, The most
confusion arising from the burning of the
City Hall is likely to arise from the loss of
the tax lists. Fully $2,5000,000 in taxes are
due and unpaid. Some assistance in de-
termining who have not paid their taxes
will come from the discovery to-day of the
tax receipt stubs in the tower safe, Thoese
stubs, however, only go back about six
yvoars while there are unpaid taxes dating
back to 1893, when under the Martin act
of 1886 the taxes were adjusted to that date

The best opinion is that the cheapest
way to rebuild the City Hall is to tear down
what remains of it and erect an entirely new
building

One contribution from outside will be
accepted -that of the Rev. Willlam Prawl
of St. Paul's Church, Albany.

Two Storles of Her Facape —One Spys &

Minnie Kurtz, known as the missing
Diamond witness and regarded by the
District Attorney as a link with John Doe,
told County Detective Wooley yesterday
afternoon in the Centre street police court:
“If they don't get some one to go on my
bond, so help me God, I'll tell all I know.
1'll involve more than one man and more
than one will suffer.”

She had been standing at one side weeping
while her lawyer, C. L. Hoffman, was vainly
trying to get her bail reduced from $2,600
to $1,500. She did not get bail and will re-
main in the Tombs until to-morrow after-
noon at least and longer than that if Mr.
Hoffman does not get her out on habeas
corpus proceedings. Hc says that he in-
tends to ask for a writ returnable at 1:30
o'clock to-morrow before Justice Beach.
The District Attorney’s office will be closed
to-day and Mr. Miner informed Mr. Hoff-
man that the bail department would re-
quire forty-eight hours to scrutinize bail.

Of course the District Attorney would
not be sorry to have her decide to tell all
she knows. He says she knows more than
sho has told.

HOPES TO DOWN CASTRO.

Leader of Venezuelan Revelt Says the
Outiook Is Bright.

Sefior N. Bolet Peraza, former secretary
of the Venezuelan legation at Washington,
received a letter yesterday from Trinidad
which throws some light on the operations
of the rebels in Venezuela. The letteris
from Gen. Domingo Monagas, one of the
leaders of the Matos insurrection, and was
smuggled from the interior of the State
of Bermudez to the coast and then taken
by a fisherman to Trinidad.

It was not known positively hers until
yesterday that Gen. Monagas had suc-
ceeded in effecting a landing for his expe-
dition from the filibustering steamer Liber-
tador. His arrival in the State of Bermu-
dez was of considerable importance to the
insurrection, because of his great prestige
in the eastern part of Venezuela. He was
accompanied by Gen. Nicolas Rolando.
Gen. Monagas lived in Brooklyn a few years
ago and is well known here.

In his letter he expresses himself as well

satisfled with the organization of the revo-
lutionary army and says that the prospects

are brlﬁht.

“I feel satisfied that by March,” he con-

tinues, “we will be victorious and be able
to replace the corrupt and despotic Gov-
ernment of President Castro  with one
by honest men and conducted on honest
business principles. The Libertador
has been most successful in landing her
arms and ammunition. In all, 20,000 guns
have been left along the coast for distribu-
tlon. Soon after we arrived we were at-
tacked by the enemy near Carupano, but
the Government forces were quickly routed
and escaped as best they could into the
city. All this portion of the country is
opposed to Castro and there has been no
trouble in finding men to join our army.
I also lsarn that several of Castro's best
Generals have deserted him and joined
our movement.
_ “Sefior Mato# could not have done better
in selecting a warship than the purchase
of the Libertador. She is a fine, seaworthy
vessel, capable of making 15 knots an hour
and is well mounted with the most im-
proved cannon and rapid-fire guns. The
men who were engaged to operate these
are, every one of them, experienced Ger-
man artillery men, It is no exaggera-
tion to say that the Libertador could easily
engage the entire Government navy and
defeat it."”

From Caracas came the news yesterday
that his supporters have been trying to
induce President Castro to take the field
in person, but he refuses to do that for
fear of an uprising in the capital during
his absence. It is also reported that the
Venezuelan Government is trying to negoti-
ate a loan in Europe.
