There is apt to be some brilliant fire-
works before the Philippines debate comes |
to a close, as the remarkably bitter speech
that Senator Teller hus been delivering
for the past two or three days has stirred
up the passions of his old-time colleagues
on the Republican side of the chamber.
Teller's sarcasm is proverbial, but his
tongue has been more than ever sharp in
his present speech, and some of the attacks
he has made upon the Philippines policy of
the Administration andon Republican Sen-
ators will not be allowed to go unrebuked.
Senator Platt of Connecticut, 8 man of the
most judicial temperament, was aroused
to wrath yesterday and felt impelled to
smite Senator Hoar hip and thigh, which
he did in a speech of great clearness and
effectiveness.

Senator Spooner of Wisconsin, the little
giant of the Kepublican side of the chamber,

is prepared to deal in like manner with
Senator Teller, who has exhausted the
patience of his oppouents by the bitter-
Less of his eriticisms. Mr. Spooner is one
of the ablest debaters in the Senate, and
while his tongue is not habitually so gharp
as that of Teller, he can haudle himself in
& rough-ands=tumble debate equally as well
as in a more sober and dignified discussion
of a public question.

It
turns out that Senator Foraker proposed
this reduction with the knowledge, if not
at the request, of the War Department,
as it is the opinion of the officers there
having insular matters in charge that the
treasury of the islands is not greatly in
need of the money to be derived from
duties on imports and that there is no good
reason why the Philippines should not
receive more liberal termas.

When the present bill was drawn up the
War Department would have recommended
a greater reduction than the proposed
26 per cent. if it had thought that ( onfn-m
would be willing to acceda. In view, how-
ever, of the delicacy of the situation, espe-
cially with regard to the Cuban tariff, the
War Department did not urge its views
very strongly. But now that Seator Fora-
ker has taken the initiative on his own re-
sporsibility, there is no hesitation in ad-
mitting that it would be wise to reduce
the rates on imports from the Philippines
into the United L'.u'.cs to as low a point as
'n)~\ili|o‘.

No opposition to Senator Foraker's pro-
posed amendment has yet been made by
those in charge of the Philippines bill, but
it is not thought likely that the Senate will
agree to such a radical reduction, or that
the House would do so if the Benate
should so provide. It is more than likely
that the outcome will Le that either in the
Senate or in the Conference Commities

AUGUST BELMONT APPEARS IN
FAVOR OF 1IT.

It Prevents Incorporation of Racing As-

soclations Without the Approval of |
the Racing Commission — senator Mes |

Carren Gets In an Amendment That
1ots In the Metropolltan Jockey Club

ALBANY, Feb. 12
President of the State Racing Association,
appearcd before the Senate Judiciary Com-
mittee to-day in favor of the bill recom
mended by the eommission and introduced
by Senator Lisberg, which provides that
hereafter no racing association can be in-
corporated in this State unless it first se-
cures the approval of the State Racing
Commission, which has control of running
and stecplechase meetings. With Mr., Bel-
mont appeared J. 8. Auerbach aud W. C.
Percy, counsel for the Racing Commission.

It developed that the bill gave the com-
mission
existing associations incorporated to con-
duct running races might continue
that specifically it would result in putting
the Metropolitan Jockey Club out of busi-
ness, This club was incorporated a few
months ago, and at the time its moving
spirit was “Big Tim" Sullivan, Since then
“Big Tim" has become a minority stock-
holder, and its President is former Senator
William H. Reynolds of Brooklyn. The
track is in Jamaica, about four miles from
the Aqueduct track.

Mr, Belmont pointed out that the com-
ruission now had practically the veto power
on the establishment of a new running
racetrack by refusing to grant it & license
to condu¢t a meeting. What the ocom-
mission desired, he said, was power to pre-
vent the formation of additional clube
which might desire to locate iu territory
now well supplied with facilities for the
sport. Under the preseut law innocent
investors roight go ahead and build a track
and be unable to secure a licouse frow
the ocommission. Mr. Belmont thought
the power to veto the formation of such a
elub on the start would not ouly be to the
interest of the investor, but w the sport
tsell,

Senator MeCarren declared that the bill
gave the Racing Comumission arbitrary
powers to destroy vested rights, as it ap-
f'uwl to raciug associations hereafter or
wretofore incorporated. Mr. McCarren i3
