SOLYES THR COOK PROBLEM.

LONDON'S IMPROVEMENT ON A
DBOSTON ENTERPRISE.

A Company Now Dellvering Meals Ready
Coeked at Houses of Customers for
Less Than They Would Cest If Pre-
pared at Home—Variety of the Menu
—~Sucoess of the Plan So Far.

The London housewife is seeing a great
light upon her domestic horizon. It eman-
ates from travelling kitchens and irradiates
even the murky gloom of the domestio
service problem,

It is only fair to say that the idea of the
London distributing kitchens was borrowed
from Boston, but the English syudicate
that imported it has improved upon it until
it glows in a fashion that makes the original
Boston sunrise look like a tallow dip.

Presumably, familles able to hire com-
petent cooks and satisfactory stafls of ser-
vants will continue to have their cooking
done in their own homes,
whose soul firmly cleaves to the delights
of marketing and ordering and cccking
will go on with her home programme, but
for the dwellers in flats and chambers, for
the housewife whose soul i harassed by
struggles with ignorant or bad-tempered
cooks and the dopressing problem of cater-
ing for three meals a day, the time of de-
liverance seems to be at hand,

Her ealvation arrives in up-to-date
fashion on a motor car. She may sleep
peacefully o' mornings, undisturbed by
wonderings as to whether the cock came
home the night befores or has overslept
or has left with morning light.

At the appointed hour a motor delivery
wagon will stop at the door. A uniformed
man will deliver the hottest and most ap-
petizing of breakfasts, carefully packed in
a food carrier warranted to keep hot things
hot and cold things cold.

All that remains to be done is to serve
the food upon the home table. The ent1ées
come on shining silver-plated dishes pipiLg
hot, the éoffee in a silver pot as hot,

If the housewife prefers using her own
linen, cutlery and china, well and good.
If not, the caterer supplies everything,
and everything of good quality.

Of course, while the experiment is new,

One of the big separate kitchens is given
over entirely to the preparation of vegetables
and there,as in the soup kitchen, the best
recipes from all lands are put into practice
by cooks tralned eepecially for that work,
Fifty vegetable entrées are on the list of
dishes served to order.

In salads, too, kngland is lacking, and
the common variety .ﬁ English cook knows
no more about s leds than she does about
sanskrit. but the Distributing Kitchens
offer ninety-eight salads. A special de-
partment is devoted to meats and poultry,
another to fish,

When the ordered dinner has been pre-
pared, it i:dpu' in very best silver dishes
and pack in patent carriers. Each
carrier is heavily lined with green baize
and a hot water tin covers the bottom.
The covered dishes are set on this tin and
three thicknesses of green balze are laid
over them.

The currier closes with an airtight lid
and is put into an electric motor wagon
on shelves heated by charcoal fires. The
oar whirls away, delivers ite cases and re-
turns to the kitchen. The company now
runa 400 of these cars.

Later, the same car collects the dishes,
Orders mey be pinned to the buize cover
sent by card or telephoned. In case of
unexpected guests, s telephone message
will bring the motor car and an extra ser-
vice whirling to the rescue, in the shortest
possible time. Telephones will be put up
in any sharvholder's home free of charge
for one year

And the cost of all this? If the man-
ager's estimates may be accepted, and
there are statistios to back them, the cost
of the meals is less than that of the same
style of meals prepared at home.
