LBANT Feb 17 Gov Odell will to
morrow sign tho bill abolishing the local
boards of managers of the Stato Insane
hospitals and centralizing their powers
in the State Commission In Lunacy at Al-

bany He so announced this afternoon
at the hearing given on the bill before him

I have no desire said Gov Odell at
the dose of the hearing to break down
any system I have been making a record
for myself for the past two years tat Gov-
ernor of the Butte I care not what effect
It will have on my future The future
b nothing to me I believe this bill Is
right and I am going to approve of it

I believe It Is right I am to
do my duty to the best of my
look after the Interests of tho State and I
will do so There b nothing for those In-

terested In charitable work to fear from
this bill as it Is for betterment of the
system of administering tho hospitals

The Governor showed during tho hear
ing that he resents the criticisms and re-

flections made upon him by the various
charitable associations and toward the
close of the hearing he exhibited Illfoelfng
toward his critic and showed some temper
Ills manner throughout was antagonistic
to the local boards of managers Ho
showed that he placed little faith In
and that he had determined to
bill It not until George F Canfleld
President of tho Stats Charities Aid

began to speak In opposition to
the bill that the Governor took a position-
in defence and charged the local hoards
of managers with extravagance and

He accused the organi-
zation with which Mr Canfleld Is affiliated
of having been responsible for stirring
up the opposition to the measure saying

No rumpus would have boon created at
all except by your society which feared-
an attack

Mr Canfleld introduced lib address by
saying that the situation could have been
relieved had there been a conference prior
to the intoductlon of the bill The Gov-

ernor Interrupted to say
1 do not want you to convey the Im

pression to the newspaper men that you
could not have conferred with me You
could have done so but you preferred to
show a desire to fight mo

Coy Odell then took up a letter in which
it was asserted that he was trying to muzzle
the superintendents of the hospitals and
they would carry out the Governors

The Governor emphatically declared
was not trying to muzzle any one

Herbert D Brown tho Secretary of the
association claimed the authorship of the
letter and the Governor

You should apologize No you neednt
