A more rapid or more striking change
of scene huts rarely been than
when a short while ago tho sun went down
upon Germany raging full front against these
shores to rise tine next day upon tho canto
Germanla with her plaits In order blowing
kisses to tho United States Though tine
correspondents of our have
done their best In assuring us again and
agalrOhat tho merest flirtation U meant
and exhorting us to doubt not that
tho genuine affections of America are
fixed on England a long weeks unhapphiesa
awaits us Indeed at tho first glimpse
of what was going on In Germany arid tho
United States there was some grief and
much surprise In England and neither
has been done away with Whisperings
of tho sundering of ties of gratitude and
forgotten bonds of obligation arose im
mediately where silence on such matterH
would have been not only moro dignified-
but more businesallko It would have
been more businesslike even if tho services
rendered to the United States by our Govern-
ment had been greater than thoso wo hear
of and if In asserting them they had not
been unfortunately exposed to contradic-
tion and dispute

Until Lord Crnnborno opened the sub-
ject Englands sonIces to America at tho
crisis of the quarrel with Spain woro but
vaguely known on either side of the At-

lantic except to an official few fly de-
grees we In England were getting prouder
and prouder of tho good turn we had con-

trived for our American cousins though
we did not know exactly what It was In
the meantime our American cousins were
melting to an adequate sense of gratitude
though they did not know exactly winy
One thing however is generally under-
stood

If the friendship was English the enmity
was German Whatever was Its scope and
intention the plot was made In Germany
However baflled It was l ifll xl by England
Therefore it must l o allowed that England
might naturally bo overcome with chagrin
for tire moment when at tho vory tune
the German quarrel rose to its worst her
enemy and her friend wont seen running to
embrace Did our old political instinct re-
main unimpaired we should have felt that
there was not much pride In recalling
claims to gratitude nor oven much wisdom
for such claims are most In danger when
reproachfully asserted Friendship there
was In what we did but policy aLso

As an Independent consideration It is
not foolishness but wisdom and something
moro If tho Americans decide that German
Interference was all In tho game This
we ought to bo sensible of The Americans
can l o quite BUlflclently grateful to England-
for a kindly turn and yet cherish no long
resentment for what on the other hand
was neither a very novel nor unfair stroke
of diplomacy

The reception of Prince Henry may
bring us solid benefits Wo do not all know
