SYNDICATE GIVES $300,000 FOR
EMPIRE CITY FPARK.

rred Gerken, Edgar Bronk and 8. F. Panl
Leaders In the New Venture-—High
Class Racing Expected as & Result of
the Purchase-—Only One Bld Made.

After several postponements and a dis-
puted sale, the widely kunown racetrack
property bullt by the late William H. Clark
midway between Mount Vernon and Yon-
kers—the Emplre City track-was rold by
public auction yesterday. Referee Bankson
T Morgan was the auctioneer, and, after
reading the descriptions of the several tracts
incorporated in the racetrack fee, he read
the terms of sale which called for immediate
deposit of 10 per cent, purchase price, the
balance on delivery of the deed, to be paid
on March 25 at noon at 43 Cedar street.

The plaza fronting historic old Manor Hall,
Yonkers, was crowded at 12 o'clock, prominent
smong the gathering being Frederick Ger-
ken, Edgar Bronk, Bryan L. Kennelly, J. 8
Adams, Frank Treanor, Alderman Valentine,
Charles A, Willis and a number of road drivers
and local trainers interested to sufficient ex-
tent to have made the unpleasant trip in
the slush and rain hoping the sale might
tend to restore the Empire City track to an
ownership having at heart the interests of
the trotting horse.

Messrs. Gerken and Bronk were in Yonkers
before 10 o'clock and talked of the approach-
ing sale over a game of pool at the Getty
House. Each expected quite spirited bidding
and when the sale hour rolled around and o
many came to the scene of action, it was fully
expected not a few bids would be lodged
Not 80, however. Mr. Morgan after eulogisa-
ing the property as “an investment well
nieriting an outlay of half a million of dol-
lare,” called for bids after announcing «
teptative bid of $300,000 received several
weeks since for the property

Standing on the outskirts of the crowd
Mr. Kennelly said : “Mr. Referee, I will repeat
and make good my olJer which was $300,000
for the Empire City racetrack property.”
Calls were in vain made for un advance and
so with the usual delay and pleading, the
property was announced, “sold for $300,000
to Bryan L. Kennelly * Not a little of en-
thusiasm prevailed, it having been generally
known that Mr Keunelly acted in the interests
of the Gerken syndicate, composed of in-
fluential business men and enthusiastic
capitalists desirous of encouraging high-class
trotting meetings, matinée racing and be-
coming Identified with the Grand Circuit of

racetracks, at present ioncluded in which
powerful chain are Detroit, Cleveland,
Columbus, Fort Erle, Buffalo, Syracuse,

Brighton Beach, Readville, Hartford, Provi-
dence, Terre Haute and Cincinnati.

Dreyfuss of Pittsburg Has His War Paint
On Yet—Brooklyns te Go South—
MoGovern's “Interview" —Fitzsimmens
Beoxes With Lion Cubs in Chicago.

Though C. H. Ebbets of the Brooklyn Base-
ball Club seems inclined to look for peace
in the shape of a compromise with the Freed-
man faction in the avent of a decision against
A G. Spalding in the New York Supreme
Court, President Dreyfuss of the Pittsburg
olub still has his war paint on and demon-
strates beyond a doubt that he does not pos-
sens a yellow streak. Dreyfuss has just re-
ceived a letter from his attorney in New
Jersey, W. A Northrup, in which the latter
says that the injunction suit agalnst Spalding
will come up for n hearing in this city on
March 3 or 4, and Intimates that the Spald-
ing clubsa will win Lawyer Northrup fur-
thermore says that if Freedman and Brush
wish to continue the fight they will have to
carry the case to the United States Supreme
Court, which will require much time to reach
a settlement.  Incidentally it may be said
that if a decision is rendered against Spalding
he will 2o to the United States courts just
as readily as the opposition, which means
that the case is likely to drag along for three
or four years President Dreyfuss says
that he does not expect 4 move on the part
of either faction until the New York Supreme
Court has rendered a verdiot,

In discussing a four-club ecircuit, Drey-
fuss says that he would rather play ball with
four clubs than be in an eight-club circuit
with Freedmuan and Brush as members. Drey-
fuss declares that both of these men are in
the game solely for the money and are un-
sportsmaniike. He declares that the In-
timidation of umpires at baseball games

that wherever Spalding leads he will follow
