M'GOVERN MAKES CONCESSIONS
T0 YOUNG CORBETT.

Siulpulation as to Weight Favors the Denver
Pugllist— They Wil Not Fight for the
Champlonship—Jack Doyle Signs With
the New Yorks—Jockey Spencer Salls.

The clinching of a match between Terry
McGovern and Young Corbett, as announced
yesterday, has cerated much comment among
ring followers, who realize that Corbett has
practically dictated hisown terms, especlally
in regard to the weight. The articles of agree-
ment call for a 25-round contest at 127 puuynbn,
welgh In at 4 o'clock in the afternoon. When
MoGovern met Corbett at Hartford last
Thanksgiving Day, the welght was 126 pounds,
welgh In at 10 o'clock in the morning, the
boys getting into the ring six hours later.
In the coming mill they will shake hands
sfter a similar lapse of time following the
weighing. McGovern, therefore, instead of
Insisting on fighting Corbett at the 122-pound
limit, upon which all featherweight cham-
pionship battles are decided, virtually con-
cedes five pounds to his rival, or a pound
more than in the first fight, though Terry,
of course, will come close to the stipulated
welght. Under the circumstances, there-
fore, it cannot be said that McGovern and
Corbett will fight for the featherweight cham-
pionship. (orbett insisted upon 127 pounds,
for the reason that he Is rapidly growing
bigger and heavier every day. For the
Hartford fight*he had to train slx weeks
to get from 142 pounds down to the required
limit

In the next go he is likely to get Into the
ring welghing 130 pounds or even more,
which will make McGovern's task particu-
larly bard. But Terry, in his present condi-
tion, believes he can whip the Denver fighter
st Almost any weight. He points to his vie-
tories over Frank Erne at 128 pounds and
Joe Gans at 170 pounds, as excellent reasons
why he should put it all over .Corbett
MeGovern declares: that Dave Sullivan would
have beaten Corbett on Thanksgiving Day
and for that matter he believes Sullivan is
Corbett's master now, Terry admits that
he bad a bard fight with Sulilvan, but the
fact that he won and won decisively has ln-
creased his confidence, so that he is only too
glad to yield to Corbett's demands in order
to get another match. In talking of the
match yesterday, MoGovern sald:

*I can beat Corbett at any welght and that
iswhy 1 have let him have his own way, When
he stopped me at Hartford, 1 was both over-
confident and out of shape lle was quick
enough to take advantage of these points
and won fairly. But in the fight with Sulli-
van, I found that I was just as good as ever
and though Dave was a hard problem to
solve 1 beat him on condition. 1 do not be-
lieve he ever got into & ring in such fine shape«
Corbett is more of a lightweight than a feather
weight and will have to train hard to make
127 pounds, He is sure to weigh 130 or 133
when we get down to business. Against
Sullivan I weighed exactly 126 when I entered
the ring and was fit, 1 will weigh about that,
1 guess, when I tackle Corbett. Between now
and next October, 1 will have plenty of time
pot only to keep in shape but also improve
my condition {f possible. I want to have it
understood, however, that I am still the
featherweight champion as I've never been
whipped at 122 pounds, the recognized limit
at which I stand ready to defend my title
aguinst all comers.

METEOR III'S OCEAN TRIP.

German Emperor's New Schooner Will Be
Ready to Sail iIn About a Month,

It is expected that Meteor III., the Ger-
man Emperor's new schooner, will be ready
to sail across the ocean in about a month.
There s still much work to be done on the
yacht before she will be ready to start
on her long trip and this work will be rushed
as fast as possible at the yards of the buil-
der, the Townsend & Downey Shipbuilding
and Repair Company at Shooter's Island.
The Meteor when she slid off the ways
was nothing but a shell and all the interior
work has yet to be done. There is con-
siderablea to be done to the deckhouse
and deck. The interior fittings will mostly
be temporary, as the yacht is to go to South-
ampton to be fitted out for the Emperor.
Temporary bulkheads will be put in and
cabins made for the sailing masters and
officers and bunks put in for the crew,

The mainmast has been finished and
all the iron work has been put on and is
waiting to be llﬂ'p[)ﬂd. The foremast is
being cut and the iron work for this has
been made and is ready as soon as the
spar has been properly fashioned. The
fore and main topmasts are finished and
are under a shed. The bowsprit has not
yet been made, but this Is the last spar
that will be shipped. All the spars are of
Oregon pine and are splendid pieces of
wood. The mast will be stepped in three
weeks and then the standing rigging, which
is of wire, will be set up. This work will
be done by the builders. The running

ear will be of manila rope and American
blocks will be used.

A small suit of sails is being made by
Wilson & Silsbe for the trip across the
ocean, This suit will be used when the
Meteor is cruising, but the racing salls
are being made by Ratsey & Lapthorne
of Cowes, who made the sails for the two
Shamrocks and the Meteors

Gibson Fahnestock's 110-foot schooner
vacht which was built on ways next to
the Meteor, will be launched in two weeks.
This boat will be very nearly ready to fit
out when she takes the water, The auxil-
jary schooner for Alessandro Fabbri built
on the other side of the Meteor is almost
plated. She will be ready early in the
spring. The keel plate of the racing cutter
for George Pynchon has been bolted to
the lead keel and the work of setting up
this {l(‘hl will now begin, All the frames
are bent and the castings made. This
yvacht is to be plated with Tobin bronze.

It {s said
thut C, K. G. Billings and his associates are
interestaed and that means such a fostering
of amateur interests as never has been known
in this city, Amateur matinées will be held
frequently all season and conditions that do
not obtain at the Speadway will be secured at
the track to owners. There will doubtiess
be a club challenge cup among other trophies
offered local owners who Jjoin the matinée
club. Both Mr. Seannell and Mr, Smathers
may bring their great trotters, The Abbot,
2034, and Lord Derby, 2:08'4, here to race at
the matinées, amateurs driving, and no eity
in the world can boast too such great per-
formers as belonging to Matinée Club meme-
bers

The matinée movement offers exceptlonal
advantages to professional trainers, By
June every stall at the track bids fair to have
an occupant, and the amount spent for feed
and incidentals will be no inconsiderable
sum. The Speedway will lose none of its
attractiveness now that we have the track,
and on Sundays there will be even a Ligher
class of competition to be enjoyed. Doubt-
less many more ldentifled with the Road

The
men who purchased the Empire City track
believe sincerely in trotting as a high-class

VACCINATOR AT CITY HALL.

Mayor One of the Few In the Bullding te
Fseape the Operation.

Dr. Samuel Bremner of the Health De-
partment descended upon the Mayor's
office yesterday afternoon and, ordering
the doors of the office closed, proceeded
to vaccinate every one present., James
B. Reynolds, Secretary to the Mayor, was
the first one attacked. He submitted
meekly after Dr. Bremner tolg him that
his excuse that he had been vlecinated a
couple of years ago didn't absolve him
from the necessity of having the operation
performed again.

Assistant Corporation Counsel Clarke,
legal adviser to the Mayor, and Willlam
J. Moran, the chief clerk, were next com-
pelled to roll up their sleeves. After that
the work of Dr.Bremner was easy. Every
employee in the Mayor's office came for-
ward for the operation. Mayor Low him-
self was not at the City Hall during the day.

*I am sorry the Mayor is not here.” Dr.
Bremner sald, *because I had made up
my mind to operate on him first. How-
ever, I will catch him another day.”

Dr. Bremner afterward visited the other
city departments in the City Hall and when
he left there were very few officials or
nownpaJwr men in the building who had
escaped vaccination.

Eleven new cases of smallpox and four
deaths from the disease were reported
vesterday. The dead were Max Frek of
133 East Houston street, Frederick Hilton
of 278 Bowery, Thomas Doyle of 854 West
Forty-ninth street and Susan Callene of
8 University place.

Of the new cases three were in this
borough and eight in_ Brooklyn. One of
the tients, Fannie Butler, a servant at
76 West Ninety-fourth street, had been in
this city only a few days.

DRANK ACID AND JUMPED.
