JECTED BRUSH'S PLAN.

American League Meets at Detrolt To~day
- Spalding Case in Court To-merrow
—O'Brien After Tommy Ryan—-W.
C. Whitney's Intruder Il In Faver.

Word wns received here last night that at
the meeting of the American League of Pro-
fessiona! Baseball Clubs, to convene at De-
trolt to-day, the proposition of John T.
Brush to take in the New York and Cincin-
pati clubs will be summarily rejected. This
information comes from Cincinnati, where
it fs asserted Brush learned of his failure to
connect with Ban Johnson several days ago.
If this turns out to be true, it will clearly
demonstrate the loyalty of Johnson to A G,
Spalding and to organized baseball It is
sald however, that several American league
clubs have been in favor of Brush's plan,
but that the stubborn opposition of several
others has effectually blocked matters. The
only way Brush and Freedman can secure
berths in the American League, as the mat-
ter stands at present, is for them to buy the
Cleveland and Baltimore frenchises. If (hoy
should make these purchases, the American
league would be forced to take them in
Some people believe that Freedman and
Brush have been dickering along these lines,
but with what success nobody wseems to
know. It would take probably $30,000 cash
to buy the Baltimore club and at least $15,000
to secure the Cleveland franchise

In the event of such a transaction, Freed-
man and Brush could not very well desert
Soden of Boston and Robison of St. Louis,
for whose holdings the American League
people in those cities are said to be unwilllng
to put up a dollar. Looking the ground
over carefully, therefore, it is considerad a
foregone conclusion that there will be no
change in the American league circuite
As the Spalding clubs of the National League
have declared themselves as unalterably
opposed to the methods of Freedman and
Brush, the importance of the court proceed-
ings which are scheduled to begin here to-
morrow before Justioe Truax can be readlly
appreciated. The argument to-morrow will
be upon demurrers filed by ecounsel for the
defence to the effect that the court has no
iurisdiction on the ground that the defen-
dants, the Hrooklyn, Philadelphia, Pitts-
burg and Chicago cluba, are foreign con-
porations and that the National Teague is
not a corporation but merely a voluntary co-
partnership. If the court should sustain the
demurrers, the case would be thrown out and
A G Spalding would be still
1eague, but if the eourt should declide other-
wise, the naxt move would be the argunient
of the Injunotion suit which would probably

o over until the April term. In either event,
there would probably be the same deadlock
that has existed since last Decernber, unless
the rival factions, weary of legal procedure,
should decide to get together and play ball,
pending a decision of the ﬂmln’ troubles
next fall.

Jockey MeoGovern, Whe Roede Carlov-
ngian, Nerfously Injured-—Iutrusive
Carries 1832 Pounds to Vietory — Great
Crowd te Celebrate “‘Ladies’ Day."”

NEw ORLEANS, March ¢ - To-day was
“Ladies Day” at the races and 10,000 persons
wereinattendance Just as the field was going
to the post in the fifth race a stqrm arose and
almost a panic ensued, for those in the grand
stand, stretch and ceutre fleld rushed to se-
cure shelter Fortunately no one was in-
jured by the crush.

The hurdle handicap, which was arranged
for the occasion, was a chapter of accidents
Carlovingian, the good thing of the race, fell
over the fifth jump and in falling tumbled
over the outside rail. The horse was killed
instantly and his Jjockey, McGovern, was
seriously injured.

President Robertson of the U 8. G. A,
stated yesterday that the Executive Com-
mittee had adopted the changes in the by-
laws suggested at the annual meeting and
published in Tux SUN on March 1.

be at thirty-six holes. The changes will
appear in the new year book that Secretary
Ballou will shortly have out. No action in
Mr. Robertson’'s opinion, will be taken re-
garding the proposed changes in the con-
stitution until next fall, when the special
meeting will be convened at a suitable in-
terval from the annual meeting. A cirenlar
embodying the constitutional changes will be
sent in due time to each associate und allled
club.
