BRUSH'S LATEST SCHEME TO
BRING PEACE IN BASEBALL.

Sald to Be Willing te Allew A. G. Spalding
te Assume Omee With Ne Power and
Freedman Still In the League — Richard
Croker Buys Two Yearlings for #25,000

Convinced that it will be useless to carry
the legal proceedings to a finish and prompted
by a desire to play ball, John T. Brush of
Cinecinnati, representing the Freedman fac-
tion, has concocted a new scheme by which
he hopes to smooth over the exlaing troubles
in the Natlonal League. According to a re-
port recelved from Indianapolis last night
Brush believes that the only proper move
now is to abandon the injunction suit aguinst
A. G. Spalding and allow him to assuwe the
duties of President-Secretary-Treasurer of
the League to which office he was elected by
a 4 to 0 vote last December. Brush, so the
story goes, figures that the Preeident of the
League has no power, except what may be
delegated to him by the clubs and that with
Spalding in office there would be nothing to
fear any more than if good old Nick Young
was still the chlef executive. Then, again,
Rrush's plea for the scheme is that Spalding
is on record as declaring that if he should de-
cide to act as President, Andrew Freedman
would have to get out of the New York club,
But as Freedinan refuses to get out, argues
Brush, it might turn out that Spalding would
conclude not to accept the presidency.  Ac-
cording to Brush it is impossible to expel a
club except by a unanimous vote, and the
President of the League, even (n such an event,
would not be the legal medium for an ex-
pulsion.

In short Brush wants to make it appear
that the election of Spalding would mean
nothing and that by recognizing him, it would
be up to Spalding to get out of the game be-
cause of his inability to oust Freedman
Brush is also firm in the belief that unless
some such move of this kind is made, there
will be no ball playing by the League as a
body this season. As all of the clubs are
anxious to begin the season so that the dol-
jars may roll into the cash boxes, it will not
be at all surprising if a complete backdown
by the Freedman-Brush faction takes place.
rhe decision of the American League not to
consider the plan to take in New York and
Cincinnat! has brought Brush to a realiz-
ing sense that something must be done with
neatness and despatch.  For some time past
the Brush-Freedman clique have seen the
mistake of mklng N&uldnuz into the courts,
but by a series of bluffs they have been watch-
ing for some sort of a break in the ranks of
spaiding's allies. The Pittsburg confer-
ance Ioflnwed by the determination of the
Spalding clubs to go on with the court pro-
ceedings, however, has acted as an eye opener
%0 that It s lum-\y possible that there will
be a sudden stop in the court proceedings,
That there Is something in the wind, there
CAN little doubt, especially in view of
certain known proceedings during the past
1wo days e

The report that the New York club has
signed Wiliam Lauder to play third base
and captain the team is premature. Lauder
has received an offer but has not yet signed
a contract. Lauder played with the Phila-
delphin National lpnw club two years
ago but quit the game ause of a difference
in salary. Last year Brooklyn traded Jen-
nings to Philadelphia in exchange for Lauder
but the latter refused to be a_party ta the
deal. It is said that neither Brooklyn nor
Philadelphia will put ina claim for his services,
Lauder s a graduate of Brown University
and is a fine player

At this late day it is reported that Emmett
Heldrick, the noted centre flelder, will not
live up to his contract withthe St  Louis

GOLF.
Women's Champlonship te Be at the Coun-
try Club, Brookline.

At the request of the Executive Committee
of the United States Golf Association the
Country Club of Brookline has reconsidered
its vote against holding the women's cham-
plonship and the tournament will be held
there during the week of Sept, 20-Oct. 4.
This will be & week earlier than last year and
a week before the open championship at
Garden City. It will be the second time
that the Cox trophy, representing the women's
champlonship, has been played for at one
of the Boston group of links, the prior oocca-
sion having been In 1807 at the Essex County
Country Club, at Manchester-by-the-Sea.

The choice Is due this time to the promi-
nence of the Boston entrants in the last
women's champlonship, which the Executive
Committee has thought well worthy of recog-
nition, also to the desire to have a rotation
of localities, the Philadelphia Country Club
having had the event in 1899, Bhinnecock
Hilla Golf Club in 1900 and the Baltusrol Golf
Club last year. Seven of the sixteen to qual-
ify at Baltusrol were from the Boston group
of clubs, They were the Misses Adams,
Wells, Farrington, Lockwood, Mackay and
H. and M. Curtis, the latter tieing with Miss
Lucy Hgrron for the score medal at 7 and
winning the long driving contest. Another
Bostonian, Miss Elizabeth 8. Porter, won
the consolation cup for the second sixteen;
Mrs. G. H. Francis of Brookline won the
handicap, 104, 15-89; and Mrs. Elliott Rod-
gers and B. B. Martin, Pittafleld Country
Club, won the mixed foursomes, 08, 1284,
The Country (lub, Brookline, is the home
club of Laurence Curtis, the former Presl-
dent of the U, 8. G. A.  The course is of
