CAPITAL FOR JERSEY TUNNEL

E. H. GARY AND A. N. BRADY
AMONG THOSE WHO TAKE HOLD.

$20,500,000 In Stock and Bonds— Only
1,580 Feet of the North Tunnel Re-
main to Be Bullt —Two Tracks Wil
Be Lali for Specially Constructed Cars.

The New York and Jersey Railroad Com-
pany was incorporated soveral weeks ago
under the laws of both New York and New
Jersey. At the time the certificates of in-
corporation were filed, it was announced
that the company had been organized
to complete the tunnels under the North
River, which were begun by the Hudson
Tunnel Railway Company many years
ago and abandoned, after what is known
aa the “North Tunnel” wag completed for a
distance of 3,020 feet, and the “South
Tunnel” for a ddistance of 0600 feet.

Vague and very general statements as
to the plans and purposes of the new com-
pany have been made since it was incor-
porated, but no definite information was
to be had about the real men—dummies
were used for incorporating purposes—be-
hind the enterprise, and nothing could be
learned of either the financial or engineer-
ing propositions involved. A prospectus
was issued, but it was said that it was only
for private circulation, The prospectus
is an interesting document, however, and
from it THE SUN is able to make public
the first authoritative information abow
the whole scheme.

According to the prospectus, the officers
of the company are: William G. McAdoo,
President; Walter G. Oakman, President

of the Guaranty Trust Company, and Ed- |
mund C. Converse, former President of the |

National Tube Company, Vice-Presidents;
Henry A. Murray, Treasurer; Charles w.
King, Secretary, and Charles M. Jacobs,
Chief Engineer.

The directors, besides Mr. Oakman,
Mr. Converse and Mr. McAdoo, are: Elbert
H. Gary, chairman of the Executive Coms-
mittee of the United States Steel Corpora-
tion; John Skelton Williams, President
of the Seaboard Air Line Railway; Anthony
N. Brady, chairman of the Board of the
Brooklyn Rapid Transit Company; E_F. C.
Young, President of the North Jersey
Street Railway Company; David Young,
President of the Jersey City, Hoboken
and Paterson Street Railway Company:
John G. MeCullough of Vermont, Director
of the Erie Railroad Company: Froderie B.
Jennings, of the law firm of Stetson, Jen-
nings and Russell; G. Tracy Rogers, Presi-
dent of the Street Railway Association
of the State of New York )

The capital stock of the company is
$8,500,000, divided into $3,500,000 of 6 per
cent. non-cumulative preferred  stock
(now issued) and $5,000,000 common st ck,
also issued. Besides the stock, the com-
pany is authorized to issue 87,000,000 of §
per cent. bonds.  Of this amount $4,500,000
5 per cent. first mortgage, 30-year gold
bonds, of $1,000 each, bearing interest on
Feb. 1 and Aug. 1 and redeemable at 110,
at any interest period, have been iswued.
Of the rest of the authorized bonds,

Connections
will be made at grade at these terminals
with the cars of the Metropolitan Street
Railway and the cars of the North Jersey

It is the purpose of the company to com-
plete first the “North Tunnel,” 1,580 feet
of which remain to be built. This is to
be equipped with two tracks and operated
by electricity. The cars will be of special
construction, sinee the ordinary street
cars are too large to be operated in the
tunnel. The tuunel cars will have the
roof overhang cut off, but they will be
of standard gauge.

SUGAR MEN IN CONTROL.
HAVE VOTES ENOUGH TO DE-

But They May Not Carry Thelr Opposition
S0 Far as to Antagonize the Adnine
Istration and the Party Leaders — Prese
ident Concerned Over the Situation,

WasHiNaTON, March 9.—President Roose-
velt and the members of the Cabinet are
very much concerned over the eituation
in Congress with regard to the question
of tariff legislation for Cuba. Apparently
the beet sugar men have votes enough
to defeat the proposition of the Ways and
Means Committee for a reciprocal 20 per
cent tariff reduction, but it is extremely
doubtful whether they will carry their
opposition to the extent of defeating the
policy of the Administration and the plans
of the leaders of the party in the House,
The President has done all in his power
up to this time to impress upon the mem-
bers of Congress, Democrais as well as
Republicans, the delicacy of the task that
confronts the Government in carrying
out its policy toward Cuba and has urged
them, as a means to this end, to stand by
the compromise agreement proposed by

The fourth caucus of the House Republi-
cans, called for the purpose of adopting
a plan for Cuban legislation, will be held
on Tuesday night, and every effort is being
made by the Administration and the Re-
publican leaders in the House to bring
the party into line to support the bill of the
Ways and Means Committee. There have
been several conferences to-day and various
propositions discussed, including a rebate
of the internal revenue tax on aleohol
made from sugar beet molasses, but no
definite agreement has been reached on

The beet sugar men still say that they
have the votes to defeat any plan of legis-
lation and that they will do it, and then
adopt a resolution indefinitely postponing
the whole subject. It will be excvedingly
embarrassing to the Admintstration if
thi= should be done, as it will be a formal
notice to Cuba that the Government does
not intend to fuifil its moral and political
obligations assumed at the time the Cuban
people, much against their will, agreed
to the terms of the so-called Platt amend-
ment which are in fact the terms dictated
by the United States as a condition prece-
dent to the withdrawal of United States
troops and the turning of the Cuban Govern-

The time has now arrived for final action .
The new Cuban Government will be installed
on May 1, and Governor General Wood has
been ordered to Washington to consult with
the President and the Secretary of War
as to the details of a plan for the withdrawal
of the United States from the island. This
is a task so serious and delicate that the
Secretary of War, who by virtue of his
office must assume it, hardly knows how

Halrbreadth Escapes of Mining Men In
the Mountains of Colorado.

*That's where my hair went—in a San
Juan snowslide.” And Thomas Tulley,
one time miner, editor, Governor's private
secretary, and now Deputy State Treasurer,
rubbed his bald pate reflectively A reflective
rub looks just like any other kind, but the
novels always call them reflective when they
are followed by a good story

“Don’t tell me about cyclones or earth-
quakes, or any such make-believe dan-
gers. I can stand anything but that rip-
ping, splitting, crackling sound of & snow
avalanche breaking loose from its moorings,
and the swish and roar and boom when it
gets under way. and the snapping of trees
and crashing of boulders and trembling of
the whole earth as it nears the bottom of
the mountain and the sickness that comes
over a fellow when It flirts past within a few
feet of him, kicking snow in his face and
making a plaything of rocks as big as & house
and falling whole forests at a time

“1 was wrecked twice Inone night by snow-
slides in the San Juan and it was just for a
joke, 1 guess, that one or the other didn't
mash me into dust, or preserve e in ice
Worst night 1 ever put in on this carnth, |
can tell you It was somewhere in February
1891, along about the time the big Suguache
slide buried the railroad under rocks and
snow half & mile long and & hundred 1eet deep
We were without any mail for tifty-two days
and It was seventy -three days before we
&0t & train after that slide

“Same winter, too, that the big Idaho slide
came down Ilrom Kendall mountain  and
brought so many trees with it that the whoie
town of Silverton was kept in firewood for
two vears. Plled it right up in the town linits
and smashed into stove size, too. 1 was up on
Kendall mountain on my uncle’'s wine. the
Titusville We had & couple of fellows up
there to look after the big <tanip mill througn
the winter, and every [ew weeks Lharivy
Price and | would goup and see how they were
getting alonw

‘It was too far to tramp back and forth
to the bunkhouse, so Dave Purdy and Will
Kane, the two fellows who were guarding
the mill, had fixed up the assay office for
a bedroom  That day wihen we got to the
mill it began to snow, and we stayed all
night So we built up a rouring fire in the
assay furnace and piled back on our blankets
in the other end of the room

“The snow fell almost in blankets, it scemed,
and the wind howled awfully Several
times we heard the roar and smash, and
felt the building shake as a snowslide went
down some other part of the mountuin, but
we thought we were sufe No slide had
ever touched that spot

“I have looked over the ground sinee,
and 1 know just how it happened, but it
was more than a surprise that night when
part of an avalanche slopped over from
the gulch on our right  We were just getting
to sleep when we heard that infernal crack
and boom and roar right above us, and
smash! bang! and away down the guleh it
went with half the assay ofMice  Took the
furnace and our fire and all the roof, and
just left us lying there in the snow with our
bedding. And  scared! That's when my
hair got up and stood on end, and hax neyver
laid down peaceably since  Two or three
trees away up the mountain had just cut
off a &lice of the slide that filled the gulch
and had turned it over into the Little gulch
where our assay office stood That's what
caused our wreck )

‘Well, we leld a council right quick, dug
up a lot of matches and some candles, ;¢
after we saw what had been done to our
house we declared we conldn’t stay there
any more  We took our blanket< and candles
and matches, an old sheetiron stove and an
old canvas tent and moved up to the big
mill fifty feet up the side of the mountun
We climbed to the crushing room, near the
top of the mill. There we put up our tent
to keep out the draft all we could Then
we nailled a comforter overhead, got the

stove to going and Nxed up pretty cogifortable
We were still seared half to .1.-“#., for we
conld hear every little while slides going
down the mountain, some near by, some
g0 far we could only hear the roar

“Then we got to telling storfes  Purdy
was an old mule skinner and he used to 1ol
the most hlood-curdling stories [ ever heard
He wouldn't hurt a flea, but according to
hic tales he had killed and skinned at f?‘.q
forty Indians  He was telling us ahout
wn Indian fight, and he had just killed two
reds and wns skinning them when Kane
who had been trying to see ont at the window
fell inside on the floor and yelled

My God, boys, here comes one from
above!

‘Purdy commenced praving for forgive-
ness for being so mean to the Indians, and
the rest of us were too scared to speak or
move, The slide came down from hehind
the mill and hit the bottom of the guleh with
a roar woree than anyvthing I ever imagined
It slid part way up the side of the other moun-
tain, slewed around and started down off
the creck gulch, tearing out the whole lower
half of our mill, bollers, engines, ten of the
stamps, and the whole hlessed works That
old mill danced wround like a pusteboard
box

Well, we wouldn't stay there any longer
It wax long pa<t midnight, but we put on
every dud we co ild find, tore up comforts
ind wrapped the strips round us, put on
German socks and snowshoes, and set ot
into the night

“| took an ax, in case we should have to
out wood and bulld a fire, Kane bad a pick
and Price a shovel for fesr some of us should
get buried, and Purdy carried all the pro-
visiona we had saved a bottle of whiskey
and two salt crackers ’

We couldn't see three inches, hut we
