The vote In the conference means not
only that the concessions to Cuba demanded-
by the President and the leading Repub-
lican In both Houses of Congress will be
granted but that thla will be accomplished
under a special rule to be adopted by the
House of Representatives preventing the
offering of amendment and a general
discussion of the tariff

the aid of Democratic votes

Hoboken had a great waterfront fire
last night Its second in less than two years
One steamship pier leased by the Phoenix
Line was deetroyed and the steamship
British Queen of that line wee burned
practically to the waters edge

The pier of the Barber Steamship Line
was slightly burned but no serious damage

done there The pier of the Holland
America Line which was tho next pier
to tho south escaped without being so much
aa scorched

A number of oil and alcoholladen barges
and lighters floated out Into the stream
from the burning piers and drifted down
the North River with tho tide making a
glorious night spectacle for those who
live in the high places on either side of the
river-

It was believed last night that there had
been little low of life In the conflagra-
tion This hope can only be mado Into
certainty by a roll call this morning of tho
Z6Q longshoremen who were working on
the Phcnnlx LIne pier when the fire started
One cfflper and one cf the crew cf the
steamship UritWi Queen were reported
missing

Thero were rumors that men and women
had jumped from come of the burned
lighters into tho river but no verification
of these stories could be obtained afloat-
or ashore lat night Chief Engineer Hcott
of the British Queen who was seen about
tho whip a few minutes before tho fire was
nowhere to be found At midnight Ills
follow officers wore certain that If he had
not perished in the flames ho would have
boon foremost among thow who were
fighting to save the other piers

At a llttlo after 11 oclock last night the
rlvpr which had been llghted here and
there by burning barges and glowing

Illuminated by the blazing shape of the
big British Queen which was dragged out
into tho middle of the stream and halt
drifting half towed by tugboat went

With tho fleet glow of fire on the pier
there came pumng out of the darkness of
the river as if by miracle a great fleet of
Pennsylvania Railroad tugboats They
worked as if their captains had been

on waterfront fires to the exclusion
of all other tugboat work As a matter of
fact the Pennsylvania does have a fire drill
for Ita tugboats and they are frequently
drilled in just such manoeuvres as those
which they practised so creditably last
night

One tug for Instance with two or three
lines of hose throwing out fountainlike
shields of spray would protect the crew
of a second boat which would run in to
throw a grappling hook and cable aboard
of a floating barge Then the tug which
was doing shield duty would manoeuvre-
M as to cut off as much an possible of the
heat from tho towing tug and the hawser
until the barge or the lighter was dragged
