KAUISER AFFECTION ATELY SLAPS
HIM ON THE RBACK.

Expresses His Pleasure at the Suecess of
the Amertean Visit - Emperor Hopes
“Tob™ Evans Has Not Sulfered From
His Exertlons In Plloting the Prince.

CoxHAvEN, March 18.~The steamship
Deutsshland, with Prince Henry and party
aboard, arrived here at 5:45 o'clock this
afternoon.

The approach of the Deutschland was sig-
nalled by the Slaby-Arco system of wireless
telegraphy, which Emperor William has just
ordered installod on all German warships,
when the big ship was eight miles east of
Borkum lightship, eighty-two English miles
away.

The new wharf of the Hamburg-American
line was gayly decked with flags and bunt-
ing. The shipping in the harbor and the
town itself were bright with gala attire.
A carpet was laid from the pier to the pa-
vilion, which was made beautiful with
flowers and eleetric lights in many colors
Jor the evening ceremony.

No official reception was prepared for
the Prince's arrival, but all the local naval
and oivic officials were present. The
band of the marine artillery furnished
the musical programme. The two Mayors
of Hamburg, Drs. Monkerberg and Bur-
chard, were present. The Deutschland's
arrival was received with a salute of twenty-
one guns from the Strand battery by special
order of the Kaiser, who, until 4 o'clock,
remained on board the battleship Wilhelm
IT, in the Roads

The dignitaries present at the reception
included the Prussian Ministry to
Hanseatic towns. Naval Commander Beh-

ler of the American Embassy in Berlin was |

present, charged with a greeting from
Ambassador White to Prinee Henry, say-

ing that he hoped he had enjoyed his Ameri- |
can visit and that Le was glad of his safe |

return.
