Members of the Philippines Committee
say, however, that their decision to leave
the money standard of the Philippines as
it is at present, simply substituting an
American colned silver dollar for one coined
in Mexico, will have no such effect, and
that the question is not a political one in
any sense.

The oommittee plan provides for the
coinage of ‘an Amerioan-Filipino silver
dollar, 416 grains, 900 fine, to take the place
of the badly minted Mexican dollar, which
now, because of its imperfections, passes by
weight instead of its face value as stamped
by the mint. Tt is thought that it would
be much wiser for the United States to fix
this dollar as the standard of value in the
Philippines, passing, as it will, side by
side with the English coin known as the
Bombay dollar, than to disturb all trade
conditions in the East by attempting to
adopt the gold standard.

The question has been under oonsidera-
tien all winter, and Secretary Root was
originally in favor of the plan recommended
by Charles A. Cotant, who went to the
Philippines as the Special Commissioner of
the War Department. Mr. Conant's plan
provided that an American-Filipino peso
of tn value of half a dollar, Lk~ *he theo-

THE POULTRY INDUSTRY.

Tts Value In 1000 Was A281,178,088—
Fens Lald Nearly Sixteen Dillion Egss.

WasmingToN, March 32.—The hens in
the United States were industrious during
1900, according to a report issued to-day
by the Census Bureau, having laid nearly
18,000,000,000 eggs during the year, as com-
pared with about 10,000,000,000 in the year
1800. Of the 5,780,057 farms in the United
States 5,000,262 reported poultry, the total
number of fowls 8 months old and over
being as follaws: Chickens, including
guinea fowls, 283,608,085; turkeys, 6,5600,367;
geese, 5,076,863, and ducks, 4,807,368,

The value of poultry on hand June 1,
1000, was $85,704,006; the value of poultry
raised in 1800 was $130,801,877, and the value
of egge produced in 1809 was $144,280,158,
The total income derived by the farmers
from the poultry industry in 1880, repre-
senting the total value of the eggs pro-
duced as well as the Vouhry raised, was
$281,175,088. This total, the report says,
makes the poultry lndu»lry one of the
largest connected with agriculture,

Of the 15,525,830,292 egge laid {n 1900 the
hens in lowa were reeponsible for 109,-
243,840, and Illinois second with 172,805,540,
Towa leads also in the list of States with 18,-
007,078 chickens, Ilinois being again second
with 16,000,728, Texas and Missouri lead
in the number of turkeys, having 648,671 and
400,085 respectively. The rnunry of lown
on hand June 1, 1900, was valued at $6,585 464,
a figure oonsiderably in advance of any
other single State excopt Illinois, with an
aggregate value for poultry of $0,415,083.
