PEARSONS f24OOOO POLICY NOT
TO BE COLLECTED

Ho DIM of Appendicitis Day After the
Policy Was OtUywwl and Before
the Ftrtt Premium flu Paid

Fraudulent Concealment gayt Court
BOSTON March 28 By a decision handed

down by Judge Colt In the United
Circuit Court today tho Mutual
surance Company of New York may main-
tain a bill for the surrender and cancella-
tion of the policy Issued upon tho life of
James O Pearson of

this case Pearson obtained a policy
from the company for 240000 Before
the first premium Wu paid and the contract
completed Pearson was attacked with
appendicitis and died the day after the
policy was delivered

The bill sought delivery and cancella
tion on the ground of fraud and conspiracy
and an Injunction against bringing any
suit upon the policy To the bill Mrs
Pearson executrix of the wilt of Pearson
demurred The main question by
the demurrer whether upon
of facts wt forth In the bill complainant-
had an adequate and complete remedy
at law

In passing upon the cue the Court said
It appears from the bill that pending

negotiations or before the contract had
been perfected by the payment of the first
premium the assured had become sud-
denly ill of appendicitis and that this fact
was fraudulently Concealed from the com

in other words that tho delivery
was procured by the fraudu-

lent concealment of a material fact affecting
tho subject matter of the contract

may be said therefore that the minds
of tho parties never mot with relation to
the subject matter of tho contract for
tho reason that before the completion of
tho contract the subject matter had
changed and it follows that the contract
la absolutely void ob
