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“OLD T10M" DOUGHERTY DEAD,

For Years Watchman of Shet Tower and
Sixth Ward Pelttician

“Oid Tom™ Dougherty, the watchman
of the shot tower at 63 Centre street, died
early yesterday morning at his home, 483
Pearl stroet, of heart failure, after a four
weeks' illness

“Old Tom"” was born and bred in the
NSixth ward and lived and worked in it all
his 1if From the time he came of age
thirty-five vears ago, he had been an ardent
ward politiclan in the Democratic ranks

and yet he never asked for or held a polit-
ical job

He was, furthermore, a man who had
nothing but kind words for any one. His

dimensions were almost the same, whether
measured lengthwise or crosswise. He
weighed about 260 pounds, although he
was little more than five foet tall,

*Old Tom"™ was born at the ocorner of
Pearl street and what was then Orange,
now Baxter street, where hig father kept
a small grocery store. While a boy he
went to work for the lead company that

was the predecessor of the Colwell Lead
Company, at 63 Centre street, At first he
drove a team, then he was made night

watchman and in that position he remained
During all those years *0ld
Fom” missed only one night—the one that
followed the day of his wedding

Fvery night he elimibed to the top of the
180-foot shot tower, turning the {:«-v- of
an automatie register as he went along.
It would bo a fatiguing trip to a younger
and lighter man, but “Old Tom" insisted
o making it to the last, in spite of the
warnings of physicians who told him he

| had a weak heart

The shot tower was the second iron struec-
ture, erected in the 50 by James Bogardus,

the American inventor, who revolutionized |

bullding. The tower, and *“0Old Tom,”
too, at one Lime, when execulions were
performed in the inner courtyard of the
old Tombs, were dragged into the service
of the press. To hasten the news of exe-
cutions into the newspaper offices “Old
Tom"™ was stationed at the top of the tower
from where he could ook down into the
prison vard, and he waved an American
flag as the drop foll. Reportors with ma-
rine glasses, were watching him from the
windows of their offices, no high buildings
intervening at that time and the moment
the culprit swung from
fact was known in the offices of the news-
papers
