ALBANT April 1 The Court of Appeals
handed down a decision today affirming
the rights of labor to limit their
membership and to to work with
nonunion men The Court stood 4 to 3
on the ucfltlon The prevailing opinion
va written by Chief Judge Alton P Parker

and concurred in by Judges Gray OBrien
and Halght It was dissented from by
Judges Bartlett Martin and Vann

The plaintiff the National Protective
Association of Steam Fitters and Helpers
Is an Incorporated association consisting-
of a very few members who worked for
lower wages than the members of the de-

fendant associations the Enterprise Asso-
ciation of Steam and Hot Air Fitters and
General on Motive Power of New
York

Tho defendants through their walking
delegates Insisted that tho contractors
should not employ the plaintiffs members
but should instead employ defendants
members and in more than one Instance
caused a strike of all employees working
upon a job with the result that the plain
tiffs men wore ousted front employment and
defendants members put in their

In other Instances the defendants made
threats that they would strike unless tho
contractor employed defendants members
instead of those of the plaintiff

Justice Truax at a Special Term granted
an injunction restraining the defendants
from striking or making threats which
judgment was reversed by the Appellate
Division the Court of Appeals today con
curring with the Appellate Division that
tho members of labor organizations need
not work with other employees not mem-
bers of their organization and may order
a strike to enforce their

malice or Inflict Injury upon others but to
secure better employment for

A orderly strike li not
In violation of the law A body of
having organized for purposes deemed bene
tidal to themselves hue the right If they
feel It Is detrimental to Interests of their
organization to refute to work Their
reasons may seem Inadequate to others
but If It seems to be in their Interest ai mew
bets of an organization to refuse longer-
to work It I their legal right

I am unable to see how It possible to
deny the right of the defendant organisations
and their members to refute to work with
nonmember when la tho event of Injury
by the carelessness of such coemployees
the burden would have to be borne by the
Injured without compensation from the em
ployer and with no financial responsibility
on part of thoM causing the Injury

So long as workmen must assume all ths
of Injury that may come to them through
rartlettne of tiny

the moral and legal right fo lay that they
will not work with certain men and th em-
ployer roust take their dictation or go with-
out their services The defendant amocla
lions appears from the findings wanted
