EMPEROR'S YACHT STARTS ON

TRIP ACROSS ATLANTIC.

S'rong and Favorable Breeze Felps the
Vessel on Her Way— Man)y Salutes on
the Journey Down the Ra) — Damaged
Ntern to Be Repalred In Southampton

With a spanking northwest wind blowing,
#he Meteor 111, the German Emperor's
schooner yvacht, started yesterday ulternoon
on her 3,100-mile voyage across the Atlautic
for Southampton

The yacht remained at anchor off Staple-
ton Monday night, and after she had been
surveyed by the representative of the Board
of Underwrivers, work that had been un-
finished while the yachit was at the Shooter's
Island yards was attended to. A gang of
men worked all night with the deck fittings
The survey showed that the yacht had rot
heen strained in any way by hitting the dol-
phin while being pulled out of the slip, and
a piece of board was fastened over the dam-
uged tallrail. Repalrs will be made at South-
ampton while the interior of the vessel is
belng fitted

It was intended that the yacht should get
under way early in the morning, but many
things had been forgotten in the rush of get-
ting awuy from the bullders' yard on Monday
and several messengers were sent to get them,
All this time a fine breeze was blowing to
waste and Capt. Bon Parker, the racing skip-
per of thoe yacht, chafed under the delay.
This skipper was particularly well pleased
with the showing made by the vacht during
her short triul, and he wanted to take every
advantage of the favoring wind and put as
many miles as possibla between the Meteor
and n...‘{.nn hefore the wind shifted

Capt arpf received a cablegram from the
Fmperor asking for particulars about the
socident, and the repert of the surveyor
was sent to him in reply. During the morn-
fng Capt. Karpf sent another cablegram
suy ing that he would sail in a few hours,

efore getting under way the crew sat
up the standing rigging which had been
stretohed in Monday's blew and made every-
thing as taut as possible, They nlso puta
new sheet on the fore-staysail in place of the

one which raru-d during the trial. Tha
wind wus quite strong and the bay was cov-
ered with white caps all the morning. The

Meteor tugged at two cables, an extra anchor
having been dropped durﬁnr the night
Thetug A A Summer, with Wallace Downey
and some of the members of the bullders’
firm, and the police boat Patrol were en hand
to give a good send-off to the yacht. Shertly
after 1| o'clock preparations wers made to
get under way. The Jib and fore-staysall
were sent up in stops A little later the fore-
sail was hoisted and ut 1:80 o'clock the anchor
was hauled up. The staysuil and jlb were
broken out and the Mateor, on the starboard
tack, headed toward the Narrows. ‘The
vacht heeled considerably under the strong
wind and made fast thine getting to the Nar-
rows Every vessel she met =aluted and the
tug accompanying her answered the <alutes
She sailed down the main ship channel und
passed out by the Hook, passing through
(Giedney Channel at 310 o'clock.  Pilot Reur-
