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SCARED THE GIRL'S PA‘RNT!.

Farmhand Sent Threatening Letters to
Them —Seottlos for 8500,

READING, Pa., April 8.—The case of the
“mysterions whitecappers™ at the farm of
Aaron Seibert at West Myerstown was well
cleared up at a preliminary hearing before
Justice Miller. For several months Farmer
Seibert and family were torrified by threat-
ening letters. These letters were orna-
mented with drawings of coffing and skulls,

Farmer Seibert was commanded to place
$500 under a tree; at another time at a tele- |
graph pole near a schoolhouse. As a pre- |
liminary to carrying out the threats if he |
refused, his horse was poisoned. Nutn’
big stone was dashed through his window. |

The Seibert family was in deep trouble.
Their hired man, young Stanton Wolfe,
was also threatened in these letters. Hp
was cool and unconcerned. Thie coolness
and hissugpicious actions led Farmer Seibert
to suspect him. There was a love story
in it. Wolfe had a high regard for Miss
Seibert and her parents frowned on this,

The whitecap letters ocontinued to be
posted, h#t Seibert hid no cash. Finally
the maricinn became so strong against
Wolfe that he was charged with the mali-
cious mischief the Seiberts had been suf-
fering from. He admitted being the writer
of the letters and was arrested and taken
to the Lebanon jail

At the hearing before Justice Miller
Wolfe's attorney, George B. Woomer, set
up the defence that when WolMe was ar-
rested by the country authorities he paid
over to Seibert $500 to settle the case, and
that this money had been acocepted in full
of all demands, and that Wolfe was entitled
to his discharge. District Attorney Capp
&aid he had no knowledge of such a trans-
action, but even if $500 had been paid, there
were other parties who had been terrified
and were parties to the suit, and that the
$500 would not settle their cases. Justice
Miller decided that the entire case should
be heard by the county Judges. Bail was
fixed at 8750 and Wolfe was recommitted
to prison.

BERE'S A NBW TUNNBL PLAN.

FROM THE BATTERY TO GRAND
CENTRAI., STATION.

Thenee to 87th Street—Rapld ‘Transit
Comnussion Has Not Given Permis-
slon N, ¥, €. Oficlal Says Hallroad
Is Not In It, So Far as He Knows.

ALBany, April 8.—~The New York and
Jersey City Termtpal Underground Rail-
road Company was incorporated to-day
with a capital of $100,000, to construct a
tunnel railroad between New Jersey and
Manhattan borough, the Manhattan termi-
nal to be at the intersection of Fifty-seventh
street and Park avenue. The directors are
Henry M. Black of Jobstown, N. J.; James
M. Fisk of Newark, N. J.; Wiliam M.
Clarke, John M. Thompson, Henry L.
Boughton, Charles E. Dodge of New York
City, Frank H. Quimby of Brooklyn, Nelson
8. Easton of East Orange, and L. Ruseell
Clapp of Hempstead.

The route is as follows on Manhattan
Island: From West street and Battery
place to and under Greenwich street and
Irinity place, Church street, Dey street,
to and under intersection of Broadway and
Vesey street, along Broadway and under
Park row to its intersection with Centre
#treet, along Centre street to and along New
Fim street, Great Jones strect, lafayette
place, Astor place, Eighth street, thenoe
through the block to and under Ninth streeb
to Fourth avenue, and under Fourth and
Park avenues to Grand avenue to Grand
Central Depot, thence under Park avenue
to Fifty-seventh, conneoting with the Har-
lem or Vanderbilt system of railroads. There
will be a branch tunnel road along Thirty-
fourth strect to the Thirty-fourth street
ferry on the East River. The certificate
faves:

*Said main line of road underrunnin
the route and location of the undergroun
road, as previously preémpted, and also
the ronte and location of the Rapid Transit
or subway as located and being built frnn:
the City Hall Park to Forty-second street

Alexander E, Orr, President of the Rapid
Transit Commission, said yesterday that
he had never heard of the New York and
New Jersey Terminal Underground Rail-
road Company. The company would first
have to get permission from the board to
build a '-wnw‘, and Mr. Orr seemed to think
that it would be a long time before per-
mission would be given.

John M. Thompson, a real estate deauler

at 149 Broadway, and one of the incorpo-
rators, was not preparcd to say anything
about the company's plans.,
James M. Fisk, counsel for the company,
said that a statement regarding the com-
any's plans would be jssued in a few days.
I'he Vanderbilt interests, he said, were not
directly interested, but were “in sympathy.”
Vice-President Rossiter of the .z\'ow York
Central Railroad said later that so far as he
knew the Central had nothing to do with
the company
