NO FOREIGN LOAN FOR JAPAN,

Speech of Count Matsukata at a Dinner
Ghven Him by Japanese,

A dinner was given last night at Sherry's
to Count Matsukata, the former Prime
Minister of Japan by Consul-General Uchida
and twenty-five other prominent Japanese
residents of the city. The Japanese Min-
ister at Washington, Takahira Kogoro: Mr,
Megata, Director of the Bureau of Revenue
in the Japanese Finance Department, and
Mr. Fukai of the Bank of Japan were guests,
The Consul-General presided, and proposed
the health of the former Prime Minister

In responding to the toast Count Matsu-
kata thanked his hosts and spoke of the
finances of Japan. Japan's financial troubles
last year were the inevitable result of the
abnormal speculation and expansion of
trade and credit after Japan's vietorious
war with China. But he was happy to be
able to say that the trouble is now over,
and, moreover, that the financial institutions
which have succumbed to the troubles
were few in number and of the lowest
standing. While there were such troubles
in the field of finance last year, he said the
foreign trade of the country showed a de-
cided improvement. When he left tapan
the rate of interest was steadily declining
The private banks had reduced their lending
rates, and, according to a cablegram re-
ceivad from Japan Tuesday, the bank of
Japan had done the same

He denied that his present tour was con-
nected with the raising of a foreign loan
forJapan. In his opinion and in the opinion
of the present Government at Tokio, there
i« no necesaity to borrow money from
abroad. He was sincerely in favor of the
introduction of foreign capital through
the ordinary channels of business and in-
dustry, but any sudden introduction of
foreign money by the Government would
do more harm than good.

SENATOR DEPEW SITS AT THE
HEAD OF THE TABRLE.

Leaders In the Rallroad Werld Gathered

The Transportation Club held its annual
dinner last night at the club rooms in the
Hotel Manhattan.

President H. H. Vreeland was introduced
as the head of the surface system in New
York. *The President made a mistake in
his introduction,” said Mr, Vreeland, “for
sinoe yesterday 1 have been President of
a road with only a half a mile of track and
two cars, whose operating example is here
in front of me.”

The model he referred to was a little toy
electric road on which ran two cars auto-
matically. When the arrangement worked
the curs passed on switches, but more
often they collided .

Mr. Vreeland went on to say that nine yesrs
ago he left steam railroading and has gince
devoted himself to the interests of the
public. A good-natured laugh greeted
this remark but the speaker was serious and
he rt'pc‘nh'd the remark.

To show the great number of passengers
carried Mr. Vreeland said that last year
eleven hundred million  persons} were
transported around New York and that at
the busiest time of day 1,074 cars pass
Broadway and Thirty-fourth street each
hour,

MOONSHINING STYLE.

Hired a Modern Warehouse, Fortified It,
and Went to Work Wholesale,

Internal Revenue Agent Thompson and
his deputies raided yesterday the premises
at 518 East ‘Twentieth Street, and found
an illicit disgillery in operation. They
confiscated the plant, but got no prisoners,

The building is a three-story modern
warehouse. It belongs to the Beryman
estate, and J. J. Fealey, who is the manager
of the estate, told Agent Thompson that
he rented the warehouse on March 1 last
to a Mr. Frank, who said he wanted it for
auctioneering and storage. Fealey was
much surprised when he accompanied the
revenue men into the building.

It took some time to effect an entrance,
but a twenty-foot beam from some scaffold-
ing nearby, was used as a battering ram
on the back door until it gave way. On
the ground floor the gaugers found about
10,000 pounds of yeast, used in fermenting
the mash, and on the second floor there
were three twin copper stills with a ca-
pacity altogether of nearly a thousand
gallons daily, There were also 250 gallons
of spirits, 185 proof, and upstairs were
95 barrels of sugar mash in various stages
of fermentation.

LoNDON, April 10.—The Tines says that
an agreement has been reached between
Charles T. Yerkes and Spejyer Brothers,
of London, Bpeyer & Co., of New York,
and the Old Colony Trust Company, of
Boston, in regard to jthe Lobdon electric
underground railway.

A newrcompany will be rejgistered under
the name of the Underground Electrio
Railway of London, Limited, ‘with a capital
of £5,000,000, for the purpose of electrifying
the District Railway and building and
working the following lines:

One, the Brrompton and Pioecadilly Rall-
way; 2, the Great Northern and Strand
Railway; 8, the Charing Cross, Euston
and Hampstead Railway, and 4, the Baker
Street and Waterloo Railway.

The two Speyer firms and the Old Colony
Trust Company will form a syndicate and
take the whole share capital of the new
company. The articles of association pro-
vide that the aforesaid firms so long as
they hold any shares of the company will
alect a majority of the Board of Directors
for ten years. It is anticpiated that the
building of the whole system will ococupy
five years.

NO DECISION ON DANISH SALE.

Opponents of the Cession of the Islands
to €s Are Encouraged.

DELAY IN INTRODUCING BRITISH
BUDGET SIGNIFICANT?

Hints That the Chancellor's Reported
Iness Is Diplomatic — The Hague Hears
That Terms Wil Be Agreed On Soon
— Pro-Hoer Londen Paper Scouts This,

Special Cable Despatches to THE SUN.

Tue HAQUE, April 9.—A report is current
in official circles to-day that terms of peace
in South Africa will be signed in afew days.
It is impossible to verify the report on any
deflnite authority.

Lonpon, April 0.—~Mr. Balfour announced
to the House of Commons this afternoon
that the budget for the coming financial
year would not be introduced before next
Monday. Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer, is indisposed

Loxpox, April 10.—1t is stated by gossip
in connection with the reported postpone-
ment of the presentation of the budge
to the House of Commons that the indis-
position of Bir Michael Hicks-Beach is
diplomatie, and that peace is impending
and that the consequent prospect of relief
to the estimates has something to do with
the postponement. Nothing to confirm
these statements can be found. Sir Michael
is ocertainly ill. He is suffering from
a chill of the liver, although his condition
is not serious.

The pro-Boer Daily Newes, scouting the
peace rumors, discredits any idea of Gov-
ernment amnesty, It adds:

“Nor i= the situation in South Africa so
bad for the Boers that they are moving
toward unconditional surrender  Quite
the reverse. There is little doubt that they
control vast districts in the Cape Colony.
Their Commandants issue orders to the
farmers aud receive =upplies. They move
about much as they please and are scarcely
disturbed by Gen. French's operations.

“Moreover, there is reason to believe
there has been a recent reorganization of
the Boer forces on Cromwellian lines,
Commandant Maritz has formed an Iron-
sides Corps, from which all drunkards and
loose livers are rigidly excluded, They
hold daily prayer meetings and meet the
hourly perils of war with the stern com-

posure of the Puritans.”

Mr. Walter Long, President of the Local
Government Board, and Mr. Gerald Bal-
four, President of the Board of Trade,
made speeches yesterday in which they
indicated that the Government does not
anticipate that peace will be the outcome
of the mission to the Boer leaders in the
field of acting President Schalkburger
of the Transvaal.

Mr. Balfour, speaking at Ieedy, said that
no mnegotiations were proceeding with
Gen. Kitchener, who was merely facilitating
a conference between the Boer leaders,
Mr. Balfour added that he did not know
whether the leaders intended to offer terma
of surrender,

For himself he was not sanguine in the
matter, and he advised hLis hearers not to
be sanguine. Great Britain was still pre-
pared to go as far as was stated a vear ago,
but that was absolutely the last word. If
the Boers adhered to their demand for
independence they might as well abandon
the idea of negotiations.

ROW IN THE REICHNSRATH.

Pan-Germans Attack the President and
Force Him to Leave the House,
Spectal Cadle Despalch to TRE SUN.

ViENNA, April 8.-<The Pan-German par-
llamentary manners were again exhibited
in the Reichsrath to-day. The trouble
arose over the educational question in
Bohemia, over which tha Czechs and Cer-
mans are at loggerheads

The Ministers being absent, the President
of the Chamber became the vietim of the
Pan-German fury. Whistling and the
slamming of desk lids drowned the sound
of the President's bell when he attempted
to restore order

Finally a dozen Pan-Germans stormed
the platform and coarsely abused the Presi-
dent. They seized the bell and hammered
the table with it, and threatened the Presi-
dent with fistsa and sticks. They also
pelted him with wads of paper

The President left the House, thereby
suspending the sitting.
