Ten thousand racing enthusiasts received a
jolt at the Agueduct track yesterday that
shook them from head to heels. One hun-
dred bookmakers accordingly rolled bundies
of money into their leather satchels, the
counting of which lasted until well on toward
midnight. Six red-hot favorites, picked by
the talent and tipped by the wise men, were
ruthlessly brushed into oblivion by dashing
long shots and second and third choices,
while the big crowd stood transfixed. Here
and there it was possible to see small groups
of men or women hilariously happy at the
result of each race, but througbout the as-
wembluge there was general gloom and a
feeling that fortune had not decided to longer
forsake the bookmakers. Though the layers,
almost to a man, lost money at Bennings,
they got much of it, if not all of it, back yes-
terday, so that they were ready when night
came 1o meet the public onslaughts of the
future with renewed confldence and re-
plenished bankrolls  The sum and substance
of the day, therefore, was the defeat of every
favorite and the victories of Delagoa, 7 to 2
Morca, 4 to 1. 8ir Florian, 4 to 1, Ethics, 20 to 1
Dark Planet, s0to 1, and Rowe, 20to 1. Whist,
600 to 1, run second in the last race,

Ethics captured the event of the card, the
Carter Handicap, chiefly because of the
superb riding of Jockey Harry Cochran, the
boy who declined to fulfill a $10,000 contract
to ride for W. ¢ Whitney in England because
of a fear of the sea. Ethies came from the

HANDICAPS FOR CITY GOLFERS |3

APRIL LIST BHOWS AN INCREASE
OF GOOD PLAYERS.

There Will Be 389 Eligible to Start In the
Indtvidual Championship at Tuxedo
— Women's Committee Ploks Out Essex
County~ U, 8, G, A, Changes Pairing.

That there is no filling off in the numbear
who play golf quite well is the first impression
received from the first general handicap list
for the season, lssued yesterday by the
M G A Committee. 1t shows 1,000 players
listed at 17 down to 0, against 648 on the
spring list last year. On the list out last
August—the semi-annual summer list—1,117
were listed, but this means nothing, for the
committee has not been favored with the
elub lists from seven of the forty-six clubs
in membership—~the Century Country Club,
Innis Arden Golf Club, Larchmont Yacht Golf
Club, Meadowbrook Hunt Club, Pelham
Country Club, Somerset Hills Country Club
and the Westchester Country Club, It is
too early for these elubs, but they will be
in line for the summer list, when the number
of 17 or under should be about 2,000, Players
not mentioned on the list who belong to the
M G A are rated at 18

The general purpose of the list is to serve as
a guide to the clubs holding open handicaps,
#0 that while there is never a slavish de-
pendence on the general ratings the work of
the present and former handleap committees
has had a good eflect in promoting close
flnishes in such competitions

The early handicappers were Daniel Chaun-
cey, A M Robbins and ¥ C. Kent, while last
year H H larkin, A. DeWitt Cochrane and
M M. Singer brought out the early list, and,
in the absence of his confreres in Europe,
Singer brought out the summer list. In the
spring list Travis was placed at scratch and
