TELLS JEROME AND PARTRIDGE
TO CLEAR UFP MYSTERY.

When the District Attorney Has Found
Out All He Can He Is to Submit the
Evidence to the Attorney=General,
Who Wil  Advise the Governor.

Gov., Odell, AttorneyeGeneral Davies,
Police Commissioner Partridge, and Dis-
trict Attorney Jerome had a long talk yes-
terday in the Fifth Avenue Hotel on the
McAuliffe case. Some time ago An  ap-
peal was made to the Governor asking him
to designat: a special Deputy Attorney-
General to take charge of the prosecution
of the case for the State

District Attorney Jerome, it was said
after the talk, told Gov. Odell frankly that
he had not seen any evidence yet that was
of a character to convinoe him that the
man was murdered. Mr. Jerome at the
same time said that he was going to the
bottom of the matter.

Gov. Odell told the District Attorney
and Police Commissioner Partridge that
the matter was of a kind that required
the most rigid investigation. He raid that
in his opinion it ought to be established
positively either that McAuliffe was mur-
dered or that he was not, and that it would
never do to have the matter remain a
mystery.

Both the local officials said that they
shared the opinion of the Governor, and
that they were doing the best they could
to find out the truth

Gov. Odell was told that the John Doe in-
vestigntion now being carried on by Dis-
trict Attorney Jerome was designed to go
into all the details for the sole purpose of
getting at the truth. L

It was arranged finally that District-
Attorney Jerome should continue his in-
vestigation, following every clue, and
learning all that ean be learned of the case
When he has finished his investigations he
i& to lay all the evidence before Attorney-
General Davies, who will consider the w hole
subject. What ever District-Attorney
Jerome decides to do he will let Mr. Davies
know, and Mr. Davies will keep the Governor
informed

I'here is no intention on the part of the
Governor to interfere at all with the work
thut the Distriet Attorney is doing. and no
steps wi'l be taken by the State authori-
ties at all until after the District Attorney
has fini<hed what he is (lnuni

The conference on the McAuliffe case
lasted so long that the committee which
was to escort Gov.

QUEEN IS GROWING WEAKER.

Her Interesting Condition Makes Fever
More serlous —Dutch People's Anxlety
Increasing —Need of a Regency —
Queen Remembers Husband's Birthday

Special Cable Despateh to TRE SUN.

THE HAaUg, April 19.—Despite her serious
illness, Queen Wilhelmina to-day offered
congratulations to her husband on his
birthday anniversary. She also ordered
that gifts should be distributed to the staff
in commemoration of the event and that
the laborers on the royal farm shov'd have
a holiday.

The general celebration that had been
planned was abandoned. A few flags were
displayed, but there was no military parade,
which was to have been the chief feature.
The members of the Diplomatic Corps and
the Dutch public authorities, however,
inscribed their names in the visitors'
book at the palace.

The doctors are divided in opinion as
to the probable outcome of Queen Wil-
helmina's illness. Some of them are of
the opinion that there are reasons for grave
fears owing to the patient's interesting
condition, Others believe that nothing
is 10 be feared unless complications set in.

The bulletin issued this morning said:
“The Queen passed a fairly quiet night
The disease is following the normal course,
although her Majesty's strength is dimin-
ishing slightly in proportion to the duras
tion of her illness. "

The bulletin issued this afternoon says:
“Her Majesty's condition is satisfactory.
Her temperature has decreased and the
weakness & not exoessive. "

The public anxiety in regard to her
Majestv's condition is inecreasing. It is
known that the Queen is very much weaker.
The fever period must last from three to
four weeks

The illustrated papers throughout Hol-
land represent the Dutelh nation as praye
ing for the recovery of the Queen, Im-
pressive services were held in the syna-
gogues to-day “"before the open ark.”

It s expected that the length of the
Queen's illuess will make the establishment
of a regeney necessary. It is believed that
the Duteh Government will announce this
by stating that the Queen is temporarily
incapable of governing the country, whero-
upon the StatessGeneral will ratify the
decision and empower the Council of State
to act as regent.  Under the law, however,

an individual regent must be appointed
within a month. There is no doubt that
