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INVESTIGATING SHIP DEAL.

TECT ITS INTERESTS.

Announcement Made in the House of Com-
mons —Mr. Balfour Says Time Is Not
Ripe for General Trust Investigation
—~Rumors of the Combine's Plans,

Special Cable Despatches to THE SUN

LoNpoN, April 24.—Several questions
were raised in the House of Commons this
afternoon in regard to the shipping combina-
tion and its possible effect on the navy in
time of war. Mr. Arnold-Forster, Parlia-
mentary Secretary for the Admiralty,
said, in peply to thess questions, that the
Admiralty was considering 118 arrangements
with certain lines in regard to using their
ships in time of war and in regard to the
subsidy paid by the Government.

Mr. Forster said the question of whether
the Admiralty had at ita disposal practical
means of enforcing the right of preémpting
or hiring these ships in cass of war was an
important one It was a serious legal
point which was being carefully considered
by the Admiralty with a view of definitely
deciding the rights of the Government in the
premises

The present situation caused by Ameri-
cans buying up British lines had not been
contemplated when the arrangement be-
tween the Admiralty and the transatlantio
companics had been made. The Admlralty,
he said, had appointed a commitiee to
consider the matter. Meanwhile an ar-
rangement had been made to prevent the
White Star Line from being transferred
to a foreign flag without the consent of the
Admiralty

Mr. Gerald Balfour, in reply to a question
by Thomas Gibson Bowles, member for
Lynn Regis, said that if British vessels had
been sold toa company having its principal
place of business in the United States they
would lose their British registry.

Mr. Balfour also said that he did not think
the time was rips in Great Britain for a
discussion of the question of trusts or the
application for the appointment of a com-
mission to investigate them.

The Westminster Gazette says: “We learn
on good authority that the Admiralty has
taken action in regard to the ‘combine.’
The present uncertain position of the Cu-
nard and other companies outside the oom-
bine is due to negotiations with the Ad-
miralty.”

Forty members of the House of Com-
mons have held a meeting and adopted a
resolution declaring that it is advisable to
establish a Ministry of Commerce. It s
understood that the desire for such a min-
istry is largely aotuated by the develop-
ments of American enterprise in Great
Britain, especially the shipping combina-
tion.

loxpon, April 25, ~Every newspaper ex-
presses satisfaction with the Government's
intimation that action is being taken in the
shipping deal. The Standard recalls the
fact that the old restrictions against alien
ownership of vessels salling under the
British flag are not yet swept away even
if they are practically evaded.

The Telegraph sdys: *It would be idle to
attempt to disguise the disquiet with which
an authoritative pronouncement by the
Admiralty is awaited.” On the business
side the Telegraph does not object to the
merger, the British, American and Ger-
man lines being placed on an absolute
equality, but it says that politically the
case ls far different. The Germans enjoy
the benefit of the combination without
risking sweeping transfers to a foreign
flag. The paper fails to understand why
she British were unable to make the same
terms

The Financial Newe recommends that
mail subsidies be confined to English com-
panies, that the cruiser subsidies be in-
creased and that differential shipping dues
be introduced, favoring British ships
throughout the empire.

Detention of Editor Cartright In South
Afriea Denounced.

LoxpoN, April 24.—~The detention in
South Africa of Albert Cartwright, editor
of the Sovth African News, who after serving
a years imprisonment for sedition was not
allowed by the British authorities to come
to England, occasioned considerable debate
in the House of Commons to-day.

Secretary of War Brodrick, replying
to a question on the subject by Mr. John
Morley, said that Mr. Cartwright had fin-
ished his term of imprisonment. He added
that he was communicating with Gen.
Kitchener regarding the further detention
of Mr. Cartwright.

Mr. Morley asserted that the case was a
flagrant violation of the principles which
the House of Commons championed. The
action of the authorities was illegal, un-
constitutional, tyrannical and arbitrary.
He would like to hear what the Attorney-
General had to say oconcerning the case.

Mr. Brodriok contended that the military
authorities had aoted properly in the matter.

Sir William Vernon-Harcourt termed
their aotion «s & scandal.

Mr. Winston Churchill declared that the
Government had no right to detain Mr.
Cartwright in South Africa.

Mr. Balfour, the Government leader in
the House defended Gen. Kitchener.

In the division on the question the Gov-
ernment had a majority of 77.

PALMA WELL RECEIVED.

His Reception In Cuba Cordial —Plea for
Pardon of American Prisoners.

Havana, April 24.—President-elect Fs-
trada Palma has arrived at Bayamo. While
at Holguin a banquet was given in his
honor. Sefior Palma spoke of his joy
at being present after the sacrifices and
trials of the war. He said that all the in-
habitants of Cuba should unite to make
& barrier to proteot the republie. For
this the Cubans should be grouped sconomi-
cally rather than politically. All personal
hatred should be forgotten. It could
not be forgotten that the Spaniards in the
islands were very necessary to the prose-
perity of the republioc.

On the way to Bayamo Sefior Palma
went to the camp of the Cuba Company
where he was well received.

At a meeting of the Ayuntamiento to-
day a resolution was passed asking Secre-
tary of War Root to pardon all Americans
who are undergoing sentence in the prisons
of Cuba. Several Cuban newspapers have
already asked that this be done. The
Discusion, in applauding the recent decree
pardoning crimes committed during the
war, says the Americans who are serving
termas of imprisonment should also be
pardoned. It adds that if through motives
of delicacy Gen. Wood does not pardon
them it should be the first act of the Cuban
Government to set them free.

SURRENDER OF FILIPINOS.

Ladrones of Negros Island Have Boeeam
Subdued.

Mawtra, April 24.—~Gen. Bell reports
that Col. Hernandez who ocommanded
the Santo Tomes column of rebels, has
surrendered with thirty-nine officers, 110
riflemen, and 100 bolomen, to Capt. John-
son of the Fifteenth Cavalry.

The last of the ladrones who have been
oreating trouble in Negros have surren-
dered and taken the oath of alleglance
to the United States. They abandoned
their resorts in the mountains and came
down and surrendered. This was the result
largely of the systematic campaign waged
by the native property owners to compal
the cessation of the local strife by the
ladrones.

The lake ports in the province of Batan-
gas will be declared open on May Day,
this day week. The inhabitants of this
provinoe, who have suffered and have
been kept away from their homes and
industries for a long time, will return on
that date.

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KRUGER IS NOT CONSULTED,

FIGHTING BOERS CONDUCTING
THE PEACE NEGOTIATIONS.

Amnesty for Rebels One of the Chief Ob-
stacles to an Agreement —Efforts to
Avold a Direct Statement of Loss of
Independence —Holland's Participation

Special Cadle Despatches to TRE SON.

Loxpox, April 24.—The Pall Mall Gazetle
publishes the following statement from
a well-informed and trustworthy corres-
pondent at The Hague, who declares that
he represents the views of the Dutch Govern-
ment in the matter of the peace negotiations
between the British Government and the
Boers:

*The Netherlands Government claims to
be in full possession of the views of the
Boer delegates, inasmuch as the peaoce
conferences were the direot outcome of the
visit to England of Dr. Kuyper, the Dutch
Premier. In regard to Mr. Kriger, the
Netherlands Government holds that no
attention should be paid to his opinions.
1f peace is made it should be made on terms
settled by the Boer leaders in South Africa.
The terms may possibly be communicated
to Mr. Krfiger as a matter of ocourtesy,
but for all purposee, and for good or evil,
his fighting countrymen have thrown him
aside.

“The difficulty in regard to the amnesty
of rebels is not appreciated from the proper
standpoint in England. So far as the Boers
personally—that is, the Boers from the
Transveal and Orange River Colony—are
concerned, they are perfectly willing to
sacrifice their brothers, and they realize
that as they themselves have to sacrifice
something, the rebels in the Cape Colony
ought to be in the same plight. The dif-
ficulty, however, is this: The rebels, hav-
ing nothing, or at any rate very little, to
gain by eoming in, will no doubt endeaver
to continue the guerrilla warfare,

“The Boer leaders’ fear is, therefore,
that if, after they have arranged terms,
these desperadoes ahould descend on Eng-
lish territory, the damage they will do might
be visited by the English Governmeat on
the Boers themaselves—that is, that the
British Government, in short, may either
saize the opportunity of abrogating some
of the concessions it may have found it
advisable to make to the late republics,
or at least insist that the republics shall
pay for any damage the rebels may have
inflicted, either to life or property.

“Moreover, the number of rebels ia much
greater than has commonly been supposed.
The banishment proclamation of Sept. 15,
the Netherlands Gevernment oonsiders,
should be withdrawn. It may be advisable
to banish a few persons, but to all intents
and purposes the British representatives
themselves fully realize that the terms of
the proclamation must be abrogated.

“It s quite posaible, however, that no
such arrangement may be inserted in what-
ever Lreaty or agreement is drawn up, as
the Boers would probably accept a private
intimation from one of the English repre-
sentatives that at a suitable epportunity,
say the coronation, his Majesty would,
as an act of grace, withdraw LLe procla-
mation, the provisions of which would
not in the meantime be acted upon.

“The great difficulty in the way of
peace lies in the form of words used
in providing that the republics must
forfeit their independence, and unless
this difficulty can be got over by the use of
a different phrase or phrases, the Nether-
lands Government is not very hopeful
of the termination of the war at present.

*While some of the Boer leaders are highly
educated and intelligent men, and realize
that their independence must be forfeited,
many of their followers are rough and
ignorant, and these latter have had the
word ‘Independence’ so dinned into their
| ears since the Majuba flasco, when many
| of them were children, that they would never
consent to forfeit it

*“There should, hewever, be no great
diMeulty in arranging this matter, (f the
British would agree to leave out tha ob-
| fectionable words altogether, and attain
| what would practically be the same end by,
l for example, entering into a treaty for the

incorporation of the two republies with
| the British Empire, or some similar phrase
which would give the lower class Boers an
{dea that they were not being ‘swallowed
up'*

Mr. Jones professes to be amused by
the ons’laught being made on the Boef
Trust because of the present high prices
in the meat market. Mr. Jones has no
doubts apparently ss to the willingnees
of the Beef Trust to squeeze the consumer
if it could, but as a result of his recent
trips through ths beef cattle country, he
thinks that the Beef Trust could not heip
the present high prices if it would.

*Outside of any censideratiors of any
trust,” said Mr. Jones, *the price of beef
must necessarily be high because of the
great scarcity of beef cattle on the ranges.
The fact that receipts from the Western
primary markets, Chicago, Omaha, St
Joseph and Kansas, equal the receipts
of the same period of last year has led
to the opinion here in the East that the
price has been raised arbitrarily.. We
can't draw comparisons on the number
of cattle received—the cemparison must
be made on the quality of the cattle.

“Last fall cattle were rushed to market
by a majority of the small ranchmen be-
cause of the shortage of feed. The corn
erop had failed and the hay crop in many
places was whert.
