The somewhat radieal move is that
which says that a batsman should not be
allowed to e his base when hit by a slows
pitohed ball. The communication follows:

The Executive Committee are determined that

No bataman should be allowed to take first base
for being hit with a pitohed ball unless he has made
an effort to avodd being hit, and In no instance
ahould he Le allowed his base for being hit with a
slow pitched ball.
