Lospox, April 261t is no exaggera-
tion to =ay that the average English man
regards the North Atlantic shipping mer-
ger as a nat ional calamity of the first mAg-
pitude. He takes the most pessimistic
view of the situation and sees the loss of
gupremacy of the British marine clearly
fores hadowed,

The casiest explanation, perhaps, is that
this country is periodically subject to a
peculiar malady, a sort of metaphorical
seasickness. These attacks are known
as naval scares. They are sometimes
spontaneous in their origin, tbut are oc-
casionally induced artificially when the
Government seeks justification for bleed-
ing the body politic more severely than
nsual, as for instance in the forthcoming
budget

At such times John Bull fidgets himself
into alarm verging upon despair over the
rupposed defects in his chief reliance for
defence and the dangers to his proudest
possessions—his mercantile marine. He
1= grieved and incensed over the present
situation because he conceives that the
attack has come from those whom he has
counted as his friends.

In a few days he will probably begin
to realize that there is something absurd
and ludierous in his present attitude. It
is simply silly in a country so intensely com-
mercial as England to raise a popular clamor
that the Government should interfere
between the purchaesr anxious to buy
and the seller willing to sell. Yet such is
the object of the agitation now proceeding
all over this couniry.

Twelve years ago British capital bought
up American industries in a far greater
aggregate than the present proposed pur-
chase of British ships, but there was
no word of protest. Moreover, opposition
on the ground of public poliey would have
been ridiculed most loudly in England.

“Yes,” the illogical Englishman retorts,
*it was not ships then. You can buy any-
thing we ve got but ships. We must keep
the carrying trade or our supremacy on
the seas is useless and the foundation of
our national prosperity is gone.”

Such is the burden of public and private
comment throughout the country. There
are very few who dare to point out that
Gireat Britain has no special claim on the
carrying trade or any other business open
to the world's competition and cannot
hope to maintain her position unless she
car prove as strong and as clever as all
her competitors. It is this simple but
bitter truth that Mr. Morgan has suddenlv
forced upon the British people, and it is
not surprising, perhaps, if at first it is re-
ceived with unreasonable resentment.

As for the immediate fears of the British-
ers the organizers of the shipping merger
on both sides of the Atlantic assure the
prhlic here that their misgivings are base-
len. They say that there is no intention
1o haul down the British flag on any ships
on which it now flies and that its effect on the
auxiliary naval resources of the British
Admiralty will be nil. This has slightly
reassured the English public, but the fact
remains that popular apprehension is
greater over the shipping situation than any
subjeet saVe One or tWo War scares in recent
vears

Much public comment has been cabled
to Tne Ses from day today.

GROWING DREAD OF DISEASE.

England’'s Campaign Against Cancer Is
Reing Generously Supperted.
Special Cable Despaich to TRE SON,

LoNDoN, April 26.—The recent appeal
for a great fund for use by the medical
profession in this country in a systematic
investigation of the cause of and the cure
for cancer is meeting with a liberal response,
and there is the greatest interest in the
subject. This has induced the Spectator
to-day to make these comments on the
sub ject :

“We wonder if the fear of death increasse
with the growth of luxury. We see no
evidence of it, especially on the battlefield,
and we fancy that the clergyjof all denomina-
tions wish despairingly that it did; but that
the fear of disease does exist, and especially
of diseases accompanied by pain, we have
no doubt whatever. The King was not
congidered in the least undignified, when
he recently pressed quite earnestly for
further investigations into eancer, and the
greatest people in the land are eager in their
support of the new and apparently success-
tul treatment of consumption—the open-air
freatment which has inspired hope in
thousands of households, where formerly
there was only pained resignation.

“The reign of quacks, too, has recom-
menced, which is a sure gign that the dis-
ease is dreaded, and even the nonsense of
Christian Scientists finds among otherwise
sensible people an attentive audience.
Indeed, our very manners are changing
under its influence, and it has become
proper, as George Russell says in a recent
diatribe against the decadency of the upper
ten, to discuss appendicitis on unseason-
able occasions.

“If only they would remember that the
sentence of capital punishment passed upon
us all is irreversible, and that our object
is not to prevent death, but to alleviate or
remove _needless suffering, which so often
accompanies or precedes death, they may
do much toward that most practical of all
ends—leaving the world better than they
found it. For that object the executive
committee on cancer may be a most efficient
agent, and we heartily hope not only that
it may get its money quickly, but get it in
such needless quantity as to induce it to
widen its purpose and assume some of the
functions of a tribunal for the encourage-
ment of all scientific men who are striving
to extinguish pain. Nothing is hopeless
in that direction when they have already
dircoverad chloroform and are on the edge
of a discovery which is indispensable if
surgery is to be much improved, namely,
a means of seeing through the body. The
Rontgen ray does not guite give us that,
but ether penetrates everywhere and along
ether light can move,”

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BRIGAND POSING AS A HERO.

MUSSOLINO, ON TRIAL FOR MUR-
DERS, TKAES ITALY'S FANCY.

D'Annunzie Putting Him Into a Nevel and
& Play—His Retorts In Court Ap-
Plauded —Asserts That He Wil Be
Set Free and That He Will Visit America

Romg, April 26 —Mussolino, the Italian
brigand, the story of whose long defiance
of the entire forces of the Government
and the police authorities has been fol-
lowed in TuE SUN despatches, is still rivet
ing the attention of all his countrymen
His trial which began at Lucca last week,

is sensational and at others ridiculons.
It is always theatrical.
in Italy prints long reports of the trial
and the papers have enormous sale. The
excitement extends from the royal court
to the lowest cottage.

There is an almost universal belief that
Mussolino will not have to wait to be con-
demined, but will eseape through the conni-
vance of sympathizers. The fact that it
is known that he made thirteen attempts
to commit murder, most of which were
successful, does not excite any horror
among the people, He declares in im-
passioned rhetoric that he has exercised
the sacred right of avenging himself on his
enemies. The public shows a sentimental
sympathy with this view, and rather pities
the possible fate of the jury which will
have to condemn him:™

Musolino’s vanity, which is his chief
characteristic, has been fully satisfied
by all the happenings at Lucca. Dis-
tinguished men in large numbers have
gone there to visit and study him. The
poet-dramatist D'Annunzio, the poet Fas-
ooli and the famous psychologist Lombroso
all seem to have been fascinated by this
picturesque ruffian

D'Annunzio is writing a novel and pre-
paring a play of which Musolino is to be
the hero, and Pascoli is publishing verses
by the ream singing his praises, and has
written an open letter in which he declares
that the brigand is the victim of jstiuce
and fate, and pays homage to his “sov-
ereign intelligence.”

Lombroso was consulted in regard to
the mental condition of the brigand, and

declared that he was perfectly sane. He
added.
“He is a most exceptional man If

properly brought up, he would, I am cer-
tain, have become a glory to ltaly. His
intelligence, perspicacity and eloquence
are indeed extraordinary. He possesses
in the highest degree all the qualities of a
great orator and a great man, and yet he
is merely a brigand. It is a truly fasci-
nating case. "

In the trial in the court at Lucca, Muso-
ino bears himself as the master of the
occasion. The Judge, the jury, the cara-
bineers, the lawyers and journalists bow
down to him and accept his caprices with
the greatest readiness. At first he ree
fused to speak; now he constantly inter-
rupts and is immediately listened to in
death-like silence, and his remarks are
followed with thunderous applause and
sometimes by hysterical weeping. When
he was brought in at first he refused to be
tried or speak because he was dressed asa
convict  He said

“1 refuse to be tried unless [ am dressed
as a gentleman.”

After much coaxing he was induced 1o
appear, but he still refused to speak or
answer questions while dressed as a con-
viet. The Judge who is presiding used
persuasive argument to convince the bri-
gand that the matter of clothes would
have no effect on the jury

“That ix all very well,” renlied Musoline,
“but if you were dressed as a farmer no
one would take you for a Judge "

He finally consented to make a speech
on condition that the Judge would not
interrupt  him. This was granted, but
the Judge inadvertantly made an observa-
tion, and Musolino sternly and sharply
said to him. *Do not interrupt,” and pro-
ceeded to give a striking history of his
lawless Iife which was full of a rough sort
of poetry that appealed strongly to wie
Jury and the people who applauded and
woept

London Getting Ready for the Big Show
—King Wears Sitk Hat at Race Course.

LoNpoN, April 26.—Preparations for the
coronation are now visible throughout
the capital.

AMERICAN LABOR SITUATION.

Report Made by Ben Tilett, the Fnglish

to-day his report on the poition of Ameri-
can labor He says that he noticed the
buoyant and hopeful demeanor of the
workers and that there prevail franker
and more business-like relations between
capital and labor than obtain in England
The power of unionism seems to be grow-
ing. American employers are more scien-
tifie than those here and the worker does
not give the maximum of work for the
minimum of wage, as he does in England.

Tillett maintains that in England the
highest quality of skill and energy is said
by the employers to constitute what they
call average ability. In America, on the
other hand, superior proficiency always
receives extra compensation
