BiG BLAZE AT SOUTH. BEACH.

2500 FEET OF BEACH FRONT
PROPERTY DESTROYED.

The Olympia and Waldorf Hotels, the Big.
gest on the Beach, Burned —The New
scenle Rallway Also Gone —Soldiers
From Fort Wadsworth Save Property,

The prinaipal part of South Beach, Staten
Island, was swept last night by a fire which
destroved property valued at $200,000 and
sent up & volume of flame, the glow of
which was plainly seen from all over Man-
battan and Brooklyn. The fire started
at § o'clock and inside of two hours, when
it was under control, it had destroyed
2,500 feet of property fronting on the beach,
ineludin ez the two biggest and most impor-
rant hotels of the place, and partly burned
ing two other hotels, a scenic railway and
a number of bath houses,

The fire was discovered under the stage
in the Olympia Hotel and ooncert hall, a
two-and-a-half-story frame building with a
frontage of about 1,200 feet. The hotel had
ween closed during the winter and Albert
Hergenhan, who rented it, started a few
days ago to put it in readiness for the sum-
mer season. The property was owned
by Frederlck Bachmann, the brewasr. Her-
genhan and his wifo and two women em-
plovees were In the hotel part of the building

Hergenhan was standing in the barroom
when he saw flames belching from under-
neath the stage of the concert hall. This
had not been opened at all, he said later,
and he declared that the fire must there-
fore have been of incendiary origin.

I'he fire spread with great rapidity up
through the flies and stage scenery, and
soon enveloped the concert hall. Hergen-
lan and his wife fled, Mrs. Hergenhan
ot waiting to save her jewels, which were
worth about $1,000. One of the servants
who was asleep ingn room on the second
foor escaped in her night clothes.

There was little wind blowing, but the
frame hotel and concert hall blaged up
itke o much tinder. The fire spread east
and west to the adjoining buildings, also
coustructed of wood, and as there were
few people on the beach and the firemen
of the Edgewater department were from
two to four miles away, the fire had un-
disputed headway.

Next to the Olympia_on the east was the
Aquarama Scenic Raillway, which was
built last year at a cost of $15,000. This
soon was afire and in a short time nothing
remained but the ruins aud John Gebhart's
hotel next to it was also burning.

To the west of the Olympia and adjoin-
ing the concert hall was the Waldorf Hotel,
the second largest on the beach. This
was also owned by Brewer Bachmann
It stood, like the Olympia, two and a half
stories high. Charles Walch, who has

charge of the hotel, and his family were
in the building

They had just enough time to save some
of the furniture when the fire burst through

from the cancert hall and seized the hotel.
This was destroved almost as quickly as
the Olvmpia. A 600-foot bathing pavilion
belonging to the Waldor! Hotel was burned
as were a number of bath houses attached
1o the Ulympia

The fire 1next caught Mrs., Gertrude
Crodo's hotel, the oldest hotel on the beach.
It was rebuilt about two years ago at an
expenditure of $5,000. Part of the hotel
haa been destioved when the Edgewater
Fire Departrnont arrived. Prior to that

PROTECTORY GAME STOPPED.

Brother Leontine Says It Was the Institu.
tion's Best Means of Diseipline,

Acting on the complaint made by the
Sabbath Bociety of West Chester on Batur-
day, Capt. Walsh of the West Chester sta-
tion went to the grounds of the .Catholio
Protectory in West Chester yesterday
afternoon with a squad of policemen, dis-
persed the crowd of 2,600 persons which
had gathered there to see the ball game
between the team of the prot story and
an outside team, and refused to allow the
game to be plaved.

Brother Ieontine of the protectory said
that he didn't see that the games did any
harm to anybody and added that they
were the best disciplinary measure that
the protectorate had, as those who had
mishehaved during the week were not
allowed to see the games on Sunday.

Last fall the protectory played football
on the same grounds and met with oon-
siderable opposition from the Sabbath
society. At that time a small admission
fee was charged, but, when the agitation
arose, it was done away with and ocollection
boxes placed at the gates instead. The
police made the authorities of the protec-
tory remove these and no admission fee
was charged at subsequent games,

This spring the baseball team has played
three games there, at all of which admis-
sion has been free. There has been no
trouble with the police this spring and
their action yesterday was entirely unex-
pected.

Capt. Walsh evidently decided that if
the protectory had to suffer they should
not be the only ones. His men made a
wholesale round-up of ballplayers in the
precinet yvesterday afternoon and took
about thirty prisoners,

WOMAN DIES OF SHOCK.

Mre. Gill's Decree Was Set Aside and Di-
voroe Granted Her Husband.

This death notice was published {n Tur
St~ on Thursday and Friday:

GILL.—~At New Rochelle, on Wednesday, April
23, 1802, suddenly, Annetta S, wife of Emlyn
M. Gill.

Funeral private.

Two days before the death occurred Vice-
Chancellor Frederick W, Stevens of New
Jersey had signed a decree setting aside
a divorce secured in South Dakota by An-
netta 8. Potts against Earl Clinton Potts
and granting a divorce to Earl Clinton Potts
from Annetta 8. Potts on the statutory
ground. Emlyn M. Gill was named in the
suit as corespondent,

The Pottses were married on April 26,
1888, and soon thereafter took up their resi-
dence in Cleveland street, Orange. Two
doors distant, on the corner of Cleveland
and White streets, was the residence of
John Gill, later Mayor of Orange, who has
since died. One of his sons, Emlyn, be-
came a friend of Mr. Potts and frequently
visited him at his house. This continued
until the summer of 1896, when stories came
to Potta's eare that caused him to order
Gill from his house. On July 30, 1898, Mrs.
Potts left Orange, and three months later
Mr. and Mrs. Potts signed articles of sepa~
ration, under which the custody of their
only child, Clinton Olney Potts, then 7 years
old, was given to the father, who agreed
to pay Mre. Potts $1,000 a year toward her
support.  She was possessed of independent
means of her own,

No further prooeedings were taken, but
early in 1887 Mrs. Potts went to South
Dakota and on Sept 28 of that vear she
socured a divoree on the ground of desertion
and extreme cruelty. The following day

They came to New York and lived here,
then went to Passalo, N. J,, and finally to
New Rochella

Mr. Potts immediataely bagan proosedings

and instituted proceadings for a divoroe,
naming Gill as corespondent. He alleged
that the marriage was illegal because the

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DEATH IN FIRE.

Brooklyn Schoolteacher Dead —Her Aunt
Badly Burned and May Die.

Miss Elizabeth McGarvey, a Brooklyn
schoolteacher, was burned to death at
her home, 25 Fillmore place, Williams-
burg, last night.

ARCHBISHOP TOOK SOLID FOOD.

Physicians Say His Cendition Approaches
Convaleseence,

Archbishop Corrigan's physicians an-
nounced last night that his condition was
approaching convalescence, This bulletin
was issued by Drs. E. L. Keyes and Francis
Delafleld at 10:15 o'clock last night:

Everything in the Archbishop's condition
polnts satisfactorily toward convalesoenoce,

Dr. Keyes augmented this bulletin with
the following statement:

“The Archbishop may be said to be flick-
ering on the verge of the reaction, but
the reaction should be slight because the
discase has been very mild. The Arch-
bishop will be very weak for some time,
He is not a rugged man, and it is not ex-
pected that he will completely recover for
some time yet.

“For the first time since the congestion
of the lungs set in the Archbishop was fed
on solid food to-day. Milk and koumyss
had been his diet. To-day he had some
rice for breakfast and for dinner a little
roast beef and potatoes.”

At all the masses and vespers at the
Cathedral yesterday prayers were offered
for the Archbishop's recovery. At each
sarvice bulletins were read to the congre-
gation telling of the Archbishop's ooud.nm
Lhe bulletins were the same as those given
to the newspapers,

The Archbisliop's condition was 8o com-
rleu-ly satisfactory last night that his

wuschold no longer feel apprehension.
Father Curley, his secretary, said yestarday
that the Arcubishop is regarded as prac-
tically convalescent though the doctors
naturally are loath to make public reports
of too sanguine a nature until the crisis
which is due to-day is safely over.

“Mgr. Corrigan,” he said, “Las had a very
mild case of g::umuxu‘l. From the be-
ginniug there been really littie cause
Jor anyiety save ou the score of his frail
rhysml condition and his r heaith

or the past few months. This frailty
fortunately has proved to be more apparent
than real.

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PEACE IN SAMAR ISLAND NOW.

INSURGENT FILIPINO LEADER
THERE AGREES TO SURRENDER.

Many Bolomen Have Given Up the Fight
~Pralse for Gen. C(haffee—Expects
to Settle the Moro Affalr Without Fur-
ther Bloodshed —Cholera Is Spreading.

Spectal Cable Despatch to THE SUN.

MANILA, April 27.—-After aggravating
delays, which always carried with them
the possibility of further hostilities, Col.
Guevarra, the insurgent leader in Samar,
who succeeded Gen. Lucban, agreed to
surrender to-day, he having found that
his fresh demands for political concessions
and indemnities availed him nothing. He
also changed his mind regarding his deter-
mination never to surrender to any one
but the man who whipped Lim, meaning
Gen. Smith.

On Friday last (en. Grant ascended
the Catbalogan River to Candara with
two gunboats and five launches and barges,
and took on board three Colonels, four
Majors, thirty-four other officers and 189
men and conveved them to the coast, where
they were placed on board a naval collier.

At Catbalogan, capital of Samar, which
is ten miles below Candara, a party of
160 insurgent riflemen, who had arrived
there overland, were met. They also
gave up their arms to the Americans.
Three hundred additional men, including
181 riflemen, are expected to surrender
in the morning. The news of the formal
surrender of Guevarra is expected here
momentarily.

An independent column of 8,000 bolomen
and 28 riflemen have surrendered at Sulat,
Island of Samar.

This practically ends the insurrection
in the archipelago. Gen. Chaffee's energy
is much praisad. The only fact in the mili-
tary situation that causes any appre-
henslon now is the unfortunate Moro
affair in the Island of Mindanao, but it is
believed that this can be settlad without
further bloodshed. Efforts in this direc-
tion will be made by Gen. Chaffee. The
conservative element Is recovering from
the indignation that was at first excited by
the assassination of five soldiers by sep-
arate Moro bands, and now opposes a head-
long rush into a new war, even though sure
of an early victory.

No definite policy regarding a govern-
ment for the Mohammedan hordes, whether
through their Dattos or chiefs or by Gov-
arnors of military zones, has yet been agreed
upon.

The oholera has slightly increased in
Manila, but the epidemic is worse in the
provinoes, where the soldiers have been
infectad. The schoolteachers are heroically
acting as nurses.

The army and navy officers here gave
a banquet in honor of the officers of the
returning Ninth Infantry. Acting Governor
Wright and Gen. Chaffee were among the
guests, and they pledged their friendship
to each other. Gen. Chaffee declared that
it was the duty of the military to support
the ecivil authorities. He asserted his
determination to crush insurrection where-
ever it appeared. Gov. Wright declared
that the occasional differences that Yad
arisen bet ween the civil and military powers |
were not serious, and said that altogether
he was proud of the association and co-
operation of the military,

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STRIKING LINEMEN CUT WIRES.

Nyack and Dobbs Ferry Lose New York
by Telephone.

The striking linemen and their West-
cheeter county friends played havoe with
the lines of the telephone company yes-
terday.

The villages of Nyack and Dobbs Ferry
were completely cut off from New York,
and in Yonkers out of eleven trunk lines
to this city only three were in working
order,

The linemen of the New York Telephone
Company in The Bronx and above went
on strike about a month ago at the time
when the linemen of Manhattan and Brook-
lyn struck. Their chief demand was for
wages of 83 a day. About 500 men are on
strike and they have caused considerable
damage to the company's wires by cutting
and short circuiting them.

The telephone company recently had
posted in Mount Vernon and other towns
notices cffering a reward of $50 for infor-
mation leading to the arrest of those who
tampered with the wires.

CAMILLE ID’ARVILLE'S LOVE.

Worth 880,000, Says Her First Husband,
Whe Sues Her Second.

SaN Francisco, April 27 —Andrew Wil
son Lyons, the first husband of Camille
D'Arville, has brought suit here for $60,000
agaivst Ernest Willard Crellin, the singer's
second husband, for alienating her af-
fectiona,

Lyons was a trapeze performer when,
in 1879, he married in Holland Cornelia
Dyvostra, then preparing to go on the
operatic stage. As Camille D'Arville, his
wife won fame and fortune in a few vears,
but the husband was crippled by a fall from
a trapeze. She cared for her husband in
the first years of his mixfortune, but after-
ward the two drifted apart. Last year
she married Crellin, who is a rich Oakland
resident, and retired from the stage,
After a year of idleness, she recently de-
cided to return to the stage.
