EEATS SWIFTMAS AND SOMBRERO
IN RATTLING FINISH.

. R. Hitohooek's Sergeant, by Inspector B,
Takes the Houquet Stakes —Mackey
Dwyer Beats David Gldepn Out of a
Haul—Burns Mdes Three Winners.

It was hard ploking at Morris Park yester-
day. Form players were at sea for a grenter
part of the time, and the bookmuakers reaped
another harvest. The most notable incidents
were three vietorious rides by Tommy Burns,
the first triumph of the season for William
C. Whitney with his game filly, Gunfire, and
the winning of the Bououet Selling Staites
by F. R. Hitcheock's Sergeant, a promising
two-year-old gelding by Inspector B—Punsy
Blossom. The warm weather drew out a
crowd numbering close to 10,000

Burns rode Guufire in the second race,
Mackey Dwyer in the third and Sergeant In
the fourth, all winners.  But he flnished just
out of the money with Rossignol, the favorite
in the fifth., The success of Gunflie came in
the most sensational flnish of the day. It
was In the handicap for three-year-oids, run
down the Eclipse Course, of three-quarters
of amile. Gunfire, who is by Hastings--Royal
Gun, and appears to have grown into & fine
filly, opened second eholes at & to 2, but closed
on equal terims with Green B, Morris's Som-
brero, who was believed by many to be cap-
uble of doiug the trick, and consequently
captured numerous swell wagers. Siduey
Paget's Swiftmas, with Turner up, was a pro-
nounced favorite at 7 to 6, J. E Madden's
Pentecost was well backed at sixes

No sooner had the gate been lifted than
Gunfire set a cracking paos, with Sowmbrero
following, slightly In advance of Swiftmas
These three drew away gradually and had
the race to themselves, it seemed, as they
neared the dip at the Withers crossing. Gun-
fire still had a lead of a lougth over Sombrero
with Swiftmas third, but it was no certainty
then which would win. A sixteenth from
home O'Connor got to work ou Sombrero
with 80 much energy that the big star Ruby
colt passed Gunfire and looksad a winner.

But the advantuge was of short duration,
for Burns rode Gunfire hard and the Hastings
filly, with magnificent gameness, set sail
for the lead, got it and rushed on to the wire
with aturn of spead that could not be equalled

Sombrero under the whip made another
gallant sprint, but it waa too late. Gunfire
was the winner by a short head in 1:10%,

Swiftmas driving Into the place a head be-
fore Sombrero, with Pentecost six lengths
away. When Burus came back to the scales,
there was a cheer for the famiiar Whitney
colors, "light blue, brown cap

Stakes for two-yvear-olds at five furlonhus
