At a book sale In this oty last Monday
$2.025 was given for a copy of the Bible
printad in Boaton in 1752 by Kneeland and
CGireen, and ssnt out with the forged Im-
print of the London printer, Mark Bas
kett The existence of this hook has long
been doubted. Gworge Baneroft.  among
others, called 1t & “pretended odition

Twenty-filve vears ago a copy was dis
coverad hy George P Philes an old New
York bookseller, now living in retirement
in Philadelphia. and was sold 1o the late
Thomas J McKee wall known as a law
yer and ardent book cvllector  Mr MoKee
having paid a high price for what experns
had called an “alleged”™ book  remained
silent concerning hLis possesaion of  the
volume, and until last week lLardly three
persone  outside of his family were aware
of tha fam

It has long been supposad that the Bible
printed in Philadeiphia at the close of the
Revolution was the first edition of the Holy
Seriptures printed in America in the Eng-
lish tongue This Bible, wsued by Robeit
Aitkeu, a printer and bookseller, was le-
gun in 1781, the New Testament heing com-
pleted in that year, and the entire book
leing issued in 1792, with a general title
page twaring the latter date

Up to 810, when Isaiah Thomas pub-
Habied his *History of Printing in Amerion.*
thia adition held the distinetion of being
the sarlieat issued hore in Boglish Thomas,
however, made the statenent that Knee-
land & Green, the Boston printers, issued
