werw victims of the explosion in both,

The axplosion, it i« bolieved, was cansed
by John Burgy, a miner, who entered &
forty-ton powder migasine Oarrying a
lighted candle. The {orce of the explosion
is ahown by the fact that a miner working
on the 1.5%0-foot level of the Ontario, 9 0
foet below and nearly a mile away from the
point «f the explosion, was instantly killed

Two membera of the rescuing party
have cied from the effects of the gascs

"in the mines and work has heen abandoned

until to-marrow,

The s~enes about tha mine and this little
city, thirty-five milea from Salt lake
are hear rending.  The bodies of the dead
have beon taken to improvised morgues
and relatives and friends are weeping
for the lost anea. The disaster is the moat
serious that ever oceurred in gold mining
in Utah. The only one greater than that
of to-day occurred in the Scofleld gold
mine iu May, 1900, when 200 lives were
lost.
