In a recent letter Hishop O'CONNOR
of Newark suramed up the objecta of
the Federation thus

and protesting of Cethollc Interesta and works of
religion, plety, education and charty v the
sudy of condhvens of our social 1ife & the dis
semination of She teuth (& the encourags ment of
the spread of Omibolic iteraturs and of the oin
lation of the Cathal. preas

The Roman Catholic growth in the
United States during the last generation
has been one of the most remarkable
of the developments of & pariod in which
this Republic has attained 1o a masterful
place in the family of nations, morally
and materially  The * Catholie popula-
tion * s enumarated by the Catholie
Directory of the present vear at nearly
eleven millions. In 1880 it was given
by that authority as about sight and one-
quarter millions, and in 1883 at about six
and three-quarter millions  [ta growth
In nineteen vears, according to these
statistios, has been biv more than four
millions. This is & gan of nearly two-
thirds in nineteen vears Of course
there is no Protestant denomination
which has either grown relatively with
any such rapidity or has incresased acti-
ally by so many millions  The increase
of more than four millions in the Roman
Catholic population since 1883 s nearly
equal to the whole present number of the
Raptists of the Union. Roman Catholies
Are now as many as the combined strength
of the Baptisis and Methodista, the most
numerous of the Protestant denomins-
tions. and thev are fifteen times as many
as the communmecants of the Fpiscopal
Church

At this time, an extraordinaniy
large immigration from Catholio eoun-
tries 18 coming in, from [taly more espe-
cially.  Meantime their “ muwsions " for
the ronversion of non-Catholics are re-
ported to be more successful than ever
before. and of recent vears, they have
been gaining socially in a veryv marked
measure, as certam recent llustrations
inthesociety of wealth and fashion have
indicatad conspionons|y

We know very well that the Protestant
denominatioms, the Baptists and Metho-
dists, more particularly, assert that
numerical comparison of their numbers
of communicants with the whole Catholie
population, including evervhody  bap-
tized into that fath, s uniar, but within
a few weeks, the Superior of & Catholie
seminary at Baltimore hLhas lamented
publicly that the statisties of the ( atholi
roptdation as furmished by parnsh priests,
SUERes! That & very great part of the
immigration nominally Catholic s Jost
to that Church officially after arrival
in the United States.  As proof, he com-
pared these stutistios from the Catholie
Directory.

That is, the increase in the Catholic
population officlally reported is lasa than
the Catholic immigration of the period
by 1,081,7%. The inference would seem
to be that very many of these imnugrants
proportionally have fallen awav from
their Church or neglected to keep up uny
association with it which permita ther
enumeration by the parish priest among
the Catholle population.  The subject s
o important that there are reports that
it will receive the most careful attention
by high ecclemiastical authorities. and
very likely it will be brought up for dis
oussion at the coming (hicago conven
tion of the Catholic Federation

In spite of this drawback, the Roman
Catholic Church, apparentiv, s gaining
much faster than organized Protestant-
ism in this country. But even more re.
markable than that growth is the absence
of Protestant alarm or excitement on
account of 1t Where it s not looked on
with indifference it seems 1o he viewed|
without apprehension Not & trace of
the old Know Nothing spurit remains
Hostility to the Roman Catholic Church
and suspicion of it seem to have given
place to respect for it as a religious foroe
and to fraternal feeling toward it as a
p'.’fl\l agency for the preservation of
religious faith.

Since the discussion concerning the
Philippine friars arose we have received
great numbers of letters relating to i,
but they have come almost entirely from
Roman Catholios. [t does not seem to
have stirred contemporary Protestant
feeling to auy great extent. though a
generation ago negotmtions by our
Government with the Vatcan on such
A matter, or on any matter, would have
provoked resentment throughout Prot-
estantism. We do not see uny evidence
of & bitter controversial spirit in refer-
ences to the subject in the professionally
Protestant papers. FEven the report on
religious conditions in the Philippines by
Dr. BRowNx, who visited those islands as
the representative of the Presbyterian
Mission Board, was mild in ita treatment
of the Roman Catholic Church as com-
pared with the tone which such an out-
Kiving from the very contre of Protestant-
wm would have had a generation ago
