Shangbal Repert as te Our Attitude in
Indemaity Net True.

Wasmixaron, July 30.--A report from
Shanghai that the United States and Great
Britain had abandoned their efforts to get
the Powers to agree to accept payment of
China's indemnity (n silver at the value
of the silver tasl prevailing when the in-
demnity protocol became effective is pro-
nounced on authority to be untrue so far
as this Government is conoarned  Contrary
to the report, the United States are e il in-
sisting that the proper interpretation of the
protocol s that the then tasl value should
continue to be recognized for the entire
period of payment I'he tael then roted at
742 ecents and the protocol provided that
payments should be made in gold with the
tael recognized as Leing of that value

Owing to the depreciation of the tael,
(hina will be obliged, if a majority of the
Powers nsist on their contention, to pay
a greater rate for the gold with which to
repay her creditors It is estimated that
pavment under the rule insisted upon by a
majority of the Powers will compel China
to 0,000,000 more than the amount of
total indemnity fixed in the protocol
