*superiority® is only a enare. To be sure,
the French Republie {8 serving, more than
enough, the interesta of the King of Pruasia
nowadays. The stupid Kulturkempf thore
explaine the easy Machiavellism of the
Kaiser. Nevertheless, while admitting that
painful fact and acknowledging the con-
ciliating spirit of tha Kaiser. it must be
confessad, that, even after the law against
the Regulars has been enforced in tha moat
oruel fashion, the religious situation in
Francs is better than the atate of things in
Frussian Germany

In the first place even if all the schools of
the congregations are closed France will
#till have the liherty of teaching, a liberty
that doss not exist north of the Brenner
pass.  Neither Prussia nor any other prove
inca of tha empire knows that right. Where
then is that "superiority” that is vauntad
even in the Catholic world? Taking the
e ation of the religious orders, has Prussia
or Germany friars in the quantity that
France has? Not atall. The law of 1887,
whieh put an end to the Kuliwrkempf, re-
enacts the banishment of the Jesuits and
“similar orders ®* That is & manifest in-
feriority

Despite frequent and repeated votes
of the Reichstag, Germany preserves the
law of 1572 intact, that odious preface to
the conflict between State and (hurech,
The *authorized” orders in Prussia and
in Germany are subject to the most burden-
some regulations. ‘They need not ounly
the permission and the “placet®™ of the
Government, but they are subject 1o the
State's caprice. Assuming then that the
Republic does not authorize all the con-
gregations, it is still far removed from the
arbitrary system of Pruesia that is so
highly praised. look at Carlsrube. For
thirty years the Baden Catholics have been
demanding the return of the male religious
orders. Recently in the Landtag by a
vote of 30 to 22 a motion was passed in
favor of this concession. The GCovern-
ment promised to take it into consideration;
negotiations have even been begun with
Rome. But meauwhile; in that province
just aa everywhere else, in spite of the
perpetual catchword of *superiority” no
monk's cowl has been able yet to cross the
unfriendly frontier.

Giranting that attention s paid to the Par-
liamentary vote and to Catholio demands,
the Grand Duchy of Baden will place at
least as many restraints on the tardily
granted privilege as Prussia does. Ex-
ceptions will be made and regulations will
be imposed. When the German situation
{s compared to the influence and controlling
power of the French religious orders we
must be dumbfounded at the dreary Teu-
tonic joke. It is more than a farce, it ls
more than a lie, it is disgusting mockery
Because the Kaiser wishes to make use of
the Church and to oreate throughout the
world a feeling friendly to Prussla, is no
excuse for building up adroit strategy on
the opposite of truth and on buffconery

let me continue the parallel, since Ger-
many ineists on it so clumsily. The law
of 1387 in Prussia has modifled the conditions
of the Kulturkamp/, it has not put an end
to it. The liberal statutes of the Consti-
tution of 1853 have not been reéstablished
notwithstanding the genius of Windthorst,
the apostolic firmneea of the Pope and the
pluck of the Catholic people, The atatu
guo ante is, unhappily, merely a sad re-
membrance. It restricts the liberty of the
seminaries, it narrows the powers of the
Blshops, it inflicts the duty of registration,
the Anzeigpflicht, it leaves all doors open
for conflicts whenever the Kaiser shall
change his whim or Prussia no longer feel
the need of the ald of Catholies and of
Rome. All Prussian curates must be ac-
ceptable to the Government, and Heaven
knows that the Prussian bureaucracy
is pot gentle, while in France the Bishop
can move his elergy about freely, save in
the cass of deans

As regards the faith, France shows the
same superiority despite the misfortunes
of the times and the ferocity of the radicals.
Lutleranisin is dving in Germany if it
fs not already dead. The pastors who
pregerve their belief are rare; the religion
Is disappearing, people don't go to church
any mors. The sermons are either mere
sentlmental exercises or vague professions,
The mididle clags has no longer any faith.
You sheuld hear the sad laments of some
“orthodox” people over this grievous de-
cline to form an idea of a state of things
that is truly pitiable

In the Cathelie distriets the rural parishes
preserve their marvellous vitality; Germany
has not passed through the Janseuist
"Lucifer worship” and the curate has kept
fn most direct contact with the masses,
Yot though this superiority of the Cathelle
towns is a fact, the Catholic middle class
(s not so Lighly privileged. Munich, Maing
and the great cities elect Sociallst Deputies,

CRUDE 0OIl. FOR FUEL.

Test of a New Burner Which Distils Ouat
the Asphalt,

A new form of burner for the cor ump-
tion of crude oll, which its inventor, H. A
House of Bridgeport, Conn., confdently
aseerts will solve some difficult economic
problema in the far South, wna tested vese.
terday 1 lrundre in Wose Fiftv.first
street. The oil burners attached
to an 80-horse-power flue boller and through
the aftermoon easily kept up the normal
steam pressure of from seventy-five to
eighty pounda, bumning steadily and noise-
lessly and without smoke or ordor. All
this was accomplished with an economy |
of fuel, one pint of crude oil being used
for each horse-power hour

The petroleum eupplied to the burners
was from the Beaumont fields in Toxas,
a crude fuel containing from 10 to 20 per |
cent. of asphalt and beavwy oil, which s
non-combustible. Mr. House has solved
a double problem with his burner. The
crude oil is fvnvra!ed into a gas for con-
sumption, the asphalt bein distilled
simultaneously and conducted to a re-
ceiving reservoir. The asphalt by-product
is worth nearly 82 a barrel, while the crude
oil is worth about 10 cents a barrel in
Teaxas

By use of these burnmers, which the in-
ventor has planned for use in avery pur-
pose, from the dwelling house furnace
up to the large manufactory, locomotive
or steamship, Mr. House believes the oil
will become a universal fuel aloug the |
Southern belt,

It is asserted that the new burner can
be left burning unattended, that it is self-
mar'ing, self-cleaning, self-adjusting and
self-lighting, when the blaze for a moment
has been put out, accidentally or inten-
tionally he flow of the oll is regulated
automatically by the steam uprmmurn
When the pressure rises the oil supply
is shut down until the normal heat is again
attained. In this way an economy of
fuel is askured. Ths burners are to be
tested thoroughly here and then are to
be introduced in Texas, where the fleld
of their greatest development is said Ly
their inventor to await them.

PorT JePrPERSON, L. I, Aug. 2 —The four-
masted schooner Mary E. Wallace was
successfully launched at the yard of Mather
& Wood this morning in the presence of
5,000 persons. Whistles screeched and tho
crowd cheered as the vessel slid down the
ways.

Miss Catherine Chambers, daughter of
Dr. M. L. Chambers, who is said to be the
largest stockholder of the Port Jefferson
Transportation Company, which owns the
vesael, christened the new boat. After the
launching the stockholders had dinner at a
hotel.

The schooner was hauled into the dock
where she will have Ler four great masts
put in position. It is expe-ted that she
will be ready to sail on Sept 1. The vessel
is 185 feet on the keel and registers 1500
tons,

The vesgel I8 214 faet over all and 40 feet
wide. The foremast is 91 feet 4 inches long,
and the mainmast 94 feet 8 inclies, the miz-
zenmast 95 feet, and the jigger mast 05
feet 4 inches long. With all sail set she
will spread 27,500 feet of canvas.

She has plenty of cabin room. She is
equipped with hoisting engines and pumps
The four masts are lying on the dock ready
to be etepped. They were recently shipped
from Oregon,

INTERNATIONAL CRIME.

A Spaniard Kllled an Amerioan on 8 Cuban
ship In & Haytian Port.

José Adebalo was arraigned hefore United
States Commissioner Morle in Brooklyn
vesterday charged with manslaughter in
heving killed John Orlin, a eallor on the
steamship Paloma while the vessel was
lying at a port in Hayti. He was com-
mitted to Jail pending an inquiry by
Commissioner Morle as to where he should
be tred.

When he was first arrested he was turned
over to the Uniled Btates Consul at Port-
au-Prince, who decided to send him to this
country. He arrived here on the steam-
ship Prins Wilkem II. on Friday.

‘Lhe prisoner, w.ois a Spaniard, com-
mitwed the murder on a Cuban ship, on
Julv 14. The murdered man was a
citizen of the United States,

Adebalo and Orlin were shipmates. Orlin
was eating dinner when Adebalo, who was
the bully of the crew, demanded that Orlin
give him the spoon he was using. Orlin
refused to do s0 and Adebalo struck him
a heavy blow over the heart. Orlin died
almost instantly.

Cheesman's Suit Against Japs Withdrawn,

Henry W. Merbert of 80 Wall street,
counsel for the three Japanese alngt
whom William C. Cheesman of Bath Beach
brought suit for allenating his wife's affac.
tions, received this letter from the injured
husband yesterday.

“This s to notify you that I withdraw
all charges brought by my attorney against
your clients, Mr. Jiro Sakabe, Mr. K. Mori-
moto and Mr. 8. Yatima.”
