VENFZUELA REVOLUTIONISTS IN
POSSESSION.

AL €1yl and Military OMelals Imprisoned
- Business Houses and Privatg Dwelle
Ings Sacked —~Two American 'Steams
ships Selzed for Government Use.

WasHiNaToN, Aug. 14.-The capture of
Barcelona by the Venezuela revolutionists
has been followed by lively times, accord-
ing to official despatches received in Wash-
ington, One of the despatches came from
Commander McLean of the United States
cruiser Cincinnati and was sent direct
from the captured town, It was dated
yesterday and read as follows:

“Barcalona occupied by revolutionists
Have imprisoned all civil and military
officlals.  Are in possession of entire dis-
trict, Some pillaging done, but everything
now quiet, Twenty-nine business houses,
mostly foreign,sacked. Also fifteen private
dwellings.”

Another despatch about the Barcelona
situation was received from H. W. Bowen,
United States Minister at Caracas, who said
that he was advised by the United States
Consul at Barcelena that the revolutionista
were sacking that town and searching pri-
vale houses. ‘They were demanding money
from foreign reeidents in exchange for a

When he bal been tosen to the house
Drs. Wollf and Pollard were sumimoned
and they made a careful exam'‘nation of
the young man. They asked his motive
for hidingin the shed and why he lert home.
He could not explain, or give any reason for
Lis actions

The doctors say that he wi'l be obliged
to remain in bed for several days, although
they believe him to be in better physical
condition then before his disappearance.

BANKS MUST PAY THE TAX]

UNDIVIDED PROFITS AND
LOSS ACCOUNTS.

oN
I'ROFIT AND

The Internal Revenue Commissioner Serves
Notice That He Will Proceed to Collect
It Up to July 1, the Date of the Re-
peal of the War HRevenue Taxes.

WasHINGTON, Aug. 14—~ The long-stand-
ing question whether the undivided profits
of banks are to be considered a part of
their surplus within the meaning of the
War Tax Revenua law has been settled
The Commissioner of Internal Revenue
has directed that immediate steps be taken
for the collection of the tax on profit and
loss accounts, or the undivided profits
accounts of banks, trust companies and
private bankers under the Revenue act
of Ju.uo. 1508,

Under an opinion of the Department of
Justice the tax had only been collacted
on the capital and surplus of banks, but
the Commimioner ruled last Jauuary that
the undivided profit or profit aud loss ac-
counts of banks are part of the surplua
and thereby subject to tax. After this
ruling was made, by request of the repres
centatives of the banks the Commisssioner
agreed, on Jan. 27 last, to withhold collection
peading a decision by the United States
Cireult Court in a #uit to be brought to
test the question.

This suit was brought in the Southern
district of New York by the Leather Manu-
facturers’ National Bauk of New York and
was declded a foew weeks ago adverse to
the banks, the Court sustaining the posi-
tion taken by the Commissioner. James B,
Forgan, president of the First National
Bank of Chicago, was the chalrman of the
committes representing the banks that
called upon the Commissioner last Jan-
uary protesting against the collection of
this tax. On Jan. 27 the Commissioner
wrote him that while he would require
the banks, trust companies and others
interested to make returns at once to the
Department showing their undivided profit
ir profit and loss accounts, he would with-
hold colleetion until a decision was recured
in the United States Circuit Court, but
said distinetly in this letter that if the de-
cision held that under the law undivided
profits were a proper subject for taxation,
then payment of the tax would beeuforced,
notwithstanding that an appeal might be
taken to the Supreme Court. The war tax
was repealed by the last Congress, the
repeal being made effective last month,
and now there I8 no internal revenue
tax on either capital, surplus or updivided
profits of banks The tax to be ollected
under this decision will be for the year
ended July 1, 1902

At the offices of the Collactor of Internal
Revenue yesterday it was said that the
decision of the courts sustaining the Com-
miseioner in his position as to taxing the
undivided profits or pre fits and loss of the
banks would not amount te ‘any very large
collections of taxes from local banking
institutions.  Tha tax rate is $2 per 81,000,
and the collections under the decision of
taxes held up pending this settlement of
the question will not amount to more than
$200,00 throughout the United States  Of
this sum New York eity bankine institutions
will econtribute two-thirds. The taxes on
its undivided profite, already paid to the
Government by the Leather Manufacturers'
National Bank in order that it might be
enabled to bring suit for recovery, amount
to less than $1.000

CITY BANK TAX $2013,442.
Banks Are 818,321,427 ficher Than Last
Year — Assessed One Per Cent,

The officials of the Tax Department
have completed the working out of the
totals of the capital, surplus and undivided
profits of the banks, upon which, under the
law passed last year, an assoessment of 1
per cent. is made. In fixing this vear's
tax rate the probable revenue was estimated
g0 closoly that the estimate came within
a few thousand dollars of the actual totals,

Sinoe last year there has been an increase
of $18,321 427 in the total, exclusive of the
$15,000 000 which was added to the capital
of the Natiopal City Bank. This last was
made too late to enable the city to make
AN assessment upon it this vear

The revenue realized from the bank tax
last year was $1 830,128 For this vear
the receipts will be $2013442. The re-
eources of the banks are shown in the tax
books to be as foliows
