CORN SCARCE, PRICES SCAR.

Exeiting Day in the (hicago Graln Man
Kets— Wheat and Oats Up, Too.

C'HicAGo, Ang 21 Board of Trade grain
markets were in a state of excitement this
forenoon., The most seansational featura
f the business was a rise of nearly 5 conts
a bushel in the priee of corn for next month's
dalivary. Wheat and oats wem also sen-
sationally higher

September corn which was worth 527%
cents a bushel yesterday afternoon, was up
to 57% cents before 12 o'clock. It elosad
at 57 cents

The immediate cause of the advance
was the scareity of the commaodity.  Thera
are more than 2,500,000,000 bushels of corn
slowly ripening in the flelds, but not enough
coming in from the old deficient erop to
uurpl_v the daily requirements of the country,

n wheat it was Armour & Co., that sent
the September price up from 705 eents
at the opening to 72 cents an hourand a
half later

That firm is au;]mm‘d to have 25,000,000
bushels of wheat hought for next month's
