IBIIIT the name of Facts
and Comments the attention of Eng-

lishmen was directed to the multitude
of abuses brought to light in the ad-

ministration of joint stock companies
and to the equally
of malpractices committed by solici-
tors executors and trustees Sonic
official statistics have since been mado
known which testify to n remarkable in-

crease of fraud in England luring
fifteen years although the same
period tho number of other titan
frnud lias been signally diminished

The official record covers the years
from Jon i isss to Dec 31 1M0 Be-

fore citing these figures we should call
to mind tho fact that sUitisties mirror tho
truth less accurately in tho ease of
fraud than crimes attended
by violence Mony frauds are never
reported and are known only to the
persons injured Thero is perhaps
no which is HO much
understated on official lists as tho
crimo of fraud Even qualified as they
must bo by this consideration tho
cial data are sufficiently sinister We
find that in England and Wales in tIme

quinquennium dSSSlSSO tho total
of nil crimes not including

fraud was M01 in the third quinquen-
nium US95tsoni the aggregate of such
crimes hail fallen to 76sro On thn
othr hand while the number of reported
frauds during time first quinquennium-
was but 1979 it had risen in tho third
quinquennium to 2vjp That to say
while mill crimo other than fraud had
Ust during lS95isnn n flIt tier cent of
tho quantity recorded during ISSJKM
time crime of fraud in time third quinquen-
nium hall added is ain per cent to the
quantity reported during time first five
year period

The extent to which the crimo of
fraud has grown will bo more
sharply indicated if we convert the

just recited into crimo
per million of population and so got
the proportion of crime to population

SOfifl per million of population whereas
In the third quinquennium there were
only 2171 Of frauds on the other
hand the number had increased from
