English Expert Admits the Superiority of
Our Management.
Spectal Cabdle Despatch to THE SUN

LoNDoN, Sept. 8. -The Daily Mail prints
an interview with Mr. William Acworth, a
leading English expert, who confirms the
statements cabled to THe SuN regarding
the bad financing of English railroads
He says that the management of American
railroads is far sounder and more con-
servative

The real difference is that a good Ameri-
can railroad, when it has ascertained pre-
cisely where the line between capital ex-
penditure and revenue expenditure should
be drawn, deliberately takes from its reve-
nue a large sum and devotes it, not to
dividends, but to expenditure for capital
,Hll’]\lmo‘l\

On the other hand the directors of one
great English company told him the Board
of Directors considered themselves bounad
by a pledge made years ago that the share-
holders should have a dividend on every-
thing honestly earned as profit, not charg-
ing the rebuilding of tracks, bridges, loco-
motives, &e | to revenue

The knglish railways, Mr. Acworth adds,
have not put money by for a rainy day «
any extent. Not one of them shows aav-
thing in the nature of undivided profits
There must be a thousand locomotives
emploved in England in suburban traffic
which must be replaced within a very few
vears by eleetric engines, vet they all stand
in the companies books at full cost In
America only a small part of the locomaotives
would ever have been hmuzl.t out of the
capital at all
