SUICIDE  GIRL'S MESSAGES.

B

ROXANE SEITZ WROTE “THERE
IS ONE ON EARTH WHO w17

And Then Stopped and Tried 1o Erase It
Little Doubt That She Also Wrote

the Note: “Mother, T DId It Myself"

No  Explanation of the Tragedy.

HACKENSACK, N )., Sept An au-
topsy on the body of Roxane Seitz, which
was found in Coffey's pond early yester-
day morning, was held at 4 o'clock this
afternoun.  Coroner Curry said it showed
that death was due to drowning, that ro
evidence of viclonce was found and that
no physical reason for a erime was dis-
coverod. Taken in eonnection with the
circumstances of her death, the inference
from these facts is that the girl took her
own life,

I'he insistence of her father and her
sisters that she had been murdered pressed
the Coroner on to an investigation which
he and the Chief of Police were not  dis-
posed to think necessary. When the doe-
tors who made the autopsy cama out of the
house and announced their finding John J.
Seitz, father of the dead girl, standing in
the rain in the street, said in a loud voice

“Drowned, perhaps, but she didn't do
it Lorself. Some one killed her. My little
girl never took her life. The man will be
found.”

The best evidence that the girl was not
the victira of foul play is the note written
on the pad of her pocket book. Her family
maintained to-day that it was not in her
writing, but the girl who worked beside
her in the store said it was, and when it
wax compared with other specimens of her
writing the opinion of every one who saw
it to-day was that it was hers beyond
dispute.

On one page of the book the girl had
written her own name. On the opposite
gide she entered the words: “Mother, 1
did it myse!f." Under her name on the
first page she had written some words
which evidently she had tried to erase
This is the sentence which she | egan

“Thare is one on earth who wi w

Apparently this was written about the
same time that the message to her mot her
was inseribed It is thought that she had
started an explanation of what she con-
templated doing, then changed her mind
:HM sought to expunge the words and to
wave UHlV !h" "I('“‘“g" to h.‘r nll!fh"l

In the same handwriting in this book
was the following:

Some incidents previous to the girl's
death are vet to he explalned. At noon
on the day of her death she seemed in good
spirits and made an appointment with a
girl friend, Edith Westervelt, to go to a
public band concert that night. Miss
Seitz worked in the store until 7 o'elock
A= she did not come home Miss Westoryelt
went down to the store and learned that
Miss Seitz had left the store about 710

Mrs. Hartwig saw her, evidently on her |
way home, at 7.20. She was then only two |
blocks away from Liome |

The police have heard the reports of a
number of persons who profess to have
her after that, but have found no one
who can be positive of it. One man said
he saw her standing on the bridge at 8
o'clock as if waiting for some one.  Half
an hour later Archie Coe heard the splash
in the pond, which undoubtedly was the
fall of the girl's body.

Where Roxane was found there was no
light by which any one could write, 8o the
message in her book must have been writ-
ten earlier in the day with the idea of suicide
{1 mind

The water in Coffeyv's pond is very shal-
low It is the place to which the motherg
of the town have gent their children for
vears to sail boats, believing that it was
impossible for any one to drown there
The girl's face was half out of the water
when the body was found

The four doctors who made the autopsy
decided that certain diseolorations on the
neck and under the right eyve might have
heen caused by the fall in the shallow water
They informed the Corouer, the (hief
of Police and Prosecitor Koester that there
was no evidence which did not indicate
suicide

For atimeto-day the Coroner was watch-
ing a young man who spoke to Roxane on
the street after she [oft the s«tore Tuesday
night. It turns out that he is engaged to
be married to a voung woman employed
inthe same store with Roxane

Coroner Curry hasn't decided whether
an inquest will be noacessary.  Before the
doctors examined the hody the undertaker
had filled it with embalming fluid. The
stomach was removed and held for exam- |
ination in case any evidence should arise
which would point to a theory other than
suicide
