Merritt did a lot
of investigating yesterday afternoon, after
court had closed, and found that Alfred was
a good boy and Florence a good girl and
that their only offence had been to plan to
get married as soon as they grew up.  They
are engaged, as the little girl explained
I to Magistrate Naumer yesterday. Florence
