In art the pre-Columbian Americans
were advanced bevond the stage of
development to which they have heen
assigned. So say the Americanist sti-
dents, We hﬂ\'" hmtn able 1o consider
the art of the Egyptian from the point
of view from which it was executed,
partly because Egyptian monuments
and papyri have offered enlightenment
as to the daily life, habits and aspirations
of the Nile people. But conquering
Indians in America destroyed the temples
where their vanquished foes kept their
records. Not always did the Spanish
conquerors who followed them preserve
the ancient archives that survived earlier
despoilers. Codioces which found their
way to European libraries have bheen
deciphered, only to disclose astronomical
data or material for the purposes of a
calendar. Only now are the students,
these scholars of the Americanist con-
gress, beginning to get near a point
where they think that they will be able
to judge with some accuracy the stand-
ards of art attained by the early peoples
of this continent.

The closest attention was given in the
congress to copies of temple paintings
from Chichenitza, patiently made by an
English woman, a student among the
Americanists, who, with the company
of a native maid, works among the an-
cient obsidian mines and ruins of Mexico,
studying what is complacently called
