Grand Jury Makes Presentment Against
the Practice of “Healing'' by This
Cult In Westchester County-—Medieal
Soclety Wil Assist  In Prosecution.

WHITE PLaINg, N Y, Oct. 30 — The Grand
Jury of Westchester county handed down
indictments to-day in the cases of John
Carroll Lathrop, the Christian Seience
*healer” of New York, who attended little
Esther Quimby, who died of diphtheria, and
John and Georgiana Quimby, the child's

parents, who were held by Coroner Banning ]

on a charge of manslaughter in causing

the child's death by negleet. The in-
dictments were for manslaughter in the
wecond degree, under Scetion 193 of the

Penal Code, which says that homicide is
manslaughter in the second degree when
it ix committed without any design toeffeet
death “hy any act, procurement or culpable
negligencd of any person which, according
to the provisions of this chagter, does
not constitute the crime of murder in the
first or second nor manslaughter
in the first degres

The indictmen's first for man-
glaughter in any Christian Seienee healing
case in this State Heretofore when any
“healers,” Christian Sclence or otherwise,
have been brought to trial in cases where
death ensned after their ministration it

“This child,” the presentment continues,
*was allowed to die without any of the
remedies known to medical seience being
used, and medical men called before aus
have testified that the child could probably
have been saved had proper treatment
been used and proper remedies been ap-
plied  This so-called Christian  Science
treatment was used at the instance and
request of the parents of the chlild, the
father dally attending to his business after
a night spent in the sick room, and this
child was allowed to attend school while
an older sister was ill with diphtheria until
taken down with the same disease, from
which she died. The attention of the local
Board of Health was not called 1o the case
until a few hours preceding the death of the
child %

The Grand Jury concluded its present-
ment by statingthat it felt that **such flag-
rant violations of the health laws should be
rought out by the local Boards of Health
throughout the county,” and requests that
a copy of the presentment be gont to the
State Board of Health and all Boards of
Health in the county, “to the end that the
quarantine regulations be more strictly
enforced and the danger of the spreading
of infections and contagious diseases bhe
lessened.”

I'he Grand Jury handed in this present-
ment together with a bateh of indietments,
including those found in the Quimby case,

VOLCANIC ASHES IN MEXI(0.

A Depth of Fight Inches In Some Places
and the Crops \re Rulned,

OAXACA Mexico,0ct 30 ~The Government
authorities at Oaxaca have been trying to
discover the source of the heavy fall of
voleanie ashes  precipitated  throughout
southeastern Mexico during the ‘'ast few
days. The air is still filled with the ashes,
but the alarm which was at first felt by the
people is decreasing.

Dexpatches have been received at Oaxaca
over the Government telegraph lines from
many remote places in the States of Chiapas,
Tadasco and Oaxaca, and at all these places
there is great alarm among the native
and in some, particularly to the south nn“
wost of San Cristobal, severe shocks of
earthquake have been felt during the fall
of ashes, resulting in considerable damage
to property,

The country around Acala Venta and
other places in the southwestern part
of the State of Chiapas are covered to a
depth of about & inches with
ashes, and crops are ruined

Dense volumes of smoke are to be seen
during the dly and a bright reflection
of light mc the heaven at night in
the direction of the Soconuseco voleano
situated near the boundary of Guatemala,
and it is believed to be in an active state
of eruption.

WasHINGTON, Oct. 30.~In a telegram
to the State Department Consul-General
James (. MeNally, at Guatemala Cty,
says that the eruption of the voleano at
Santa Maria, adjoining Quezaltenango,
continues. That city is covered with six
inches of volcanic matter, and rich coffee
plantations on the coast side are buried
under seven feet of sand and ashes from
the volcano. The detonations are heard
in the capital, and there are frequent earth-
quakes. Another eruption is reported
in the Department of Tombador. Much
