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Good Government.

A hlagt of fresh alr blew into this town
yesterday, from Tammany Hall. It was
announced, in the name of Mr. CHARLES
F. Mureny, leader, that the Aldermen
in allegiance to Tammany, who now
happen to constitute the majority of
the Board, would tear away the barrier
raised against the Pennsylvania tunnel
project by certain fanatical labor lead-
ers and their subject officials, and
vote for the franchise which the Penn-
sylvania company avers to be necessary
to its undertaking of the work.

Besides the value of this policy to New
York city, it is Interesting in the view it
indicates of the labor question.
many Hall is the greatest labor leader in
the country. Its immense majority is
made up principally of the votes of la-
boring men, most of whom are enrolled
or identitied with gome labor organiza-
tion. Tammany, however, knows that
laboring men are not all fools; and it is
not itself fool enough to imagine that
any party can prosper on the platform of
subordinating the town's every great
interest to the rule-or-ruin policy which
the professional agitators have sought
to enforce in the cuse of the proposed
Pennsylvania tunnel.

Lady Henry Somerset’'s Observation,

Lady HENREY SOMERSET is reported to
have remarked as she was about to re-
turn to England, on Wednesday, that
during her month's vizit to the United

States her chief surprise had been at |

the “ general gobriety of the American

people,” and she attributed to it their |

“ greater alertness and energy,” as com-
pared with the obviously more intemper-
ate people of her own country,
Inasmuch as her associations here had
been almost wholly with women active
in the temperance movement, among
whom she is herself one of the most con-
spicuous figures, her opportunities for
observation as to popular habits may
be said to have been partial and closely
limited; but the conclusion she reached

is confirmed by statistics of the coms- |
parative consumption of aleoholie stim- |

ulants in this country and England. Her
observation as to the greater prevalence
of sobriety here is confirmed also by
travellers generally, in coming from
the one to the other country. The ap=
palling degradation due to gross intems-
perance g0 observable in Liverpool and
London and the great towns of England
and Scotland generally does not force
itself on even the casual attention in
America. Rags and tatters and reeling
drunkenness of men and wornen, so fre-
quently seen there, are here almost un-
known. New York may be open to
many accusations because of its deficien«
cies and demeritz, due chiefly to its still
pioneer state of development, but it is
notable among the capitals of the world
for its comparative freedom from loath-
some and dehumanizing intoxication.

A thoroughly drunken man is rarely
encountered in the streets of New York
and a drunken woman o rarely that her
appearance gives a shock of surprise to
the observers, So far as the outside
is concerned, the liguor shops are almost
universally decent and orderly. In the
vast majority of them the consumption
is of lager beer go mild in its intoxicating
potency that English brewers look on
it as “ mereslops.” Of the * gin palaces,”
go frequent and conspicuous in English
cities, we have practically none. Women
of decent associations are numerous cys-
tomers of such places in England at all
hours, vyving with the most inveterate
of men topers in their craving for gin,
but here women are never encountered
at liquor bars, though, possibly, repre-
sentatives of the more dissolute among
them may be found in the seclusion of a
back room at the * family entrance * of
a corner saloon,

Lady HENRY SOMERSET'S suggestion
that the greater alertness and energy
of the American people are due to this

greater sobricty has very much of truth |

in it. But the sobriety is both a cause
and a consequence of the requirement for
those qualities in the workers under the
American industrial system and the
whole system of American enterprise,
Only a sober man can keep up the pace;
the intemperate is sure to fall by the
way. Accordingly, prudence in alco-
holic and other artificial and reacting
stimulation is enforced here to a greater
degree than anywhere else in the world,
A man finds out that he must keep all
his wits about him if he expects to run
with the machine.
solute requisite in the mechanic, and
throughout all trade intemperance acts
as an insuperable bar to progress,  Fx-
actly how great a part of business fail-
ures are due to habits of intemperate
indulgence, directly or indirectly, may
not be determinable, but it is, undoubt-
edly, a very great, probably the major
part. Such habits at once bring a man
under suspicion and affect his credit in-
Jurionsly.

We give all honor to the good women

their moral suasion has been potent to
that end. But the great temperance
movement of the present generation has
received it< impulse from the common
sense of men.

They have found out that
they cannot afferd to get drunk,
coincident!y, social intolerance of drunke-
einess has increased. It is looked on

The other day a number of Chicago
schoolteachers expressed their desire to

But That Can He Remedied—Delay Two
Months ~Footbridges Being Removed,
Engineer O. F. Nichols, who is superin-

tending the construetion of the East River

Bridge, sent his report on the damage done

by Monday night's fire to Commissioner

Lindenthal yesterday. Mr. Nichols at-

tempts no money estimate of the damage,

but confines his report to a deseription of
the injury to the structure. He says the
work has been set back about two mont hs,
but the wreckage will all be cleared away

A travelling platform  will be rigged

to take to either shore the twisted wreckage

now suspended from the cables. In this
way none of it will be thrown intothe river,
thus endangering traffic

The wedge blocks holding the cable
raddles on the Manhattan tower have ell
slipped forward, thus allowing the cables

strain of the small cables supporting the
footbridges.  The blocks about the three
southern cables have moved forward nine
inches, while those about the northern-
most have slipped out of place five inches,
but this can be casily repaired, the report

JEWS APPEAL TO FRANCE.

Ask Her to Join With Us In Demanding
Justice for Them In Roumania,

The American Hebrew will print to-day
a petition which the Central Committee of
the Alliance Israelite Universelle in Paris
has addressed to the French Government
as a direct result of Secretary Hay's note
to the signatories of the Borlin congress
in belalf of the Roumanian Jews.

The petition, which s sent to M. Del-
cassé, the French Minister of Foreizn Af-
fairs, appeals to him to see that Article 44
of the Berlin Treaty of 1878, demanding that
the Jews in Roumania have the rights of
citizenship, is enforced. This clause, wlich
France inscrted, has beon  violated ever
since the treaty was signed, says the peti-
tion of the alliance

The new law arranged for the naturaliza-
tlon of foreigners, which was to be secured
by a special decree in each individual case,
and that only Roumanians, boru or natur-
alized, should hold real estate. This be-

Practically  all  the applica-
tions for naturalization received from Jews
are ignored by the Roumanian Govern-
ment

The petitioners then say:

Roumanian Jews are thus to-dav still
foreigners in the land in which thay sre born,
in spite of thelr participation in all public
burdens, especially that of military servies,
loyally f-llt‘HI--li on many battletlelds  Rou-
mania has devised special legislation against
them, seeking their physical and moral ruin
Laws Lave been framed to exclude them
from trade und industries, from public service,
from following the tine arts, excloding them
from schools, from the communities, and
even driving them from the Houmanian
territory

To mitigate the misery, the Alliance opened
up a subscription with the results of which
it established publie kitehens for the organ-
ized relief of the unfortunate.  For neariy
two years it has been compelled to provide
these thousands of unfortunates with the
very nocessaries of life, Thosoe who were
able left the country. The more fortunate
suceseded in reaching the United States
In 1602 more than 10,000 Ronmanian Jews
left their nutive lind. It may be safely
estimated that out of a community of 250,000
souls, fully three-fourths ean find no other
relief but in emigration

The Hepublie of the United States has
not only extended to them a noble hospitality,
but has drawn the attention of the Furopean
Powers to the infraction of the Borlin Treaty
The French Republie took san important
share in the Berlin eangress, which bequeathied
whe erviancipation of the peoples of the Balkan
peuinsula. Do you not think, sir, that it (s
the duty of the Government of the Eepublie
to live up to these traditions and see to the
carrving out of the provisions and stipula-
tions to which it appended {ts official signae
ture in that year?
