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MINERS' WITNESS CONFUTED.

RBV. MR. ROBERTS DISCREDITED
BY HIS OWN WRITINGS.

Admitted In His Book on Mining and In
Various Newspaper Articies He Has
Written That Violence and the Doy cott
Were the Chief Weapons of the Strikers
—Sald When Children Under Twelve
Were Employed Their Parents Were Per-
Jurers—Admitted 11l Treatment of Non.
Unlon Men—Didn't Approve Calling Out
thie Steam Men—The Operators Pleased.

ScRANTON, Pa., Nov. 20.-- Whatever hopes
the coal miners may have cherished that
the evidenoe of their mining expert, the
Rev. Peter Roberts, would be of great
benefit t» them before the anthracite strike
oommission was dissipated to-dny when
the counsel for the operators on cross-
examination, by reading from the book
written by Mr. Roberts and by reference
to articles that he wrote for recent editions
of the Outlook on the strike situation and
oonditions, forced him to flatly contradiot
himself. This contradiction was to the
extent that it showed that Mr. Roberts
either testified falsely when on the witness
stand on Wednesday or else the articles
that he printed in his book or in the Outlook
were inacourate or misleading

The operators and their counsel were
highly elated over the Roberts fiaseo and
it is intimated that they expect to pick to
pleces just as thoroughly other witnesses
upon whom the miners are relying.

The redirect examination of Dr, Roberts
was interrupted this afternoon to enable
Mr. Darrow to examine phvsiclans who
had been summoned to testify and who
were anxious to get away, Three were
called to the stand during the afternoon
and examined and cross-examined as to
the diseaces to which miners are subject,
chronie and otherwise, and the alleged
unhealthy nature of the voecation,

The cross-examination of Dr. Roberts
by Mr. Wolverton during the morning
war aimed at foreing him to show the con-
tradictions between his testimony and
articles that he has written, and to induee
him to declare that a uniform wage scale,
or & ton system of payment, is imprac-
ticabla. Mr. Wolverton took up the matter
of the allowanco that the companies make
to the miner when the latter, In driving a
gANgWAY or breast, come to material that
has to be removed and whioh was not con-
templated in the arrangement originally
made between the miner and the foreman
The question was whether the allowanoe
was not enough to enable the miner to make
a fair day's pay

The witness said that the rule {s that a
sufficient allowance shall be made, in a
case of the kind, bu' in many collieries
the men do not get the allowance. They
make frequent complaints regarding this
The witness admitied that every miner
likes his allowance and generally thinks
that he does not get enough,

THE ADJUSTMENT OF WAGES

The witness was asked how he wonld
arrive at an advance of wages of 20 per
cent, in view of the statement in his hook
that conditions in the mines vary so much
that contracts are continnally changed
from month to month. One month the
miner may get $1.50 a yvard and the next
month, owing to changed conditions, $2
a vard. Upon what basis would he add
& 20 per cent. advance to agresments of
this kind?

The witness answered that he under-
stood that in all the mines of the g uthemn
coal flelds there is a certain fixed rate paid
to miners and he did not gee why 20 per
cent. could not be added to this just the
game as to any other kind of labhor. The
witness went on to admit that there wope
conditions that varied so much that they
could only be adjusted hy an agreement
between the miners and the ecompanies,
but he thought that where conditions were
uniform thers could be paid a uniform
scale, He said that he knew of fair men
among the operators and he knew the
other kind.

According to Dr. Roberts the complaints
that led to the calling of the recent long
strike at Hazleton came mainly from the
northern field, The men in the southem
field differad. Some said that there were
grievances, others said that there were
none, but all said that they would stand by
their brethren., The witness said that
he understood that there were dissensions
among the Mine Workers  themselves,
between the miners and the helpers. The
helper =aid that the miner left him at an
unreasonable hour and imposed upon him
the whole of the labor,

An extract was read from an art icle
that Dr. Roberts had written for the Yale
Review. In this Dr. Roberts spoke of the
fact that the laborers were attempting
to form an irdependent organization
The witness said that he had since learned
that the men interested in this were non-
union.

The witness was asked why {t was if
the wages were better in the bituminous
region as had been said that the miners
who went to the soft coal region to ohtain
employment returned here as soon as work
was resumed at the mines, The witress
thought that it was because of social and
home ties. Asked if the business of mining
was not made hazard us unnecessarily
and if & majority of the accidents were
not due to carelessness on the part of the
employee the witness sald that that was
the opinion of the inspectors, but that the
business was hazardous, In this connec-
tlon the witness said that the inspectors

nerally had to rely upon tha foreman

or their facts and the foremen were blass d
in favor of the operators for whom they
worked. Many of the accidents were
witneased by no one and no one could say
Just what the exart cause was.

BOLDIER DISORIMINATED AGAINST.

Mr. Wolverton here read an extract
from an article that the witness had written
for the Outlook. In this article Dr. Roberts
said that when a member of the Thirteenth
Regiment went to work in one of the Lack-
awanna collieries a committee of the union
went to the foreman and asked him to dis-

charge the man. When the foreman re-
m.mﬂo do so the men went out on strike.

In another region, Mr. Roberta said, if a
miner does not lonr to the union the driver
boys will not give him any cars. In one

instance a driver boy refused to take cars
to a miner who was old enough to be his
grandfather, and told the miner he was a
non-union man and that he could take his
tools out, for he would not bring any cars
to him. The miner called the foreman's
attention to the matter, and the foreman
told the boy that he might as well give the
boy the management of the mine and he
would quit.

Mr. Wolverton then read a statement
from Mr. Roberts's book, that the United
Mine Workers of America is an oath-hound
organization, and he asked if it was true
The witness answered that Mitchell said
that it waa not, “and he knows more ahout
it than I do."

THE REIGN OF TERROR,

Mr. Wolverton, after referring to the
testimony of Mr. Roberts that the out-
rages in the coal regions were much ex-
aggerated, read n gtatement from an article
that Dr. Roberts had printed in the Outlook,
in which he said that a condition of savagery
prevailed in the anthracite region and
that the Slava had no more feeling in their
breasta than the worst of the beasta in
the foreats; that they had determined to
mark every non-union man by clipping
his ears, and that certain parta of the an-
thracite coal finld were subject to a reign
of terror; that the spirit of lawlessness
ran riot and before it all feelings of humanity
had been wirf-d away; that sirect cars
had been held up and persons in them
beaten and injured; that men had placed

under the porch of @ non-unlon

man'’s house when his wife lay in the house
in a very critical condition; that the out-
rages, especially the dynamiting, so an-
gered one of the priests that he declared
that the union was responsible for the
murder of the unborn; that when the fire-
men and pump runners  desertad their
posts it meant destruction of the ooal
property.

“I want to read you something you wrote
in your cooler moments, when you were not
employved Ly the unfon,” said Mr. Wolver-
ton. He read at length an arraignment of
the union for believing it could foree wages
up bevond the limit, showing that the mine
workers now enjoy their conditions hecause
society had determined that coal is useful,
but if the price of coal was foreced upward
then society might determine to use soft
coal.  He went on totell in his article the
diserimination of union men against non-
union workers in refusing to uu;lvply oars
and of working with them, and said the bovs
who went on strike after one had been dis-
charged wore laaded as heroes and held up
a= types of the Lest mavhood.  Instance
after instanee of union diserimination in and
out of the mines against the merchants and
others end of boveott cases were read from
Mr. Robertsg’'s book. Those showed that
boveott and violence were the chief weapons
of the union men, particularly of the for-
elgners

ANGLO-SAXOYS KNOW HOW TO SLUG.

One sentenoy was, “Anglo-saxons know
how 1o slug a seaby, but the foreigners know
how to shoot a scah."”

“With such an eloment formming a large
peroentage of the mining population there
will be, it is feared, inthe event of a struggle
riot and hloodshed," was another sentence,

Dr. Roberts said about 45 per cent. of the
population of the coal flelds arve slavs

“Now," =aid Mr. Wolverton, “would you
countenance an organization that is gov-
erned by these men?”’

“It is not governed by these,' sald Dr.
Roberts,

Other articles were read glving many
instances of violenee, He denounoed these
in unmeasured terms at length, He also
went on to denounee in the same article the
effort to destroy the mines by \‘.t”ill‘ out
the steamn men and he then admitted—
on the witness stand —' I do beliove the call-
ing ont of the engineers was a mistake "

Mr. Roberts was so worked up by this
arraignment that he followed it by a speech
in which he pleaded for the mine workers.
He then appealed to the commission asking
if it was relevant to admit it. Chairman
Gray held that it was snd =aid that the
attornev for the mine workers was not
objecting

Mr. Wolverton showed, part in eroes-
examination and part in statement, that
there were as good, and bettor, schiool facili-
ties in the coal region as in other parts
of the State. Inconcluding his eross-ex-
amination Mr. Wolverton said

You have written a very interesting
book and we thank you for it "

Attorney Everett Warren, of the Erie
company took up the cross-examination
toshow that the mine inspector is appointed
by the Governor after he has been recom-
mended by a board formed of three miners
and two mining engineers. This was to
show that the implication contained in
Mr. Mitchell's testimony that the inspec-
tors favored the operators was unfounded
Mr. Warren then went on to show
many of the accidents in the mines are due
to carelessness, as previously covered in
the Rev, Mr. Roberts's testimony

The witness said the outrages were perpe-
trated by desperadoes who were not mem-
bers of the union, The witness stood by
his statement that newspaper reports of
outrages in the coal fields were exageerated

The witness went on to ask if capital as
well as labor was not responsible for the
outrages. When you have a hungry man
he i= & dangerous being, and he had seen
men in the coal fields weep for the want of
Qood, and children cold for the want of
clothing

“No such hunger has ever been known
in the United States as has existed during
this strike,” he sald,

Several attorneys asked questions  of
Mr. Roberts just before adjournment for
luncheon relative to details of his testi-
mony. A number of these quesiions re-
lated (o the employment of children about
the mines, The witness said he never
sought to prosecuts offenders against the
StAt Utes, {6 said if he had done it the
costs would undoubtedly have been placed
upon him,

MINERS CAUSE ACCIDENTS.

After luncheon Mr. Wilcox read more
extracts from Dr. Roberts's book. In one
of these guotations it was set forth that
the hvurey of the miners to leave the mines
wis one of the most prolific sourees of ac-
cidents, The miner in cases where rock
Wi
hole and prepares the charge. Then he goes
hote and leaves the firing of the charge
to the laborer

Another article written by the witness
referredd to a parade of the mine workers
in which there were children under 12
vears of age. Dr. Roberts wrote that the
coal companies required from parents that
their rlnﬁnlr--n should be more than 12
vears old and that the number of children
under 12 i the parade represented the
number of perjurers there were among
the parents

In response to a question by Commissioner
Parker the witness sald that the pay of
about 5 per cent, of the children employed
about the mines was necessary for the sup-
port of families.

Dr. Roberts was then withdrawn for the
time being and the three phyeicians called
to the stand. L

HEALTH OF THE MINERS

They were Dr. John O'Malley of Seran-
ton, Dr. Frank P, Lenahan of Wilkes-Barre
and Dr. R. H. Gibbons of Seranton. Dr,
O'Malley said that he had practised in a
mlninsﬁ community for nineteen years,
The diseases prevalent among miners
were miners' asthma, catarrh, consump-
tion, rheumatisin and unnatural condition
of the blood. He had known of a good
many cases of tyvphoid fever and pneu-
mon among them, Miners' asthma,
which was frequently met with, was due
to the inhalation of powder smoke, coanl
dust and vitiated air. The mucous mem-
brane of the lungs became saturated with
coal dust that acted as an irritant and
caused muscular contraction of the lungs.,
The attacks at times seemed very severe
Post mortems showed that the lungs be-
come as black as anthracite coal and after
men leave the mines they cough up coal
dust from their lungs for years. The fatality
of the disease is small, but this disease
superinduces others far more dangerous,

theumatism is common among the miners
due to the fact that they so often expose
themselves and are compelled to work
in water, Whooping cough may have
the form of true asthma, the witness said,
in answer to a question when cross-ex-
amined by James H. Torrey of the Dela-
ware and Hudson Company. Mr. Torrey
wanted to know if asthma had not the eflect
of warding off consumption. Dr. O'Malley
denied this,

Mr. Torrey attacked the etatements
that the miners are compelled to breathe
vitiated air, saying that the air currents
provided by the fans prevented this, but
the doctor stood by his first statement.

Dr. lenahan of Wilkes-Barre, connected
with two hospitals there, examined by
John H. Shea, corroborated Dr. O'Malley
with regard to the diseases of miners and
the cases of asthma among them. Anemia
causes the miner to have less resistance
to discase, he said, and that i the reason
why he is more subject to pneumonia and
lyrhnid. &o., )

)r. Lenahan gave some statistios showing
how little the mining companies contribute
toward the support of the hospitals in
Wilkes-Barre, He was succeeded by Dy
R. H. Gibbons of this eity who had been only
asked a fow e stions when the court ad-
Journed for the night,

A question asked by Commissioner Wright
as to the average of fatelities among the
miners would indicate that the commis-
slon | not take aa & fact the asser-
tion that it is not as dan us a call-
ingas rajlroading.  Unless the invaetigation
progresses more rapidly than it has been
doing there are indications that the som-
mission will still be in session here up to
Christmas.

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WILL 0PPOSE UNION TYRANNY.

BUSINESS MEN OF SCHENECTADY
ARE AROUSED.

An Assoclation to Be Formed to Protect
Business Interests of the 1ty From
Further Assaults by  Irresponsible
Labor Leaders-Boycott a Fallure.

SCHENECTADY, N. Y., Nov. 20-There
is a movement on foot among prominent
citizens here to take steps to proteet the
business interests of the city against further
radical and ill timed assaults by irresponsible
labor leaders. The matter took its most
definite shape last evening, when a meeting
of some thirty of the most prominent eiti-
zens was held to discuss ways and means
by which such preposterous actions as
that recently taken by the Trades Assembly,
in ordering a boycott on the local trolley
roads, will be renderad ineffectual in the
future

The Rev. Dr. Andrew V. V. Raymond
president of Union college, presided at
the meeting It was decided to form an
association  whose main purpose will be
to in the most practical manner
possible the tyranny which is now exer-
cised, or sought 10 be exercised, by the
Trades Assembly over all classes of citizens
in this town. The plans of the association
will be perfected at the next meeting,
which will be held in a few days.

There iy no doubt that these representa-
tive men are in earnest in their efforts
to protect the business interests of the
city from further assaults. They feel
that the ecity's reputation for stability
and good order has received a severe blow,
and they propose to remedy the evil as
far as lies In their power. They say that
if a movement of this kind is not perfected
the future of the city will be ruined. Al-
ready it has gone to the four quarters of
the globe that Sehenectady s now domin-
ated by radical unionism and the efiect
of this advertsing 18 sure to react upon
the prosperity of the town

This = the fourth day of the Loyeott
of the trolley roads here and there is no-
where evidence of the existence of the
ombargo, Nearly the same  proportion
of workingmen and working women ride
on the cars toand from their work as were
wont to ride before the boycott was de-
clared. The leaders of the movement
have “nothing to sav.” They do not care to
discnss the sitnation

A pretty fair idea of the feeling of the
workingmen themselves an the subject of
the boycott may be had from the action
of tho local typographical union, No. 147,
which held a special meeting this evening
and adopted resolutions denouncing the
boyeott and deprecating the action of the
Trades Assembly indeclaring it.  The meet-
ing was largely atiended, more than two-
thirds of the members heing present, and
the following resolutions  were adopted
with only three dissenting votes

“O'Brien told me,” said Potter to-night,
“that he had quit his job rather than be
oxpelled by his union,  He thought it
might smooth matters over by doing this
For my part, I think he was foolish, He
might better have done as | did and let
the union expel him

COAL. STRIKERS GO BACK.

Pardee & Co.'s Men Come to Terms - Coxe's
Men Still O,

Hasteton, Pa, Nov. 200 The difficulty
that existed at the Cranberry and Crystal
Ridge collieries of A Pardee & Co. becaus
of the refusal of the men to sign an agree-
ment not to interfere with non-union hands
was settled to-day. Pump runners, engi-
neers, firemen and blacksmiths went back
this morning. Instead of being obliged to
sign the original agreement as individuals
each man =signed the following

“We, the tormer employees of A, Pardee
& Co. do hereby appoint Peter Flanigan,
James l‘{u‘hx Jacob Anthony and Henry
Diehl with full power and authority from
us and for us to «ign the agreement.”

The agreement referred to provides that
the strikers shall not interfere with non-
union workmen while on the company's
prn«ml“!,\‘v

The striking employees of Coxe Bros.
& Co rejected the proposition of Supt
Smith this afternoon and will continue on
strike. The answer of the company says
that eight of the striking emplovees will not
be reinstated under any conditions for
reasons set forth at length.

Acquitted of Coal Strike Murder.

PorrsviLLE, Pa., Nov. 20.—Joseph Pale-
wicz, the Shenandcah merchant who has
been on trial here two weeks for the murder
of Doputy Sheriff Joseph Beddall, was ac-
quitted this »w-ninql. This was the most im-
portant case tried in Schuylkill county for
rears, as several other murder cases and a
arge number of indictments for rioting
during the recent strike were dependent on
the outcome.

Vein of Hard Coal Discovered Near
Schoharie,

AMBTERDAM, N. Y., Nov. 20.—8choharie
and Middleburg are excited over the dis-
covery of a vein of hard coal. The discov-
ery was made by a farmer while ploughing,
No samples of the coal have been deposited
at the State Geologist. The farm where
the discovery was made is not far from
the Schoharie and Middleburg Railroad,

EXONERATION FOR GOMPERS.

Federation of Labor Acquits Him of Treach-
ery to the Steel Workers.

NEwW ORLEANS, La., Nov. 20.-—~At the con-
vention of the Federation of Labor the
committee appointed to investigate the
Shaffer charge that President Gompers
had Leen untrue to the cause of union labor
in the Pittsburg steel strike, unanimously
exonerated him. Mr. Shaffer refused to
testify against Gompers and declared
that he had never consented to the in-
troduction of the resolutions demanding
an investigation, He placed the whole
responsibility *on Delegate Sheridan, who
introduced them, and who, he said, violated
secrets of the steel workers' convention,

Mr. Shaffer says that in this secret meeting
he had called Mr, Gompers a liar but that
he had never impugned his devotipn to
cause of union s or and,sheri-

S TR -y

dan, who are both candidates for president
of the Steel Workers' Union, indulged in an
angry debate after the committee, finding
that there was no evidence against Gowm-
rs, dismissed the charges. The report
illed the opposition to Gompers's re-
election.

The Committee on Resolutions introduced
an unfavorable report on the various So-
cialist resolutions in favor of the public
ownership of production and distribution,
and declaring that all labor men in the
country should make use of the ballot to
accomplish this result. The report of the
committee declared that while the work-
ing men are in close relationship with the

raat body of the Socialists in their efforts
or the betterment of mankind, all that is
neaded in the way of improvement can be
accomplished through trades unionism.

WALKING DELEGATE A (CZAR.
Must Be Obeyedd, Says a Workman, No Mat-
ter What Happens.

Work on the new annex to the Manual
Training High School at 75 Schermerhorn
street, Brooklyn, which has been inter-
rupted by the strike of the carpenters, was
resumed yesterday. The strike was the
result of a fight among union men. The
Brotherhood of Carpenters, members of
whom were working on the building, re-
fused to work with the members of the
Brotherhood of Painters.

it is alleged that the fight was brought
about by the Brotherhood of Carpenters
deciding to affiliate with the Amalga-
mated Association of Painters, a rival
organization.

he carpenters went out on Friday last.
On Monday an attempt was made to patch
up the differences, but the men said they
could not return to work until ordered by
the walking delegate. Yesterday members
of the Amea!gamated Association of Palnters
were on the job and the carpenters returned
to work,

Several hundred pupils of the school are
now attending half-time session, walting
for the completion of the annex.

Members of both unions said yesterday
that they knew of no reason for the strike.

OPPOSE VANDERRBILT STRIKE.

Even Some Labor Delegates Think It Silly
~It's the Limit, Architect Says.

The farcical sympathetic strike at the
residence of George W. Vanderbilt at Fifty-
first street and Fifth avenus does not meet
with the approval of many of the labor
delegates whose unions are not vet, hut
may be  later, involved in the trouble,
They denounced the strike yesterday as
unmeaning and ridiculous and likely to
do harm to the building trades unions,
A number of unions will withhold sympathy
from the present series of strikes unless
a more tangible reason s given for them.

Some of the mechanies ordered on strike
at the Vanderbilt residence were com-
plaining bitterly yesterday of the useless-
ness of the strike. Richard H. Hunt of
Hunt & Hunt, architects for Mr, Vanderbilt,
said

“Of all the preposterous strikea ordered
by the building trades this is the limit,
The Amalgamated Painters' Society has
not even official knowledge that Baumgar-
ten & Co. have the contract for painting
and decorating. As to the strike to be
ordered at Mr. Schwab's residence, it is
unworthy of serious consideration ”

The merican  Federation of Labor,
which is now in convention at New Or-
leans, is to take up the quarrel of the two
painters' unions.  About six months ago
the federation tried to end the quarrel,
but could accomplish nothing

The Interior Decorators and Cabinet
Malers' Association, which eamploys mem-
bers of the Brotherhood of Painters, will
make a statement regarding the situation
to-day.

GIVES LIFE, PERHAPS, FOR DOLILS

Tot Rushes Under Trolley Car Which

Endangers Life of “‘Baby.”

MamaroNECK, N. Y., Nov. 20— While
trying to rescue her doll from the tracks
of the New York and Stamford Railway,
in this town, this afternoon, Nellie Whipple,
the six-year-old daughter of Mr. and Mrs,
. W. Whipple, was fatally injured.

The child with a number of companions
was plaving near the tracks of the railroad
when Nellia dronped her doll.

who became hysterical,  Mrs.  Whipple,
who was standing in her front yard, saw
her child knocked down and became wild

with grief

SURE SHE IS AN ANARCHIST,

OPINION OF A POLICE OFFICIAL
REGARDING MRS. DEXHEIMER

He Finds Records of Sulecide Corresponding
With Those of Anarchists as Mene
tloned In Her Story—Captain Usher's
Precinet Contalns 1,000 Anarchists.

Two elderly men who said they were
detectives, but who explained that they
were not connected with the Hoboken
police force, loitered yesterday in the
vicinity of the home of Mrs. lLena Dex-
heimer, the German woman who confided
to her pastor that she had been a full-
fleadged Anarchist. The tenants of the
five-story double tenement in which Mrs,
Dexheimer resides with her hushband and
#ix children in Willow avenue, Hoboken,
spoke in high terms of her when the de-
tectives questioned them. They declared
that she was a truthful woman so far as
they knew, and that she was perfectly
sane and intelligent. They all said they
believed the story she had told of an an-
archistic plot hatched at a Paterson meeting
which she says she attended with a man
named Wehler, The detectives made an
effort to get some information as to the
whereabouts of Wehler, but Mrs, Dex-
heimer told them that she had been ad-
vised by her pasior, the Rev. Charles L.
Mead, to ray nothing further about An-
archists unless she was certain that the
information was to be used by the officers
of the United States Secret Service
Bureau.

“You may be newspaper reporters for
all I know,” said Mr. Dexheimer, “and
as I have been overrun with reporters
for the past two days I must decline to
talk any further to vou."

Chief of Police Donovan of Hoboken
vesterday  ordered  Detective Sergeant
Kerrigan to drop further investigation
of the case. Kerrigan returned to the
police station and handed in a report which
told in detail how he had heen assigned
to the case by Police Captain Fanning,
who, at the requert of the Rev. Mr. Mead,
had sent him to guard the woman, Chief
Donovan declared that he did not believe
the Anarchist story. He supplemented
this by saying that there was not one An-
archist residing in Hoboken

Police Captain Usher of West Hoboken
smiled broadly when he heard what Chief
Dongvan had said.

“Of course,” remarked Capt. Usher, “1
am not a police officer in Hoboken, but |
am Captain of a West Hoboken police pre-
cinet which I believe has at least a thou-
sand Anarchists living in it. 1 have had
them under surveillance ever since 1 found
that Gaetano Bresci, who assassinated the
King of Italy, resided here with his wife,
She has moved away from here and 1 be-
lieve she is now living in Pennsylvania
where I understand she is being supported
by a fund raised by the Anarchists through-
out the world. [ was told that this fund
was raised especially for the purpose of
supporting the child of Bresci, which was
born shortly after Bresci was arrested in
Italy for the murder of the Kin It is
my belief from what knowledge f[)ﬂnm'm
of Anarchists that Mrs, Dexheimer told
a truthful story. So far as her being a
visitor or friend at Mrs. Bresci's house 1
cannot say. But Mrs. Bresei had a great
many women Anarchists around her all
the time. One of these was a tall blonde
woman who now resides at Hackensack
Another was a handsome black-eyved young
woman who has resided with Mrs. Bresci
ever since Bresci went to Italy to kill the
King. It's all well enough for people 1o
make light of stories about Anarchists,
but if they knew that there are thousands
of them in New York, Brooklyn, Hoboken
and Paterson they would not econsider it
surprising for a woman Anarchist who
had joined a chvreh to get up at a Methiodist
meeting and in her religious enthusiasm
admit that =he had bwen an Anarchist for
almost twenty vears, "

A police oticlal wno has taken the trouble
to see whether he could verify the story
told by Mrs. Dexheimer said

“I thoroughly believe the woman's story
In the first place she said she had goae to
her pastor a vear ago and turted over
threatening letters which she had received
Her pastor says this is true, and that he
turned copies of the letters over to the
Secret Service men. H: adds that  she
furnished to Lim a copy of the Anarchists’'
secret code. Now how could that woman
ot possession of the code unless she was
an Anarchist? So far her story is verified
Now she says that a mesting of Anarchists
was held in Paterson at which a plot was
hatched.  Well, at the time this plot was
supposed to have been hatched the leading
editors of the Anarchists' papers in Pater-
son were interviewad on the subject and they
took great pains to deny it. Now as to the
latter part of her story. She declared
that three Anarchists committed suicide
She said one was a man ramed Muller who
llved in Avenue B, But the newspaper
reporters who tried to get on the track of
this case failed, They seem to have come
to the conclusion that the man Muller
killad himself at his home. In trvivg to
learn Yhhl'”ll'r .""\.'I“- Yorker named Mul'er
committed suicide about  the time of
MeKinlev's death T learned that on the
dav McKinley was shot a man named Paul
Miller, who was employed as a drug clerk

“Mrs. Daxheimer tells of & woman An-
archist in Harlem named Schroeder who
committed suicide rather than becoma an
arsassin for the anarchists. On Sept. 2
last a Mrs. Schroeder poisoned herself at
her home, in East 101st steeet. When the
Coroner examined her effects he found a
trunk filled with Anarchistic documents
There was enough literature found there to

rove that she was an Anarchist. Mrs, Dex-

eimer tells of an Anarchist who, she savs,
came here to carry out an order of assas-
gination. This man, she said, committed
suicide in Europe, where ho was well known
as an Anarchist on Oct. 14 Shortl y after
MeKinley's death, an  Anarchist named
Romas, leader of a notorious Furopean
group, was arrested at Stanislavow, in
eastern Galicia. There he killed sfgendarme
and committed suicide.  But in my opinion
the best evidence of the trath of Mrs. Dox-
heimer's story s that she possessed the
Anarchists' code, which is now in possession
of the Secrot Serviee officers,  If the news-
papers }(:4-{\ on showing u_‘n the Anarchists
and their plots, anarchy will soon be a thing
of the past in the United States. "

SEPARATE CLASSES FOR CO-EDS.

Ohicago University Segregation Plan Be.
gins In January.

CH10480, Nov. 20.—Segregation of sexes is
to be started at the University of Chicago
with the beginning of the new year, just
after the Christmas vacation.

ARM BLOWN OFF BY TORPEDO.

Turbine of New Invention Started Prema-
turely, Brooklyn Man Was Hurt.

840 HARrBOR, L. I., Nov. 20.—By the ex-
plosion of a torpedo on the steamship
Barah Thorpe, in Peconic Bay, yesterday,
Chief Machinist John Walden lost his right
arm and was otherwise injured.

The Thorpe is owned by the E. W. Bliss
Manufaoturing Company of Brooklyn and
s used in testing war torpedoes. Yester-
day a new style of torpedo, said to be more
powerful than the Whitehead, was to be
tested. It is the invention of F. M. Leavitt,
a mechanical engineer, who has offices on
Broadway, New York. Mr. Leavitt was
in charge of the vessel yesterday, and
Walden, who {s chief machinist of the E. W.
Bliss company, was looking after the tor-
pedoes. The steamer left her berth here
yesterday and preceeded to the proving
ground.

On arriving there Walden made prepara-
tions to shoot a torpedo from the gun.
While a torpedo was being charged with
air the turbine engine of the torpedo started
before the eylinder left the gun. Walden
attempted to shut off the feed valve of
the alr chamber, and in doing ®o stood
directly over the racing engine. The
rear chamber of the torpedo exploded with
a tromendous report and a picce of the case
etruck Walden on the right armn, shattering
the arm and lacerating the flesh in a fright-
ful manner.

Walden's arm hung by a thread below
the elbow, and was at once amputated
The upper arm was badly lacerated and
small pleces of stee]l were imbedded in the
muscles, so that further amputation was
deemed necessary, and the arm was taken
off about four inches from the shoulder

The Thorpe was taken to her anchorage
here and Walden was taken to the American
Hotel. He was sald to-day to be doing
fairly well.

Walden resides in Brooklyn and has a
wife and four children. He is 35 vears old
and has been in the employ of the Bliss
company for two vears fore ‘l-illR with
the Bliss company he was a railroad
engineer

HURT IN GASOLENE EXPLOSION.

Six Men Badly Burned -Trouble Due to a
Leaky Torch.

Six men were seriously burned vester-
day afternoon as the result of an explosion
of gasolene on the third floor of the building
at 301 West Twent v-socond street, ocoupied
by the American Three Color Print Company

i Some of the electrie wires on the third

floor of the building have been out of order
for some time, and vesterday David Jones
of 330 East Fiftv-eighth street and Rufus
Stivers of 573 East 145th street, eleotricians,
started to fix them. Jones and Stivers
located the trouble in a dark corner of
the loft and got a gasolene torch to light
up the place

A number of the regular workmen in
the place gatherad around to wateh the
electricians and some of them were leaning
over and as close to the toreh as Jones
and Stivers when thare was a loud report,
and streaks of flame shot in every direction
Several of the men hegan rushing around
wildly and screaming with pain
| The exnlosion of the torch was due to a

leak in the tank some distance from the
flame. One of the electricians held the
[ toreh up against the wall and the flame
was foreed back so that the leaking gaso-
lene caught fire and the explosion followed

Jones and  Stivers  sustained  paic £l
burns but were not so badly injured as
some of the others. The others, who wore
