THE NAVAL WAR GAMES.

SEARCH OR SCOUTING PROBLEM
FIRST ON PROGRAMME.

The White Fleet (South Atlantic and Furo-
pean Squadrons) Must Selze a Port In
Porto Rico and Mine the Channel Bes
fore the Arrival of the Blue Fleet.

WasHiNGTON, Dec. 4.-~The war games to
be played by the vessels of the combined
North Atlautic, South Atlantic aud Euro-
pean squadrous of the United States Navy
in the West Indies will be begun to-mnorrow.
The first of the games will be a search or
scouting problem, the programme for which
was announced by the Navy Department
this aftertoon. It will be in nearly all
respects similar to the search problem which
was carried out off the New England coast
last summer by the main force of the North
Atlautic squadron under Rear Admiral
Higginson, representing a home deferes
division, and a small crulser squadron under
Commander Pillsbury, representing a hos-
tile fleet, haviug for its object the seizure
and protection of eome unfortified harbor
on the Now England coast before the arrival
of the strouges foree under Admiral Higgin-
8on.

In the New Eugland search problem,
Commander Pillsbury was required by the
rules of the game to enter an unfortified
harbor #ix hours before the arrival of the
home defence fleet, that length of time being
deemed necessary to enable him to place
mines and carry out other measures of pro-
tection. There was a great deal of criticism
at the time of this six-hour requirement on
the ground that the period fixed was 8o lon
as to give Pillshury very little chance o
BUCCPSS

The rules for the West Indian search prob-
lein show that this criticism was effective,
as the supposed hostile squadron in the
West Indies will be regarded as having
attained success if it has worked one hour
laying mines in the port seized before the
arrival of an opposing force 30 per cent.
frv.'m-r than its own, or completes the min-
ng before the arrival of an opposing force
twioe ax powerful as ite own.

For the purpose of the West Indian
search problem the South Atlantic squad-
ror. of Rear Admiral Sumner and the Eu-
ropean squadron of Rear Admiral Crowniu-
shield hava been combined under the com-
mand of Hear Admiral Sumner and desig-
nated as the White Fleet. The vessels
of the enlarged North Atlantie squadron,
under Rear Admiral “lg‘]ﬁns«n. will be
known as the Elue Fleet he White Fleet
will represent an advanced detachment of an
enemy whose object is to recure a baeo
in Porto Rican waters between, in and
including Mayaguez on the west, and Great
Harbor, Culebra Island, on the east,

On the afternoon of Dec. 8, the Blue
Fleet is supposed to learn that one of its
soouts sighted the White Fleet on Dec. 2
in latitude 15 deg. north, longitude 45 deg.
west, a position about nine hundred miles
to the eastward of Barbadoes. The White
Fleet must mine the main ship channel of
the port seized before 8 P. M., Dec. 10, at
which time the problem will end.

Higgina of 138 West Sixteenth street,

Ihe five thought it was a joke at Mrst,
but found it wasn't and on the advice of
Tracy, who is & law student, got into the
patrol wagon. At Headquarters they were
lined up before Sergt. Manion. Duggan
and Kinsler explained that the five were
“Western crooks” and had been arrested
as SUEPICIOUR Persons,

Manion called the detectives aside and
after a whispered conversation Duggan
walked over to the prisoners and said

“Gentlemen, you are discharged. We
have made a mistake and we are very
sorry for it and 1 wish to apologize.”

The Ave men started back to the res-
taurant with Duggan following and apolo-
glzing ut every satep.

FLED FROM ANGRY WOMEN.

Faetory Hands Accuse and (hiase From
Town Thelr Foreman,

VinrLasp, N J., Dec. 4.- With a crowd

of irate women at his heels, J
made his exit from Vineland yesterday
at a record-breaking clip. In a most

dramatic and sensational manner Hitehin
was openly charged with attempting to
outrage a fourteen-yvear-old girl. Hitchin
is about 85 vears old and good-looking.
He was, until his sudden departure, fore-
man of the Dix Wrapper Manufactory hero
and was regarded as a "dandy lady's man."”

When Hitchin reached the Dix factory
vesterday morning all the women employed
there at once left their work and congre-
gated in one corner of the building. All
the employees of the establishment are
women. The general movement had, to
Hitchin, the appearance of a strike, so
he ordered them back to their machines,

“Mr. Hitchin, these women say they
will never work here again while you are
foreman,” spoke up Mrs. Henderson, an
assistant forewoman, as she stepped out
into the middle of the room. “Maudie
Bellamy, come out here and face this man
Hitchin and repeat your charge against
him, Tell the truth and exactly what
he did to you.”

Now, Maudie Bellamy, aged 14 years,
in a strikingly pretty maiden: so pretty,
in fact, that she recently won the prize
awarded to the most beautiful girl in the
city by a theatrical company

Miss Bellamy told her story how Hitchin
had on some pretext detained her one night
until all the other hands had gone home
and then attempted to felonfously assault
her in the cloak room.

Hitchin retreated, saving nothing re-
garding the charge against him. As he
went out of the door some of the women
made a rush for him, shouting 'Stop him!
Stop the brute! Don't let him escape.

Hitchin ran to his boarding house, quickly
&ot his belongings together and hurried
to the railroad station, reachiug it just in
time to catch an outgoing train. Some of
the women followed hfm even to the depot.

Hitchin had just rented a fine house
here, preparatory to his approaching mar-
riage to a young woman living in Brooklya,
The wedding is said to be st for Jan. 2.

DRAWN UNWITTINGLY INTO DIS-
CUSSION OF APOSTASY.

Quickly came
4 query from a delegate as to why a
religious body like the council should
study the life of Mendelssohn, & musician.

“Because,” answered the Chair, “of the
very fact that well-knovn women like
you are not aware that Moses Mendelssohn
was not merely a mueician.” Gradually
the question became one of Judaism as op-
posed to other doctrines. Then Misa Sadfe
American of New York came to the rescue
and rose to beg that the convention would
remember that “the eyes of the entire
country are upon you and the press is with
you, and I must ask you not to put your-
selves on record as having di d apos-
tasy. 1 am heartily sorry that the mem-
bers have gone so far with it; I can ounly ask
them not to go further.”

Rabbis Rubenstein and Rosenau and Dr.
Alcis Kaiser were drawn into the argu-
ment and spoke earmestly for their re-
ligion. Dr. Rybenstein sounded a ring-
ing note of warning to the Council that
in its enthusiasm it would do well to re-
member that mere intellect is not neces-
sarily religion, and he could not see where
the council had very greatly benefited the
Synagogue,

Dr. Alois Kaiser spoke of *An emotional
slde being as much needed as an intel-
leetual one. Home religion i8 not suf-
ficiently developed, and it should be given
your atteation, for on it depends the fate
of the synagogue.”

Dr. Roseniau announced that “the power
and strength of the council Lies In it bring-
ing together on the grounds of common
interest of Jewish people of all degrees
of religious bellef, the couservative and
the radical.”

Mr. Bernstein of Cineinnatl gave a re-
port on the work of his local section. This
eyvoning a reception was given to the dele-

atog and visltors in the parlors of the
