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The Cltadel.

The banquet to Mr. Justice HARLAN
came in good time to emphasize the
meaning of the Supreme Court of the
United States as a coordinate depart-
ment of the Government.

What could be finer, what could be
truer, what could be more illuminating
than Judge HARLAN'S percration?

“1f our Institutions sbould be assalled and over
thrown, no matter by whom or In what way , whether
by arbitraryypower, by corruption or by lawiess
ness, the last citadel to be taken by the assallants
will be our imeomparsble judiclal organization ’

When was the principal function of
our highest court ever described better
than in Sepnator HOAR'S brief character-
ization of it as * the great tribunal which
keeps the forces of State and nation alike
within their appointed bounds?”

* Within their appointed bounds.”
These words ought to make an impres-
sion upon the mind of Mr. Justice HAR-
LAN'S newest associate, Mr. Justice
HoLMmes of Massachusetts, who only
last week announced that he held a rad-
ically different understanding of his busi-
ness on the bench. He said:

“ 1 have cons'dered the present tendencles and
desires of soclety and have tried to realize that Iis
different portions want different things, and that
my business was to express not my pouolul wish,
but the resultant, as nearly as | could guess, of
the pressure of the past and the conflicting wills
of the preseny.”

In the sew atmosphere surrounding
him, and with the example of his eminent
associates constantly before him, it is
to be hoped that Mr. Justice HOLMES
will learn in due time that it is his busi-
neas on the Supreme bench neither to
pronounce judgment according to his
personal wishes, nor to guess at the re-
sultant between established law and
conflicting sociological theories; but to
help to keep the forces of State and nation
alike within their appointed bounds

In other words, the bugle call about
which Judge HoLMES talked so eloquently
and 8o strenuously at Boston summoned
him for defence and not for assault. His
Constitutional duty is to help hold the
citadel, not to attack it or to attempt to
reconstruct it in any manner

Condition of Business in Our Courts.

On April 10, 1902, the Legislature of
this State enacted a statute which pro-
vided that within thirty days after the
act took effect the Governor should ap-
point a commission of seven persons “ to
examine into the condition of the business
and the transaction thereof of the courts
in the counties of New York and Kings,
in the First and Second Judielml dis-
tricts in the State 6T New York, and into
the cause for any delay that may exist
in the trial and disposition of cases
and proceedings in the courts exercis-
ing jurisdiction within such limits * The
Commissioners were further authorized
to suggest such measures of legislation
as might in their judgment tend to ex-
pedite the trial and disposition of legal
business before the courts. The com-
mission was directed to make a final
report to the Governor for transmission
to the Legislature on or before Dec. 31,
1902, and to submit with its report such
bill or bills as might be deemed necessary
to carry its recommendations into effect.
The employment of counsel was pro-
vided for in the act and a sum not ex-
ceeding $10,000 was appropriated for the
expenses of the commission.

In the exercise of the power conferred
uponn him by this statute, Governor
ODELL récently appointed the following
persons to be members of the commis-
sion: WHEELER H. PECKHAM, EDMUND
WETMORE, LAWRENCE GODKIN, EDWARD
LAUTERBACH, ROBERT E. DEYO, HORATIO
C. KiNg and A. BartoNn HEPBURN in
place of WiLLIaM F. KiNG, who declined
appointment.

Since these appointments were an-
pounwed it has been suggested that the
failute to appoint the Commissioners
within thirty days may defeat the ap-
propriation for the expenses of the in-
quiry, and, furthermore, that the time
within which the commission must make
its réport is too short for a complete
and satisfactory consideration of the
subject.

Nefther of these obhjections is well
founded. The provision for the appoint-
ment*of the commission within thirty
days after the enactment of the statute
is what Jawyers call merely a directory
provision; that is to say, a failure to com-
ply with it does not invalidate appoint-
ments made after the expiration of the
prescribed period. There can be no
serious doubt that the appointments by
Governor ODELL are legal, or that the
commission can obtain the appropriation
of $10,000 or 0 much thereof as it may
need for the prosecution of its labors.
All the necessary data can be ohtained
and all witnesses who can throw any
light on the matters under investigation
can readily be examined between the
present time and the end of the vear,

As we understand it, the proposition
for the appointment of the commission
arose out of some complaint in mercan-
tile circles as to undue delay in bringing
cases to trial in the courts in this county
While we are inclined to think that in-
vestigation will show that such delay is
not attributable to any fault on the part
of the Judges, there can be no reason-
able objection to the contemplated in-
quiry, which may well result in the for-
mulation of a system for the better de-
spatch of judicial business,

In view of the experience and qualifica-
tions of the lawyers upon this commis-
sion, it is evident that they can easily do
the work assigned to them within the
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six weeks which remain for that purpose.
Their own individual knowledge and in-
formation on the subject ought to en-
able them to make a comprehensive and
valuable report without calling any wit-
nesses or taking any evidence what-
ever. Indeed, they are the very men
who might most appropriately be called
upon as witnessea to make the most
valuable suggestions on the subject if
the inquiry were being conducted by a
committee of the Legislature itself in-
stead of by a commission appointed by
the Governor under Legislative sanction.
Obviously the correct thing for them to
do is to go right to work, without asking
for any extension of time, and place in
the hands of the Governor whatever sug-
gestions they have to make before the
next meeting of the Legislature. Being
appointed for the purpose of doing away
with unnecessary delays in the adminis-
tration of justice, they should not seek
any delay themselves,

Science In Central Africa.

The British South Africa Company is
about to expend $35%0 to give the
British Association a free trip to Central
Africa, that scientific body having ac-
cepted the invitation to lold it meeting
in 1005 at"Victoria Falls on the Zambesi
River. - The South Africa company will
have a hotel ready for the occasion.

A few days over forty-eight years
ago LIVINGSTONE discovered these falls.
With his sublime faith in the future of
Africa he believed that the region there-
abouts was marked for special develop-
ment. He saw there the elements of mae-
terial progress, such as water power,
coal, abundant vegetable products, cattle
and intelligent though barbarous natives.
Let us see if his dream is coming true.

“ T hope Gon will in mercy permit me
to establish the Gospel somewhere in
this region,” he wrote from the Upper
Zambesi. This very year LEWANIKA,
the King of that country, when in Lon-
don to attend the coronation of EDwARD
VII., asked for more teachers and arti-
sans so that all of his people may learn
to read and more of them may be able
to build frame houses and work iron.

Not far from Victoria Falls, Livina-
STONE found the only indication of coal
vet revealed in tropical Africa. The
British are now preparing to mine the
coal. The railroad from Cape Town and
Buluwayo is, day by day, drawing nearer
to Vietoria Falls where the South Africa
company 18 preparing to turn the vast
water power into electricity. LIVING-
STONE was not the half-cracked enthusiast
that many persons believed him to be

England's men of science will see at
Victoria Falls one of the wonders of the
world. The broad Zambesi suddenly
seems to vanish into the bowels of the
earth. A wide crack in the hard basaltic
rock was opened, ages ago, from bank
to bank. Nowhere else is a great river
suddenly seen wholly to disappear in a
narrow, rocky chasm. At the bottom
of this deep rift in the rock the engulfed
waters emerge through a narrow gullet
on the left, which is thirty-six times nar-
rower than the river above the falls.
Any geologist would jumpat the oppor-
tunity to study this remarkable freak
of nature,

The hotel will be built for the perma-
nent convenience of all visitors to this
wonderful region. Africa is no longer
the Dark Continent,

Chicago Matrons and Maids.

The National Housewives' Association
of Chicago reports progress, but still 1
seethes with debate. The president of
the association has appointed commit-
tees to prepare the diplomas which are
to reward house servants who have
worked faithfully and efficiently for one
vear in one household. But households
are many and servants comparatively
few; and the value of the sheepskin re-
mains to be proved. The National House-
wives are willing to do much for their
maids. Dr. MARY SEYMOUR, first vice-
president, proposes that the association
build a “ servants’ home " to be used as
a club by unemployed maids and a hos-
pital for sick maids. As the association
has solemnly banned the word “ servant *
and substituted “ maid " for it, the ex-
pression “ servants' home " is inadmis-
sible and would sound harsh in the ears
of graduate or undergraduate maids.
As Miss JANE ADDAMS grays, hospitals
are plentiful in Chicago. She might have
added that woman's clubs past number
are there already. If the diploma plan
succeeds, the maids will have their uni-
versity club, 8o to speak; and it is likely
enough that in time they will found
university settlements for the improve-
ment of the housewives or “ matrons,” as
the technical language of the association
hath it,

For it seems that matrons must go to
school as well as maids. Mrs, HowAgrD
S. KRETSCHMAR of the Woman's Club
admits this:

We llve In a new age,
and we must keep up with 1t Thorough technical
tralning for both mistress and mald offers the only
way out of the present trying conditions.  Even 1f
A Woman never Intends to marry, she should know
how to make a good home No employer ean ex-
pect good serviee without knowlng of Just what
this serviee consists.  Men never work In this way
The mistresses need training Just as much as the
malds. With such tralning for both, 1t will ne
longer be necessary to constder house workers as
a class apart, to talk of homes and hosplitals espe-
clally for them, nor to gather statlstics concerning
thelr marriages ™

In a letter to the Chicago Tribune Mrs,
A. G. HarrOW of Des Moines asserted
that “ the servant girl, be she a good one,
pretty or plain, is almost sure to marry,
Her chances In the matrimomal market
are always good because her occupation
teaches her to be a homemaker.” This
view seems reasonable and is corrobo-
rated by Mrs. AUGUSTE LEVI, president
of the association, who believes that
“ house servants marry more frequently”
~that is, more house servants marry-—
“ than factory or store employees,” but
she holds that this is because the maids
are “ less particular.” But Miss AD-
DAMS, who is somewhat of a statistician,
denies the existence of any exact figures
bearing on the matter. Speaking from
her own observation, she finds that
factory workers and saleswomen * marry
better " and have more chances to marry
than maids. She detects in the ordinary
young man an * inatinct that induces
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him to choose a girl of almost any other
occupation before a houseworker, how-
ever good, attractive or desirable.”
This again seems reasonable, which is
more than “ the ordinary young man *
often is. We can only stand afar off
and reverently wonder which of the two
opposing theories is right. Perhaps
the maide marry the extraordinary
young men.

Mrs. KRETSCHMAR, a college woman,
sees little or no good in the associa-
tion's diploma. She regards the average
housekeeper as incompetent to award
diplomas or “ even to pass upon the
quality of housework of the most ordinary
kind." Tet us hope that this is too
austere a judgment. As a college woman,
Mrs. KRETSCHMAR looks to the college
for help:

“Only when the great colleges of the country
liave publicly recognized the value and importance
of homemaking as a protession will the domestic
problem approach a satisfactory solution With
this tralning for the prospeciive misiresses of
America should be established technical training
schools for the prospective malds--schoolsarranged
upon plans and bases similar to the tralning schools
for nurses, now 80 1umerous and effective.”

Lud, lud, but how the wages will go up
when the trained maid makes her ap-
pearance. We can hear the cook, the
housemaid, the iadies’ maid and the
laundress giving their college “ yell.”
Housekeeping is going to become more
grand, solemn and expensive, a8 time
and education roll along.

Smallpox and Vaccination.

To that limited yet harmful group of
beings with approximately normal cere-
bral development who still conscien-
tiously oppose vaccination, contending
that it does not immunize the human
family from smallpox, we commend a
perusal of the report of Major AMES,
Surgeon in the United States Army,
and late Director of Vaccination in the
fsland of Porto Rico. This report ap-
peared in full in a late number of the
Pacific Medical Journal, but the es-
sential points are reproduced in an able
editorial in the New York Medical Record
for December 6, 1002.

When the United States authorities
took possession of Porto Rico in October,
1898, emallpox was prevalent in endemic
form, and by Dec. 1 it had become a
widespread epidemic on that island.
It became evident in February that all
ordinary methods of controlling this
terrible scourge would be futile. There
were present at that time 3,000 new cases,
Compulsory vaccination was begun,
and this enforced system of treatment
was carried on with such thoroughness
and energy that by July 1, after having
vaceinated 860,000 out of a total popula-
tion of 960,000 inhabitants, the disease
had practically disappeared. In the
two and a half years immediately fol-
lowing this period the mortality from
smallpox was but two in each vear, as
against an average of 621 for former
years. Taking into consideration the
fact that when compulsory vaccination
was instituted the disease was spread-
ing rapidly, that it existed in many
widely separated communities in various
parts of the island, that some of these
were not easily accessible and that
through ignorance or fear many cases
were concealed in out-of-the-way huts
and in the forests, there could be no
more positive proof of the efficacy and
safety of enforced obedience to the
established laws relating to the public
health.

““Trust ' Interpreted.

We think we can answer the San Fran-
cisco Chronicle's question: “ What is a
trust?”

The Chronicle has seen it variously in-
dicated as “ some fellows who charge
high prices for transportation " or who
“ sell labor at too dear a rate,” or the
“ owners of steel works or breweries,”
or “all persons with a good deal of
money,” and our contemporary is mys-
tified. The trust as a target for legisla-
tive regulation can now be described as
a “ corporation engaged in interstate
business, * which means, under the Roose-
velt-Knox interpretation, practically all
forms of industry, except, for example,
the old-fashioned cobbler and the thread
and needle store, each of which is rapidly
dirappearing.

The anti-trust crusade is for the sub-
jection of all business beneath the hand
of the Government at Washington, and,
from the opposite point of view, for the
enlargement of that hand till it is big
enough to cover all business

Shall There Be a Deal With Addicks?

As he left the White House last Satur-
day Mr.J. E. ADDICKS made a statement
regarding the political situation in Dela-
ware which amounted to a complete
justification of the attitude maintained
there by the Republicans, or. as they are
perhaps more commonly known, the
Regular Republicans.

" "T'nere will be an election for two Senators in
Delaware next January., Two Senstors will be

There would be general wonder as to
how this sense of power to dictate the
Delaware Senatorships had lodged in
Mr. ADDICKS'S mind were it not that he
himself has recently explained it. The
explanation was an expenditure of
$2560,000.

For purposes of Executive recogni-
tion what is the “Addicks Republican”
party which the investment of that
quarter of a million of dollars has
produced?

Since Mr. ADDICKS obtained posses-
sion of a portion of the Delaware Legis-
lature his platform has been “Appicks
or nobody.” Naturally the Republicans
say, Any one but ADDICKS.

Should the Republican Administration
at Washington make the deal with Ap-
DICK8 which the Delaware Republicans
refuse to make? We think not.

A match between Lord Derby and Major
Delmar, which is said to be in course of
arrangement for next summer, would be
as good a one as could be made. He is
a bold owner, barring the owner of Cresceus,
who thinks that he has a horse able to go
faster than Lord Derby for three long
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miles. But the Delmar party is more

ANTI-TRUST LEGISLATION.

It May Be Confined to a Bill Appropriating
88500,000 to Enforce the Sherman Aet,

WaASHINGTON, Dec. 10. - The first real step
to be taken by Congress to carry out the
recommmendations of the President in his
message regarding the trusts, and per-
hape the only measure which will get before
the House at this session, will be a bill ap-
propriating $500,000 to enable the Attorney=
Gieneral to enforce the provisions of the
Sherman law.  Such a bill was introduced
the first day of this session by Representa-
tive Hepburn, and is one of the many anti-
trust measures now before the Judiciary
Committea

Chairman Jenkine has called a meeting
of his committee for Friday, the day before
the anti-trust  sub-committee  resumes
ite. consideration of the bills which have
beon referred to it. At that time favorable
covsideration of the Hep burn bill will be
urgad as preliminary to anything the com-
mittee may decide upon later in relation to
anti-trust legislation. He contends that
this will not interfere with the work of the
#ub-committee which has the anti-trust
bills under consideration, but that the
passage of the Hepburn bill would enable
the Department of Justice to enforce the
Sherman act and determine whether or not
it i= a sufficient remedy for the trusts,

Thir"move will to & certain extent take
the wind out of Mr. Littlefleld's sails.

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GROWTH OF DRUG HABIT.

An Explanation by Dr, Crethers, the Well-
Known Expert on the Subject.

To THE Eritor or THE SuN—8ir: My
note of Dec. 2, published in THE SUN, has
brought out many inquiries on a subject
which I supposed was quite well under-
stood by leaders in scientific circles. One
correspondent is very anxious to have me
answer through the columns of THE SUN
the following questions: From what facts
do we conclude that opium and drug taking
is increasing, and what are some of the
general causes? 1 can only answer these
questions with a few outline facts, the full
discussion of which would fill many colutnns
of THE SUN.

A committee of the American Pharma-
ceutical Aswociation appointed to inqunre
into the matter of drug habits has recently
reported that the increased demand for co-
caine in the last five years has been over 400
per cent., while the sales of morphia and
opiu curing this time have ineroas.d #0
per cent IThe normal increase of the use
of these drugs for legitimate purposes dur-
ing this period would be less than 20 per cent,;
henece this enormous difference indicates a
new and unknown use. Inquiries from
physicians in all sections of the country
show that both of these diugs are u:wd. with
increasing frequency and in some circles
the use is quite prominent. Hospitals and
sanitariums are called on to treat these
cases, and in many instances they comprise
4 considerable percentage of all  cases
treated.  Physicians in private practice
discover these secret drug habits among
their patients, and specific drugs for these
states are more numerous and widely ad-
vertised in the journals and magazines of
the day. One of the self-evident causes is
the nerve strain and exhaustion follow-
ing the peculiar civilization of our times
Keener and more highly sensitive nervous
organizations appear in all departments
of commerce, scientific and practical work.
For the strains, drains and exhaustions
which follow the rivalry and competition
comes the demand for relief which calls
for narcoties, e ther spirits or drugs. The
exhausted man or woman who cannot
sleep finds nepenthe in opium and ite
alkaloids, and ever after meeks this source
for relief.

Spirits may supply this demand for a
time, but they disturb the brain and ner-
voug system and expose the users to rigk of
repitation, while opium and morphine
give steadiness and serenity and cover up
the real condition. Nervous exhaustion
from bad living, overwork, underwork, ¢x-
citement, bad nutrition, want of training,
accupation, bad parentage, faulty growtlia
in early life and so on, are the main causes
for drug taking and narcotisin in early
and middle life. Many men and women are
born with faulty and feeble resisting pain
centres They cannot endure sufferings,
disappointments and losses; hence they
turn to drugs and spirits for relief The
real fault is in the family, in the parents, in
the training and surroundings. Many a
young man and woman goes out from the
home with a heavy entailment of disability
and inability to meet the losses and crosses
common to everyday life. They become
spirit and drug takers, with and without
tuch temptation, and are early wrecked
What we want is robustness and physical
and moral training in the family and school;
then the drug taking in after life may be

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TREATY WITH NEWFOUNDLAND,

New FEngland Fishermen to Appear In
Washington in Opposition to Ratifecation.

WaSHINGTON, Dec. 10.- The fishermen of
Gloucester will be in Washington next week
to appear before the Committee on Forelgn
Relations in opposition to the ratification of
the Hay-Bond reciprocity treaty with News
foundland, believing, as they do, that it is
a bargain in which Nevfoundland gets
everything and the fishermen of the United
States nothing. Senator Lodge has pree
sented to the Senate papers and statistios
in regard to Gloucester and the New England
fisheries which have been printed as a Senate
document. It is a very interesting one
It gives the facts and figures about the fikh-
ing industry of New England, and works in
commercial statistics, politics, poetry and
pathos to an extent that has attracted wide
attention to the document. Following the
statistios is an extract from a chapter of
history deseribing the fight between the
leavant and the Constitution, in which a
Gloucester man displayed heroism. Then
the article gets down to business and
this to say about the treaty itself:

What does Gloucester get by such a treaty?
Only this one small thing the withdrawal
of the tonnuge taux which Newfoundland
imposes namely, &1 S0 per net ton on American
fishing vessels thut seek Newfoundland ports
at certuin seasons of the vear for the purpose
of buving fresh bait of the Newfoundland
shore fishermen at loculities where we do
not have the privileee of fishing on the New-
foundland coast within the three-rifle linit,
The buving of this hait is a blessine to these
shote tishermen The American flsaing ves-
sel= that vi=it such shores are conpared to
the salt cod fish bankers that fish wth trawl
on the Grand Banks  They numbered this
year thirtyv-two and probably  paid about
$4.000 tux to the Newfoundland Government
for blessing soma of her inhabitants by pur-
chasing something that they were very glad
to sell Newfonndland gets everything our
riarket free for hier fish and oil ~ The cateh
of Newfoundland codfish in some vears
amounts ta | oo o0 quintsls  With labor
there costing not half as much as it doea in
Gloneester or other New Eneland ports it
puts the New England fishers at a great dis-
advantage

There are more than a score of printed
pages of facts about the Gloucester fisheries
luvﬁ the interesting document concludes
with an extract from Kipling's “Captalns
Courageous,” in which the author describes
the anrnual memorial meeting at Gloucester
when the roll of the dead of the year is
called

The Senate to-day removed the ban of
secrecy from the reciprocity treaty with
Newfoundland, which was signed Nov.
8, by Secretary Hay on the part of the United
States and Ambassador Herbert on behalf
of Great Britain. Its alleged ohject is,
“for the improvement of commercial rela-
tions between the United States and the
Colony of Newfoundland.® To that end
it permits the purchase of bait by Ameri-
can fishermen and the privilege of touch-
ing and trading, buying and selling
fish and oil and procuring supplies in
Newfoundland on equal terms with New-
foundland fishermen. It also admits into
the Uinited States free of duty the products
of Newfourdlard fisheries, not including
fre<h codfish, together with the product
of Newfoundiard mines and slates from
the quarry, vntrimmed. On  the other
hand specified products of the United
States are admitted free of duty into New-
foundland and on others the rate of duty
is raduced

TO COMPLAIN OF TURKEY.

A Delegation of American Missionaries
to See the Prestdent To«da)y.

A deputation representing all religious
bodies in America which are doing mis-
sionary and educational work in the Turk-
ish Empire is to wait on President Roose-
velt at Washington to-day to protest against
the conditions with which they have to
contend. Three members of the deputa-
tion are in active missionary work in Tur-
key. The others are officers of missiin
boards and prominent citizens identified
with the work.

The deputation will tell the President
that the United States citlzens and organi-
zations are not properly treated by the
Sultan's Government, and will ask that
this Government demand of Turkey that
under the act according specfal privileges
to foreigners Americans recelve the same
rights as French and Rus<fan residents,

These latter, it is said, have secured in
Turkey immunity from taxation for their
churches and schools.  They have the priv-
ilege of repairing their buildings, and open-
ing schools and places of worship wherever
and whenever they desire to doso. Under
the favored nation clause, it is asserted
by the missionary boards that Americins
have gimilar rights, vet it has happened
that all American and churches
have been closed, wlile those under French
or Russian management remain open.

An appeal has been made locally to the
Sultan, and he is said to Yave repiied that
Americans have no legal rigit< in the Em-
fre, while French and Russian residents
ave

Wiile it is not certain that complaint
of the fact will be made to the President,
it is an open cecret that many Anerican
religious workers from Ame-ica in Turkey
are far from satisfied with the [nited States
Minister in Constantinople It is also as-
serted by them that (on tantinople is a sort
of dumping ground for people whom the
anthoritios do not want elewhere
