CHAPTER VII.

Wae arrived in sight of Fort Jefferson, Dry
Tortugas, Fla., on July 24, 1885, When
nearing the grim-looking walls a signal
gun was fired from the gunboat, which was
responded to by the officer in command of
the fort, and scon the officer of the day
made his appearance on board and was in-
formed of the object of the visit of the boat.
Within a very short time wa were placed
within a small boat, were conveved to the
fort and placed within one of the many case-
mates existing there

The officers who had had us in charge re-
mained at the fort a sufficien' length of time
to have, as it is called, a ‘lark. After three
monthe of torture, both of body and mind,
wa thought that we had at last found a haven
of rewt, although in a Governinent Bastile,
where, shiut out from the world, we would
dwell and pass the remaining days of our
life. It was a sad thought, vet it had to be
borne

We wers now left under the charge of
Col. Charles Hamilton, 110th New York
Volunteers, who was at that period com-
mandant of the post. .He gave us instruc-
tiops relative to the rules in force, stating
the consequences which would atend any
breach in discipline, finally 1mpressing
upon our minds that there was a dark and
gloomy dungeon within the fort, to which
offender= against the rules wore consigned,
over whose entrances was inscribed the clas-
sic words: “W Loso entereth here leaveth all
hope behind.®

We asked him if there were any sprcial
instructions relating to us, to which he re-
plied: “No, you have the same privilege of
the island as any person confined here, no
instructions to the contrary having leen
furnished by the War Department in your
cases.”

Our bed that night was constituted of
*a soft plank,” and, in fact, €0 continued
for months, until, through our own exer-
tions and means received from home, we
were able to purchase pieces of canvae,
wherewith to nail up a rudely constructed
bed

DRY PTORTUUAS A DESOLATE PRISON,

Spangler's trade was a godsend at this
time, and proved so on more than one oc-
casion afterward. The next morning we
walked around the enclosure of the fort and
toward even rg strolled around the break-
water wall for the purpose of forming some
idea of our desolate cond 1 «n

The Dry Tortugas is a small island iso-
lated in the Gulf of Mexico in about 25 de-
grees north of the equator, comprising in all
seven and a half acres of land, and lying
directly bencath the rays of a tropical
sun. It i= located sixty-five miles northe
west from Key West, ninety-five miles nort}
from Cuba and about 200 miles directly
gouth from Tampa, Fla., this being the
nearest connecting point with the main=
land of Florida

Upon it limited area was erected a huge
and massive structure, hexagon shaped, of
brick and mortar, in an urfinished condi-
tion, called Fort Jeflerson. When com-
pleted, if ever, it would mount 4% guns,

On the outer side of the fort there existed
a wide and decp moat, 1o prevent the surg-
ing of the sea from washing against the
main structure itself, and intended at the
same time as a defence against assaulting
columns. It is ocean girt on either side,
strongly protected by coral reefs and in-
tricate dhannels of approach

On our arrival the island was entirely
destitute of vegetable matter, with the
exception of some few bushes of small
growth and about a dozen cocoanut trees,
which had been planted many years back by
the hand of man

Beyond this there was naught to gaze
upon inside save the white, glittering coral
sand, which had a very injurious effect
upon the eyes in many cases, causing men
to become totally blind after dark, a disease
known there and of frequent oceurrence,
termed moonblind

HORRORS OF CAPTIVITY THERE.

There were upward of 800 F {eral prison-
ers confined there for various offences
against military rules and laws, who were
compelled to labor daliy, from morn til
night, upon limited and loathsome suste-
nance, Without exception, it was the most
horrible place the eye of man ever rested
upon, where day after day a miserable
existence was being dragged out, inter-
mixed with sickness, bodily suffering, want
and pinching hunger, without the additional
acts of torture and inhumanity that soon 1
became a witness of

Arouad about the fort there were several
small keys, termod, respectively, Sand,
East, Bird and Loggerhead koeys.  Sand
Key, very small in area, lies in a north-
easterly direction, distant about half a
mile, upon which had been erected a hos-
pital for quarantine purposes and to be
used in case of any epidemic occurring at

the fort. Every foot of its space was peo-

led with the dead, many of the bodies
R-vlnc baen washed up by the surf of the
sea, and the hospital building having been
torn down for the purpose of erecting a
theatre at thn post.

Bird Key, t'w largest in area, is distant
about five ‘milss from the Dry Tortugas,
upon which in the summer season sen guii=
in donse flucks congregate to deposit their
eggs. These were gathered by the garri-
son and used for fooxd. Fast Kev lies in a
southwesterly diraction, distant ab ut one
mile from the fort, and was used as a come-
tery for the dead. Loggerhead Koy [ios
northenly, about three and one-half mile
from the fort, upon which ix erecteq ;
lighthouse of great height, used as a guide
to ships to prevent their running upon the
reefly 1s which abound

Those were all the points of land visible;
all nlse was the deep and briny oewan |
looked long and intently upon all tho sur-
roundingu of the place and asked the ques-
(lnn, “Is this, indeed, to be my home for
life?"

FOOD VILE AND LOATHSOME.

When we had returned from our walk
around the breakwater wall we were place
within our dingy casemate for the night
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Foot issued was horrible in the extreme.
Many wore suffering dreadfully from scurvy
and chronie troublea.

I'he bread was disgusting to look upon,
being & mixture of flour, bugs, sticks ana
firt. Meat, whose taint covld be traced
0y ita smell from one part of the fort to the
other, in fact, rotten and to such an extent
that dugn ran from coming in contact with
i1, wan served.

No vegetable diet was issued of any do-
=eription, and the colfes. which should have
Loy good, as good qality was  issued,
was mace into a slop by those who had

harge of tha cook-house These articles
with bat little variation, composed the dict

until the Fifth United State Artillery ar-
rived and assumed command, which was
i the month of November

Uptothe sbove date thers was not an ar-
ticle of food raised vpon the island.  The
meat and Hour that had heosn repeate 'y
condernned hy the inspector, the quarter-
masyr still issued, not only to prisoners,

but, in many instances, to the gerriron
tar treatment during  the .-»mv of Cul

TREATMENT ACCOUDING TO CAPTORS.

In a short time the 110th New York was
relieved by the 1818t New York, under
whom we received far better treatment
no change occurring, however, in the na
tare ond kind of food iksued, it still being

-vav of this regiment was very short, and
they were relieved by the Eighty-second
United States  Colored  Infantry, under
whom the firet change occurred, ren ier-
ing imprisonment alnost insupportal e
r. Samuel Mudd, upon the arrival of the
Fightv-srcond  Regiment, on  Sept, 25,
1865, made an attenpt to escape, hecause,
amhe after vard informed me he vas fearful
that his life would be sacrificed under their
rule. Under the pl a of the attempt of
Mudd to escaje, cach of us was -lulnl
within a dungeon and ~l ackles were |-lm- d
around our ankles, and in this dograded
condition ve were compelled to daily per-
form certain assigned labor
MARE'S NEST CONSBI'IRACIES

Col. Goorge St. Leger Grenfell, quite an
aged gentloman arrived at the fo rt shortly
after Muod's atternpt to ercape, under the
alleged charge of conspiracy, and waus
placed in th e sane dungeon with us, and the
same shaneful indignity and degradation
heaped upon hing which leads me to sup-
posa that Dro Mudd's attempt at escape was
not tha true grounds upon which this act
of Lharbarity and immhnmanity was based

It was hardly kFnowvn throughout the
conntry ag vet that we had been sent to Dry
Tortugea, The War Department, under
whose sealed orders we wore sent to Dry
Tortugas, knew of Hn fuet of our arrival
and so did ite chwl doractive, Gen, 1, C
RBaker, who must have started on his tour
of the western part of the country about the
sibine 1etiod as our de ‘WArture frum Wasli-
ington, from the fact that less than a month
had passed anay before he had unearthed
an ther cone piracy, whiel was organizing
to rescue our imprisonesd bodies from the
authorities at Dry Tor ugas

their spleen upon him,

It vas legitimately his place to escape
from his imprisonment if he could, and
it was the place of his jailers to prevent
it if !umnll e, without resonmg to such
cruelties as were afterward lmro upon
us. Soon nu: seed of persecution becaine
engrafted, from which each was to bear
like part. 1t couli be read upon the coun-
tenance of every ofticer, and rumors grad-
ually ripened into facts,

HARDSHIPS INCREASE,

Major-Gen, Foster, commanding the De-
partment of Florida, arrived upon the

island, verbally 1oft inetructions with the
commanaing ofticer, and I was removed
from the office of the Provost Marshal,

vwhere 1 had been employed soon after
1 landed at the fort, under the plea that
these positions shoull alone be given to
men in their own army or service capable
of fulfilling the required duties thereof.

Baker nthun»d the facts from a re-
liabla source that a conspiracy was or-
garized in New Orleans to releasa the State

wrisonera confined at Fort Jefferson, Fla
his information was gained by himn on
\uz 17, 1865, and immediately telagraphed
to the War Department at Washington

In less than a month commands and
telegrams, having been forwarded here
and there, finally culminatad in establish-
ing the conspiracy, as seen by communica-
tion from Gen. Newton, as exisiing at Dry
I'ortugas itself, he ordering, if it be found
correct, that the leaders be placed in frona

Therefore, no such conspiracy as detailed
hv Gen. Baker ever existed, excepting

in his own inventive mind.  We were made
the leaders so that further persecution and
tortures could be heaped upon us. The
finding of the court was insufticient, tortures
already inflicted ware not enough to satisfy
the pent-up hatred of those in high posi-
tions against us, their defamed and tra luced
vittims of military injustica.

PUCCINI HEROINE.

An Impersonation of Great Physical and
Voeal Beauty -The Prima Donna Falls
Shorts of the Dramatic Possibilities
of the Part—-Mr. Scottl's Scarpia.

In an opera house conducted on the star
systom new works are seldom produced,
but a novelty is oceasionally grauted when
a prima donna desires to exhibit  her
abilities in a new ro'e. It was for this pur-
pose that Puceini's “Tosca” was added to
the iépertoite of the Metropolitan Opera
House on Feb. 4, 1901, when Mme, Ternina
sppeared as the heroine. The work was
brought forward last night in order thul
Mine. Em'na Fames might reveal her power:
i a tragic 16'c. The occasfon was un-
doubtedly one of rejoicing among the pro-
claimed admirers of the singer and probably
of no little satisfaction to the lady herself.
“Tosca,” however, does not carry with it
the assurance of being the most suitabie
vehicle for the publication of Mme. Eames's
Jdevelopments toward the stature of dra-
natic soprano. The work ia described by
i's composer as a melo drama. The title
i+ an apt one, for *Torca” is largely a play
of recitative accompaiied by musie. There
iirot a plethora of that sensuously charn-
ing vocal melody for which Italian operas
of an older school were notabla,
Thy most lyrie passages of the work are
to be found in the first act and the begin-
ning of the laet. In the thrst 1 he woene be-
tween Tosca and her lover 18 one of wenti-
ment, and therefore periuite of gentimontal
treatment, In the opering of the third
act the seene is one of paasion, and the com-
poser's setting of it i« desig: 0d to create
a mood of teauty to et as a foil to the
bruta: iragedy soon to be engetad
The crux the drana is tle second
act, and here its der @ s almost
wholly upon the acting of the impersona -
torsof Tosea and Searpia.
