hi light It was In the fall of 1H93 at a meet-
ing of tho Western Leaguo at Indianapolis
that Charles then the manager
of the Cincinnati National league Club
who wan interested in tho welfare of this
flourishing minor league named Johnson-
for president at tim winm time informing-
him that at the expiration of his Cincinnati
engagement Comlskey would take a West-
ern League franchise nnd do all in his power
to build up that organiaztion to a major
league standard At that meeting the cir-

cuit was mado up of Sioux City Kansas
City Minneapolis Milwaukee Indianapolis
Urand Rapid Toledo and Detroit and In
1H 4 these clubs enjoyed a most successful
tcason

It was than that President Johnson had his
first tilt with John T Brush who not only
owned the Cincinnati National League Club
but also controlled tho Indianapolis Club
in the Western League Johnson turned the
Indianapolis Club down on two occasions
and from that time Brush proceeded to
antagonize him with alt his power

It was at tho fall meeting of tho Western
league held In 1S04 at tho Hotel Wellington
Chicago that Brush attempted to work
up a combination against Johnson hut the
Indianapolis and Cincinnati magnate was
summarily defeated whereupon ho took
up his hat and left th meeting Then tho
Western Ieaguers went ahead and sub-
stituted St Paul for Sioux City and the
franchise for the former city was handed
to Comlskey In the legislation that fol-

lowed President Johnson treated the In-
dianapolis club with great fairness so
that at tIm end of tho season of 1895 Brush
come back to the Western League meeting
and made with Johnson Ho said

he opposed to the Western
president but was satisfied that

he had shown competency aa executive
officer of the league and In order to make
good hU expression of confidence he moved
to raise Johnsons salary

Brush however proceeded to get up
a fiveyear agreement to which Kansas
City Milwaukee Detroit St Paul and
Indianapolis were parties and according-
to that agreement R now member could
not be elected for the full term without
a unanimous vote while a eould not
Iw chosen for one year a four
fifth vote This agreement turned out to
be the cause of more trouble for after
Minneapolis had been elected to n five
years membership and the Western League
men wanted to put a club in Columbus
with Tom LoflUM as manager it was dis-
covered that only 4 votes could be secured
for that end Johnson conferred with
Brush and tried to induce him to agree
a twothirds vote but the Indianapolis and
Cincinnati magnate was for
eight days the Western League was held
up unsuccessfully on this question
Then Brush left the meeting and the other

proceeded to elect Columbus with
aa manager hut at the spring

of 1896 tho same trouble arose over
the attempt to admit Grand Rapids The
trouble would probably have lasted until
this day had not WatkIns and Qoodenough-
repreHentlng Indianapolis Inadvertently-
