At period or another during eaeli
year not improbable that the water
supply of at leant threefourths of tho
population of the I nited States contains
tho germ of typhoid and in the late
summer and aisumn early winter
months till drier seasons of the year
when springs are low KO much moro
prevalent is this scourge thnt it might
well be called tho lowwater fever In
ono group of Oooo tabulated cases one
half occurred in tho autumn months
1500 in thin summer and lsoo in tho rest
of tho year

Whll it i true thnt tho germ of typhoid
may find wily into tl system from
tImer sources than from drinling water
careful scientific investigations have
demonstrated beyond time posKibility of
doubt that this tho chief agent of
infection Streams or lakes along tho
shores of which dcno populations exit
tuft moro polluted nnd therefore moro
poisonous than are the reservoirs from
isolated mountain streams or sparsely
nettled watersheds and yet the germs of
a single case of typhoid In nny locality
may their way Into tho sources of
supply and taiiso widespread dissemina-
tion of tho disease

In Vienna when for a period the water
supply from guarded spring was turned
into tho city typhoidwhir 1 had perpisted
in epidemic form for years almost en-

tirely disappeared and when as the drier
season advanced this purer supply was
insufficient and tho water of the Danube
was again turned on the scourge broke
out with renewed violence but in thoKo
parts of tho city supplied by river water
Tills experience was repeated In Park
and it is practically true of every city
supplied with drinking water from ex-

posed streams and lakes
In Chicago dospito tho great drainage

canal which was Intended to carry tho
sowogo of that city away from
Michigan from which draws its wipply
of drinking water there now raging
ono of the most violent epidemics in tho
history of the city tho inhabitants of
which are unfortunately compelled to
drink tho water polluted by their own
sowngo

Thu situation In Philadelphia in regard
to drinking water Is almost bud and
that city is next to Chicago in its rate of
mortality from typhoid foyer In tho ten
years from ISJl to JOOO in Chicago with
an average population of uooooo there
wcro 0000 deaths from typhoid yearly
In Philadelphia in this same period with
nn nvern o population of approximately
t100000 there wore 0000 deaths

It may of some comfort to tho mi-
thorltlex of our metropolis to compare for
this fiamo period of time our 380 deaths
train typhoid in an nvorngo population-
of lPOOooo but they should not bu al-

lowed to forget thnt many of deaths

In sparsely sell led communities whom
reservoirs ore not used cisterns or

welts so situated that thn contents from
cesspools or faultv sowers seep through
the Intervening earth aro wellknown
distributor of typhoid Kvnn artesian
wells which trim time depth of their
supply would seem to Insuro greatest
pmsiblo safety tiro not Infrequently pol-

luted Within a year ono of time largest
schools in the United State suffered n
disastrous epidemic which cost n number
of lives and caused much suffering and
anxiety Tho most famous expert In
America had been employed super
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intend tho sanitation of this Institution
and tho pupils were cautioned not to
drink water from any other supply thun
from their own artesian well Investi-
gation revealed the fact that n crack hnd
occurred in a drain and the sewage
bearing typhoid germs had through a
crevico in tho underlying ledges of stone
found its way into tho nrtesinn water

Tho literature of medicino records a
numl or of epidemics traied to the con-

tamination of milk In most of these
instances the Inlet ion resulted from fail-

ure to si aid tho cans nnd bottles which
Instead had IHHMI washed in cold water
which had been polluted by typhoid dis-

charges In ono instance tho hands of
those employed in milking nnd bottling
had germs from n typhoid
lutient to whose personal they
were attending

In very rare instance there can bo no
doubt that duct inhaled will carry into
time system tho germs of typhoid in tho

The thermometer used in taking tho
temperature in the mouth of a patient in
typhoid unless thoroughly disinfected
might convey the germs and nurses are

warned not only thoroughly to
the discharges from these pa-

tients hut their hands disin-
fected nod to dbinfect all articles which
are used in feeding patients

To prevent the dissemination of ty-

phoid fever is ono of tile most Important
problems in sanitation for just as long
as human Ixings aro untaught in tho
simple and iwxpenslvo methods of self
preservation or IvIng taught are crimi-
nally neglectful of themselves nnd
they have no right to expect
time gravest disasters
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The germs of typhoid fever and in
fact the germs of all diseases ore de-

stroyed by high temperature Drink-
Ing water which has been boiled does
away nil longer and prejudice to
tho tho functional value of
water is not impaired by

Time removal of nnd
inorganic elements is assured by ultra

It may ho impossible as modern corn i

munltle exist for the authorities to fur-

nish a germless supply of water they
should diligently endeavor to prevent
tho jollution of tho watersheds from
which time supply is derived

A wideawake health board with nn
active ollicer in charge in every com-

munity could do a great deal toward the
prevention of the spread of typhoid fever
by tho early recognition of suspected
cases and the careful destruction of the
genus in the discharges trout tho bodies-
of Bitch patients Tho possible wide-
spread dissemination of typhoid from n
singlo case may ho Inferred from tho
that In a single drop of urine there
as many as four million germs of this
frightful md yet tho myriad
organisms In nil the excrcmentitious
products from tho body of 1 patient aro
readily destroyed by pouring scalding
water into tho vessel in which nro
contained

Perhaps tho most active agents In tho
dissemination of typhoid fever are tho
railroads and steamers for it Ls well
known that tho tanks of trains and
steamers aro usually tilled with water
from tho common source of supply nt
their terminals in the larger cities These
companies should under tho constant-
supervision of experts In tho various
health boards bo compelled by law to
furnish puro water to their pas cngers

Typhoid fever Is not infrequently con-

tracted by tho ar-
ticles of food and certain raw vegetables
such as celery lettuce Ais which when
cultivated in tho suburbs of thickly popu-
lated communities nro often subjected
to fertilization with city sewage laden
