Deputy Comptroller Giiman Has Resigned
and Otto Kelsey Will Have the Place
~-A8 to Keeping Atterbury in Hh
Ofice Nothing Has Been Settled.

While most of the Republicans who are
to attend the conference at the Fifth Avenue
Hotel will arrive in the city on Friday night,
it was said last night that Gov. Odell may
not arrive until Saiurday; and Speaker
8 Frederick Nixon =ent word yesterday
that he had been go ill (he has been confined
to his home for nearly a month) that he
could not get here until Saturday, so the
great discussion will not come up until

that day

Many things will be gone over by the
Giovernor, Senator Platt, Lieut.-Gov. Hig-
gins, Chairman Dunn, Leader John Raines
of the Senate, Speaker Nixon of the Assem-
bly and one or two others who may be

ent.

Gov. Odell's message to the Legislature
will be gone over. The Legislature does
not meet unil Jan. 7. The Governor de-
sires to carry out his policy of ojliterating
the direct tax, and for that reason it is
now definitely b:icved that he will rec-
ommend in his message that the cost of
liquor saloon lidenses in cities of the first
and second classes shall be advanced
from $800 to $1,000.

There are many other things to come up
and important Senate and Assembly chair-
manships to be settled, but while there
may be, as there always are, some differ-
ences of opinion as to the best policies to
be pursued there is no indication that there
ix any severe break of the old relations
which have existed since 1884, when Mr,
Platt made Mr. Odell chairman of the
executive committee of the Republican
State (Committee: this promotion to be
followed by Mr. Odell's election to be chair-
man of the committee and so on until he
was nominated for Governor in 1900 and
renominated in this year of our Lord.

The joint caucus of the Republican ma-
jority which is to reélect Mr. Platt to the
‘nited States Senate will be held in Albany
on Jan. 23. Up to this hour there is not the
slightest indication that a single vote will
he recorded in opposition to the reélection
of Senator Platt )

Deputy Comptroller Theodore P. Gilman
has tendered his resignation to Comptroller
Nathan L. Miller, to take effect on Jan. 1.
Mr. Gilman will be succeeded by former
Assemblyman Otto Kelsey of Livingston
county, who was unelY«-tedly defeated
for Chunty Judge on election day. Mr.
Kelsey has been chairman of the Assembly
Cities Committee and is considered a strong

POLITICAL FIGHT IN TROY,.

It Is Between the Followers of Ex-Gov.
Biack and Mayor Conway.

Troy, N. Y., Dec. 20.—-Another move has
heen made in the fight between Republican
followers of Frank S. Biack and the Pro-
gressive Democrats led by Mayor Conway,
and indications are that the struggle will be
bitterly contested during the coming month,
The most startling feature was the discovery
of the stuffing of the Grand Jury box on
Saturday.

This rmorning Comptroller Rickerson,
a Republican, gave notice that all claims
against t"ie city must be made before Thurs.
day and that he will insist that no fund be
overdrav'n. He declares that he will allow
no money appropriated for next year to be
used for he payment of bills contracted
during this year. No further action has
heen taken in the jury box stuffing case,
but an investigation is being made, and
hoth District Attorney O'Brien and County
tlerk Thompson «ay that if evidence of
the guilt of any persons can be obtained
they will be prosecuted, no matter what
their official position may 1w,

The rupture between Mr. Black and Mayor
Conway, who for several years were allied
| olitically, was precipitated several weeks
ago whan the Mayor obtained control of
the Board of Estimate and Apportionment,
summarily removed City Engineer Cary, a
Republican, and named as his successor
John Flynn, Jr., a nephew of Democratic
State Committeermnan David Morey,

With the brard in his control Mayor
Conway prepared and caused to be adopt ed
the preliminary estimate for next year,
eliminating provision for salaries for nearly
all clerks and officer: whose positions
were obtained through Republican ap-
pointments. This estimate 18 now with
the Common Council awaiting confirma-
tion, to obtain which it will doubtless
he necessary to apply to the courts for an

DICK WANTS TO BE GOVERNOR.

Ohie's Republican Campaign Leader Asks
Senater Hanna to Help RAim.

CLEVELAND, Dec. 20.—Gen. Charles Dick
of Akron arrivwed in the city this moming
to confer with Senator Hanna relative to
the Gubernatorial campaign in this State
next spring. Gen. Dick came to announce
his candidacy for the office and to request
the support of the Senator

Col. Myron T. Herrick has already sought
the Semator's sid, but has reweived no
definite answer. The conference between
Senator Hanna amd the General lasted
half an hour. Gen. Dick told the Senator
that he wauted the nomination and was
entitled to it on account of his years of
servige in the Republican party, his hard
work in the last State campaign and for
several Presidential candidates. He said
that he would have Nttle trouble obtaining
the noiniuation in the convention,

Senator Hanna said that his position, on
account of the aspirations of Col. Herrick,
for the same office was very embarrassing.
He urged Gen. Dick 1o see Col. Herric
n;:d settle the matter amicably hetween
them.

“See Myron,” he said, “and have a talk
with himn. FEither one of you pull out and
iet's have the matter over.”

Gen. Greene Selects His Secretar).

Gen. Greene, who will be Police Com-
missioner day after to-morrow, was deep
in study of the three-platoon system yes-
terday. He said he might reach an opinion
on the day of taking office.

Gen. Greene announced that he wn_uld
take his private secretary, William 8, Cor-
sey, into the Police Department with him,
that being the only change he has decided
on.

MARCONI VS. CABLES.

Sir Willlam Preece Belleves the Wirelees
System Can Never (‘ompete,

Sir William Preece, the eminent electric*
ian, was interviewed last Tuesday by the
St. James's Gazette on the achievement of
Marconi 1 sending wireless meesages
across the Atlantic. Sir William said he
had never doubted the possibility of putting
America and England in communiction
by means of wireless telegraphy.

“In some of my papers,” he pointed out,

“I have expressed the conviction that sig-
nals could be sent to Mars if there be any
one on it."”
Reminded that he had throwm some
doubt on the signals which Mr. Marconi
transmitted a year ago between Cornwall
and the American continent, Sir William
replied:

“What I said was that the signals could
very well have been reproduced by atmos-
pheric effects, and there was nothing con-
clusive at the time to show that they had
not beet. A signal not 8o open to this ob-
jection might have been chosen for the
purpose of demonstration. That it was
possible to send such a signal, I never ques-
tioned. 1 am not in the least surprised
that messages have been sent across the
Atlantic. The puzzling point to me is
why Marconi has not done it sooner in view
of the length of time he has been engaged
on the experiments.”

Speaking of the probable effect of the
achievements on telegraphy generally, S r
William was emphatic in declaring that in
his opinion, wireless telegraphy would never
come into serious competition with the
submarine cables,

“But,” the interviewer interrupted, “the
cable companies are reported to be dis-
turbed in consequence of Mr. Marconi's
latest effort.”

*0Old women shareholders, perhaps,” re-
plied Sir William.

“What are the principa! obstacles in your
opinion, Sir William, to wireleas telegrapt.y
becoming an important factor in our sys-
tem of communication?”

“In the first place there is a want of re-
liability in connection with wireless teleg-
raphy. It is possible to tap every wireless
message "

“Probably you observed, Sir William, that
such a possaibility was denied on behalf
of Marconi?"”

“To my own knowledge three stations
were tapped, and I have not the slightest
doubt that tapping is possible at every sta-
tion In these circumstances there can be
no privacy, which is essential in communi-
cation. Another obstacle to wireless te-
legraphy being largely used for commercial
purposes is the low rale of speed at which
messages under a systen: can be trans-
mitted as compared with the cables, Over
the new Atlantic cables messages can be sent
at the rate of a hundred words a minute,”

“Over one cable?”

“Yes, "

“Is that the speed in actual practice, on
an average?”

“The spead in daily practice is seventy
words a minute by hand and ninety words
by automatic means. [ am speaking now
of the new cables. This rate of spead is
not possible over the old cables, but the
latter are being done away with and new
ones substituted.”

“Don’t you think it is possible to get up
siuch a kpeed with the wirelesa telegraphy?”

“Anything is possible with electricity, zul
there is no immediate prospect of wireless
telegraphy competing with the cables as
regards speed,”

“Then do [ understand you to think, Sir
William, that wireless telegraphy will never
be practicable as an important means of
communication?”

“That's my view; it will never stand com-
parison with the cables.”

NINTH ASSEMBLY CAN'T HAVE
VACANT SENATE SEAT.

Its Leader Would Like te Vote for Dave
Hill for U. §. Senator, but Fears He
Must Deny Himself —There's & Sus-
picion Abroad That He'll Have To.

The Tammany leaders have agreed on
Peter J. Nooling for candidate for State
Senator to fill the vacancy caused by the
death of Patrick F. Trainor of the Bixteenth
district. Mr. Dooling is the leader of the
Thirteenth Assembly district. The Senate
district takes in the Ninth, Eleventh and
Thirteenth districts Senator George W.
Plunkitt has planned Mr. Dooling's nomi-
nation.

It is expected that Gov. Odell will call
a special election early in January.

Over in the Ninth, where those who sur-
round the Pump, propose Devery for every
office that becomes vacant, it was said that
he might be a candidate. The Devery
declined to commit himself outright.

“They're playin' checkers now,” said
he, "an’' I guess it's up to me tosit back an’
gay nothin'. But what would I do up at
Albany? 1It's a hundred to cne I could
represent the people of the district better
than most anybody they might send, but,
I say, what would I do there? Naturally,
I'd like to be there to shove in a compli-
mentary vote for my tried and true friend,
David B. Hill for United States Senator.

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CURRENCY FOR PHILIPPINES.

OPPOSING VIEWS BEFORE THE
ECONOMIC ASSOCIATION,

Prof. Jenks for the Gold Standard-—-Charles
A. Conant of This Clty Deeclares for
Regulating the Supply of Sliver So
as to Adjust the Money to Gold.

PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 20.-At the joint
session of the Historical Association with
the American Economic Asgociation to-
night, in Griftith Hall, Prof. Jeremiali W.

Jenks of Cornell, in speaking on currency |
problems in the Orient, said that “inasmuch |

as our Government has the duty and has
expressed the intention of administering
the Philippines for the benefit of the Fili-
pinos, it seems essential, both for their
sakes and for the sake of the Government
itself, that the gold standard be established
and maintained. The present bill before
Congrees seems, on the whole, to have been
well drawn in order to accomplish these
results.”

On the other hand the suggestion that the
leading countries interested in trade in the
Orient should codperate to give stability
to the silver money of Oriental countries

was made by Charles A. Conant of the
Morton Trust Company of New York. Mr.
Conant said:

A new erisig of exchange has been invoked
by the recent fall inthe go'd price of silver- a
erisi8 which doea not aflect the gold countries
directly in thoir trunsactions at home, but
does affect them profoundly in their rela-
tions with the Euast,

By an unfortunate combination of cir-
cumstances China has been subj:cted to a
burden, which under her loose system of
taxation has withdrawn her from the market
48 & purchaser of silver and brought her into
the market as a vendor of it. The result
has been primarily to depress the price of
silver almost to one-third of :ta old historic
parity.  Much more important has been the
¢ff+ct of this fall in silver upon China, and
other silver-uaing countries in diminishing
their power to buy abroad here is danger
that the Powers, in exacting the last pound of
flesh from China, have “Killed the gooee
which lays the golden egg.” by making it
impossaible for her ty continue her purchase
of $200,000,000 annually in foreign .

The fall in silver has necessarily produced
& siruidar mfluence in less degree upon our
southern neighbor, Mexico, where a late
Consular report shows that American in-
vestments exceed $500,000, 000 by adding
greatly to the silver price of her imports;
has arrested the development of the Philip-
pines by discouraging the investment of
American capital: and has threatened to
invoke the same form of crisia in Siam, the
Straits Settlements, and the extensive pos-
sessions of France in Asia

The situation calls loudly for a remedy: but
It is useless to seek this n-mudg- in the delusive
quicksands of internationa! bimetallism. It
wis the aim of the bimetallists by opening an
unlimited market to either metal to keep
them equal to each other at an arbitrary
parity. Phe experiment inevitably failed
wherever it was put to the test, because it s
not in the wer of law to establish rigid
r-lations of wvalue between
things

Government control of the supply of coin-
age does not mean that this supply shall be
arbitrarily fixed without reference to the
currents of commerce.  Through the foreign
exchanges it will nlways be ssible to de-
tarmiine whether the supply of currency is
responding ndequately or not to the demands
of trade. This can be done, even without
any*direct offer 1o redeem silver in gold, if
the Government will establish a gold ex-
change fund in the Onancial capitals of the
world, like london and New York, against
which bills may be sold, whea the currency
is redundant, and where bills entitling the
nolder to silver coins mar be bought with
kold when there is a demand for them. The
offer to receive the <ilver coins at a fixed
par for public dues would establish a limited
redemption, =uch as hasx alone maintained
our own silver dollars at a par with gold

In order to secure the hest results for silver
as a commodity and for the steadiness of
the monetary system of the silver conntries,
it is hignly desirable that there should be some
internationnl econcert of action betweey
Mexico and those countries having depen-
dencies In the East. ‘I'he adoption of A com-
mon _nni* of roinage hetween China, Mexico
the Philippines, the Straits Setttlements and
Indo-China would undonbtedly do mueh
to promote their trade with each other and
with the gold countries. It is desirable tnat
encn nation should have control of its own
monetary system, in order that it may correct
its own mistakes and <uffer the consequences
of itsa own blunders. but tne time is evidently
at hand for a new effort to restore the par of
exchange batween the gold countries and the
Fast, along lines which conform to economic
Inws instead of vainly reeking to reverse
them

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JEWS HISS DR. SILVERMAN.

BISHOP POTTER, ON THE SAME
PLATFORM, APPLAUDED.

East Side Meeting Becomes Turbulent
Over an Attack on Zientsm and Jewish
Press—The Bishop Strongly Empha.
sizes the Necessity of Assimilation.

A meeting for a discussion of Zionism
was held at the Educational Alliance last
evening and became very turbulent at one
time when Dr. Joseph Silverman, the rahbi,
attackad the principle of Zionisam.

With Dr. Silverman on the platform last
night was Bishop Potter, whom Justice
Lodge of the Jewish order of B'nai Brith,
which had arranged the meeting, had in-
vited to speak on the same subject.

Dr. Bilverman was the first speaker and
his enunciation of his views was frequently
| interrupted with a storm of hisses, which
several times threatened to break up the
| meeting.

When it came time for Bishop Potter to
speak, the chairman of the meeting spuke
of the courtesy due to the speakers no
matter what their opinions might be, and
the Bishop, who was greected with great
applause, was listened to respectfully ana
was frequently applauded, although he
advocated many of the arguments of Dr.
Pilverman and emphasized the necessity
of assimilation.

Inintroducing the speakers, Mr. Leo Levi,
the head of the Jewish order, and who had
10 ne down from uptown to act as chairman,
said that visits 1o the East Side had con-
vinced him that intolarance for which that
locality was so often criticised had no
stronger foothold there than among Jews
elsewhere and he said he felt sure that the
mneeting would be a direct refutation of this
charge.

Mr. Levi then introduced Dr. Silverman
as one whose views, as they well knew,
were oppésod to those generally held Ly
the people of the East Side, but he asked
the audience, which packed the hall, that
no matter how those present might differ
from him, to listen to him respectfully,
as it was always right to hear two sides of
4 question,

Dr, Silverman was received with some
appiause, which changed to hisses when he
said that no matter what their *jargon

" said about him, he was their brother,

“Some of these papers,” he said, *have
been saving that 1 was born in Europe.
1 thank God I was born in America. We
may be Jews by birth and religion, but we
are Americans by nationality., The truth
of Jewish history proclaims that Jewigh
nationality ended 2,000 years ago.”

This statement was greeted with a storm
of hisses from every part of the hall, some
of the m'oplo even rising in their seats.
Bishop Potter looked a little uncomfortable,
but Dr. Silvertnan held his ground and said
there would probably be more hisses hefore
he finished.

“We have come here to discuss the Jewish
question,” he went on. “It is a very com-

licatad one and cannot have one remedy

the exolusion of all others,  The question
is different in every country. In some
ft is indwstrial, in others religious, and irn
others social. We have such a question of
our own here aud no form of Zionism will
ever solve ft.

“Even if Zionism is successful and you

tablish a stdte in Palestine with one mil-
on, how will that solve the Jewish question
with the other eleven millions in other
placea? Let us ignore Zioniem for to-nignt
and solve our own problem-—that of anti-
Semitism and enforced wholesale immigra-

n.

Dr. Silverman said that the solution of
this question w=s assimilation—they should
all become Anierican citizens. There were
more hieses at this and various exclama-
tions in Yiddigh.

Dr. Silverman's reply to this was to say
that the Ghetto was the great bane of
American lsrael, Lecause it increased the
prejudice against the Jew. What was
needed was, first, thorough political assimi-
lation. There should be no such thing as
a Jewish political club. Jews should take
the word off their banners, he said. They
should also réfuse to unite in Jewish trade
organizations. The Jews' exlusiveness, he
sa‘d, was tha result of Sersecution.

*The jargon language—that is the result
of those days of persecution too,” said Dr.
Silverman. “It should not be spoken by
Abolish it from every home, re-
move the jargon newspapers and the theatre
and let the people hear and speak a pure

lan ze. *

ler. Silverman finished with difficulty
and ushers were rushing about the hall trv-
ing to restore order. Two men had to
ejected and they yelled at the speaker till
they were out of the door,

Bishop Potter was then introcduced.
the first thing he said was: “I want to
say right here that whatever I may say
I want your opinions expressed in the most
unreserved way."”

For a minute or two he could not pro-
ceed because of the applause. When he
did get a chance he =aid that one reason
why Jews were discriminated against
was the tendency they had of reserving
themselves for association and alliances
with their own people.

“A lrrge var of the responsibility,” he
said, *b lings fo my prople, but not all.
Separation i~ the great peril of your race
in the United States. [ don't know enough
about Zioniem to know whether it advo-
cates the recurrence of the Jew to agri-
culture. If it does, then in that point 1
agree with jt, because 1 believe a part of
every people should till the soil,

“But what I do believe Zionism should say
is:  Choose your own order in life. Don't
make the mistake of having vour own
language. Don't make the mistake of
thinking, as you apparently have te-ivht
that the national anthem is a sone sung to
‘God Save the King' It's ‘The Star
Spangled er.' "

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MOROS DYING OF CHOLERA.

WHOLE VILLAGES IN MINDANAO
HAVE BEEN DEPOPULATED.

Fifty Deaths a Day in Some Districts—Cap-
tured Fllipino Ladrones Had Let-
ters to Aguinaldo—Evans's Naval Ma.
neuvres Begin at the Manilla Station.

MANILA, Dec. 29.--Cholera is devastating
the country surrounding Lake Lanao,
Ieland of Mindanao. It is reported that
the villages on the eastern shore of the
lake have been depopulated by the disease,
In Maciu and Bacolod the deaths average
fifty daily. The disease is unusually
virulent. FreYuently persons working in
the flelds are attacked and die before any
assistanoce can reach them.

The naval mancuvres under the di-
rection of Rear Admiral Evans, commanding
on this station, have commenced with the
retreat of the fleet to Subig Bay, the seizure
of the fortifications there and the estab-
lishment of a shore base. The battleship
Kentucky stood off the bay, covering the
movements of the fleet. The other vessels
then mined the channel in fifty-t wo minutes
The Zafiro landed 200 marines on Cirand
Island. These men constructed 400 yards
of railroad, on which they moved cighteen
guns, which were placed in three batteries,

A camp has been established on the
island, which commands the entrance of
Subig Bay. Later, with the marines
guarding the mines, the fleet will attempt
to run the gantlet or destroy the mines.

Three men who were engaged in
lecting recruits for the Ladrone bands
have been captured in Samar. They car-
ried letters of recommendation to Agui-
naldo, together with lists of the ladrone
organizations. Aguinaldo says he has no
knowledge of the men or the work they
were engaged in.

Eve demanded that she
be allowed to see her mother every day.
The officials refused to grant this request.

HERE—SO SAYS PEARSON.

He's a Boer Agitator—Mentions the L.ate
FEdward Van Ness as Financial Backer
of the Enterprise—Mrs. Van Nees
Says the Story Is Absolutely Untrue.

MONTEREY, Mex., Dec. 20. -Gen. Samuel
Pearson, a former Boer commander, who
i1s now here, ravs tl a' plans had heen made
for an invasion of Canada with a1 army of
pro-Boer Americais when a stop was put
to the proceedings by the dia h of the
financial backer of the movement.

He says that had it not heen for the death
of Fdward Van Ness of New York the
invasion would have been made during
March or April. The war was not ended
unti! May.

Van Ness had agreed to furnish all the
money necessary to equip an army of at
least 3,000 men. He was a wealthy re-
tired New Yorker whose entire sympathy
was with the Boers, according to Gen.
Pearson’s statement,

When Gen. Pearson arrived in this country
two years ago he was hailed as a new envoy
from the Boers to this Government. That
he had such authoritv was denied by other
Boers here,and then Gen, Pearson explained
that he had never posed as envoy, but said
he was Assistant Head Commissary-General
, for the South African Republic,

Mrs. Van Ness, the widow of Fdward
Van Ness, who was a strong Boer sympa-
thizer and who died on May 9 last, said last
night at her home, 17 East Seventy-firat
street, that she knew that her husband
had never thought of backing a pro-Boer
invasion of Canads,

“There is no foundation for such a story
as Gen, Pearson tells,” she said, “and [
know that it is absolutely false My hu:-
band knew Gen. Pearon, but never h-d
anything to do with him and had no faith
in him.”

Mr. Van Ness almost caused a rict at Rar
Harbor, Me , in September, 1900, i,y raising
a Boer flag in front of his house t hero when
the summer residents were celelrating the
arrival of the United States und British
fleets. The vear before that he is said to
have giver. $50,000 to the Boer cause, and
he was a member of the committee that res
ceived the Boer envoys here

STOP ATTACKS ON BRITISH.

Hamburg (hamber of Commerce Makes
an Appeal.

HAMBURG, Dec. 20 The Chamber of
Commerce, in its annual report, comments
regrotfully upon the continuance of the
economic depression.
